BPEXOH OF BENATOR SEWARD.

Senator Seward made his long looked for
speech in the Senate Saturday. The conclu-
eion of it contwins the gist of his argument—
cerwinly his declarations. He says:

N0 far as the abstract question whether, by
the Coustitution of the Uuilted States, the
boudsman, who i= made such by the laws of a
State, is still a man or only property, 1an-
swer that, within that State, its laws on that
suljact are supreme; that when be has escaped
frein that Stale into another, the Constitution
regards him as & bondsman who may unot, by
any law or regulation of that State, be dis-
charged from his service, but shall be deliver-
ed up onclaim, to the party to whoin his ser-
vice is duw, .

Waile prudence and justice would com?me
i persuadiog you to modify the ucts ot Con-
gress on that subject, so as not to oblige pri-
VALle persous to assist in their execution, and
0 protect freemen from being, by abuse of the
laws, carried inw slavery, 1 agree that all
laws of the States, which relate to this class of
persvoeor any others reces lly comiug from or
resident in other States, and which laws con-
traveue the Coostitution of the United States,
orasuy law of Congress passed 1o conforiaity
therelo, ought to be repealed.

Becoudly Experience i public affairs has
coufirmed my opinioo, that domestic siavery,
€Xisling in any Siate, is wisely left b{ the
Coustitution of the Uunited States exclusively
10 the care, management and disposition of
that Siate; aud if it were in my power, 1
would not alter the Constitution in that re-
spect. It misappreteasion of my position
needs 30 stroug a remedy, 1 am willing 1o vote
for nn amendment of the Constitution, ce-
clariog that it eball not, by any funture ameud-
ment, be #o altered as to conler on Oungress a
power o &bolish or iuterfere with slavery in
."'i' State.

‘hirdly. While I think that Congress has
exclusive apd sovereign authority to legislate
ouall subjects whalever, in the commou Ter-
ritories of the Uunited States; aud whiie 1 cer-
lainly shall never, direcily or indirectly, give
my vole 1 umb‘ssh or sauction slavery iu
euch Territories, or anywhere else in the
world yet the question what coustitutionsl
Inws snall atany time be passed iu regard 1o
\be Territories, is, like every olher question,
W be determined on practical grouuds., 1
Yoled fur enabling acts lu phe cases 01 Oregon,
Minvesows and Kansas, without being able to
tecure in them such provisions as I would
Lave preferred ; and yet I voled wisely.

Bo uow, 1l am well satistied that, under ex-
isung circume & happy and satisfac-
lory solution of the difticulties in the remaji-
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e rosttas Yo Lhere biatned by similer
”Y(ll'llzlll\n & for their organization, if such
oot ‘K were Otherwise practicable. If,

y AAAnsas was admitted as a Stare,
under the Wyandotte Constitution, as I think
fhe onght to be, and if the organic laws of all
the other territories could be repealed, I could
vo'e Lo autborize the organization and admis-
#lon of two new States which shouid inciade
ihem, reserving the right to eflect subdivisions
of them whenever necessary into several con-
vepient Stuates; but I do not flud thatsuch
reservations could be constitutionally made.

Without them, the nlterior embarrassmects
which weuld result from the hasty incorpora-
tion of States of such vast extentand various
interests and character, would outweigh all the
immediate advapntages of such a measure. But
Il the measure were practicable, I should pre-
fer a different course, namely : when the ec-
centric movements of secession and disunion
shall have euded, in whalever form that end
may come, and the angry exci'ements of the
hour shall have subsided, and calmpess once
more shall have resumed 1ts accustomed sway
over the public mind, then, and not untl
then—one, two, or three years hence— 1 should
cheerfuliy advise a Convention of the people,
to be assembled in pursuance of the Consutu-
tion, 1o consider aud decide whether any aud
what amendments of the organic natcional law
ought to be made.

Kepublican now-—=as I have heretofore been
a member of other partes existing in my day
~ 1 mnevertheless bold and cherish, as 1 have
always done, the principie that this Gov-
ernment exists in its present form cnly
by the cousent of the governed, and that
it §s as necessary as it is wise, to resort to
the people for revisions of the organic law
wheu the troubles and daugers of the State
riginly transcend the powers delegated
by it to the public anthorities. Nor ought
the suggestion 110 excite surprise. Gov-
ercmeut inany form is a macbine: this is the
most compiex ove that the mind of man has
“ver invented, or the hand of mna has ever
framed. Perfect as it is,; it ought to be ex-
pected that o will, at jeast as often as once in
4 cenlury, require some modification to adapt
i” to the changes of suciety and alierations ot
empire.

Fourthly. I hold myself ready now, as al-
ways heretotore, to vote for any properly
guarded laws which shall be decmed neces-
sary to preveut mututl inva-ions of Siates by
citizens of other States, and punish those who
shall aid and abet them,

Fitthly. Nowwithstanding the arguments of
the gatiant Senator from Oregou, (Gen. Lave,)
I remain of theopinion tkat physical bonds,
such as highways, railroads, rivers and canals,
are vastly more powerful for noldiug civil
communities together than any mere cove-
nants, though written on parchment or en-
graved upon iron. I remain, therefore, con-
stant to my purpose to secure, if possible, the
construction ot two Pacific railways, cne of
which stali connect the poris around the
mouth ot the Mississippi, aud the other the
towns on the Missouri and the lakes, with the
Larvors on our Westeru coast,

If,0n the expression of these views, I have
not proposed what is desired or expected by
muny others, the ill do me the justice o be-
lieve that | am as far trom baviug suggested
what in mauy re-pects would bave been in
nouy with caerished convicitous of my

1 iearned early trom Jefferscn, that in
political allairs we cauno! always do what
to us absolutely bast. Those with whom
we nusk nece-sarily act!, enterwmining diffe:-
eut views, have powet s&nd right of carry-
ing them iuto practice. We must bs coutent
to lead wneu we can, and tw follow when we
cannotlead jand if we cannotatuny tiwe do
for vur cuuntry all the good that we would
wish, we must be satisfled with doing for her
ull the goud that we can,

Havisgsubmitted my own opirions on this
great crists, it remains only to say that 1 shail
cheerfully i1end ww the government my test
support 1n whatever prudent jet energ

THE PERSONAL INTERVIEWS OF THE BOUTH
UAROLINA COMMISSIONELS WITH THE PRESI-
DENT.

The South Carolina Cowmissioners to
Washington have laid before the Convention
an iunteresting statement of their interviews
with the President. We make the following
extract

(On Saturday, the &th of December, several
of the South Carolina delegaiuon, includiug
ourselves, waited upon the President. At thus
time, there was a growing belief that rein-
forcements were on the eve of being seut to
the forts in Charleston harbor. 1t was known
that the subject was frequently and earnestly
discussed 1n the Cabinet. It was rumored
that treneral Cass and Mr. Holt were urgent
that reinforcements should be sept, Upon
our being announced, the President, who was
then in Uabinet Council, came out to us in the
ante-room. We atouceentered into a conver-
sation upon the topic, which was so closely
occupying his thoughts as weil as ours.—
The Prrsident seem=d much disturbed and
moved. He told us that he had had a painful
interview with the wife of Major Auderson,
who had come on from New York to see him,
She had manifested greatanxiely and distress
at the situation of her husband, whom she
seerned to consider in momentary danger of an
attack from an excited and lawless mob. The
President professed a deep responsibilily rest-
ing upon him te protect the lives of Maj. An-
derson and his command. Wetold him that the
pews that reinforcement(s wereon their way to
Caarleston, would be the surest means of pro-
voking what Mrs. Anderson nwareuended, and
what he so much deprecated. esaid, turiher,
that we did not believe that Major Auderson
was in danger of such an attack: that the gen-
eral sentiment of the State wus againstany
such proceeding. That, prior to the action of
the State Convention, then only ten days
off, we felt satisfied that there would be mo
attempt 10 molest the forts in any way.—
That, after the Qonvention met—while we
could not possibly undertake to say what that
body would see t{t 1o do—we yet hoped and
believed that nothing would be done until we
had first endeavored, by duly accredited Com-
missioners, to negotiate for a peaceful settle-
men’ of all matters, iucluding the delivery of
the forts, between South Carclina and the
Federal Government. At the same time, we
again reiterated our solemn belief that any
change in the then existing condition of things
in Charleston harbor would, in the excited
state of feeling at home, inevitably precipi-
tate a collision. Tae impression made mpon
us was, that the President was wavering, and
had not decided what course he would pursue.
He sald he was glad to have had this convyer-
sation with us, but would prefer that we
eshould give him a written memorandum of
the substance of whut we had said. This we
did on Monday, the 10th, It was in these

The President did not like the word “ pro-
vided,” bacauge it looked as if we were binding
bim while avowiug that we had no suthority
to commit the Convention. We told him we
did uot so understand it. We wereexpressiog

our coavietio! d belief, s:dlﬁ'l‘ upon
the mﬂun::o“ol 8 oer condition of

things, which maintenance was absolutely
aud eutirely in Ais power. If he maintained
such condition, then we believed that collision
would beavoided nutil theattemptata peace-
able negotiation Lad failed. If he did not, then
we solemnly assured him that we believed
collision must inevitably, and at once, be pre-
cipitated. He seemed satisfled, aud said it
was not his intention to send reinforcements,
or make any change. We explained to him
what we meant by the words “relative mili-
tary status,” as applied to the foris; mention-
ed the difference betwen Major Anderson’s
occupying his then position at Fort Moul-
trie, and throwing himself into Fort Sumter.
Westated that the latrer step woald be equiv-
8ient to reinforcing the garrison, and would
just as ceriainly, as the sendiug of fresh
troops, lead to the resuit which we both de-
sired 10 avoid. When we rose to go, the Presi-
dent said in substance, “*After ali, this is &
matter of honor among gentlemen. I donot
know thatany paper or writing is necessary.
We understand each other.” Oue of the dele-
grtion, just before leaving the room, remarke 7,
“Mr, 1‘rendenz, you have determined to let
things remain as they are, and not to end re-
infoicements; but, suppose that you were
hereafier to change your policy for any reason,
what then? That would put us, who are
willing to use our personal influeuce to pre-
Ventany atisck upon the forts before Commis-
sioners are senton to Washington, in rather
An embarrassing position.” “Then,” said the
President, “I would first return yon this pa-
per” We do not pretend to give the exact
words om either side, but we are sure we give
the eense of both.

The above is a full and exact account of
what passed between the President ard the
delegation. The President, in his letter to our
Commissioners, tries to sive the impression
that oor *“understanding” or “agreement’
was not a “pledge.” We confess we are not
sufliciently versed in the wiles of diplomacy
to feel the force of this “disijuction without
a difference.” Nor can we uhderstand how,
in “a matter of honor among gentlemen.” iu
which “no paper or writing 1s necessary,” the
very varty who was wiiling to put it on that
bigh tooting can honorably descend to mera
verbal eriticism, to pnrge himself of what all
gentlemen and men of honor must cousider a
breach of faith.

PENBACOLA AND ITS FORTIFICATIONS.,

Peusacola bay has rare properues as a har-
bor. It is now accessable 1o frigates. The
bar is near the coast, and the channel across
itshort and easily passed. Toe harbor is per-
tectly land-locked, and the roadstead very ca-
pacious. There are excellent positions wilhin
for rapairing, building and launching vessels,
aud for docks and duck-yards in healthy situ-
ations. Tiae suppiy of gocd water is abuu-
dant., These properties, in conpection with
the position of the harbor, as regards the coast,
hve induced the government to select it as a
Naval station,and a place cf rendezvous snd
repair. The upper arms of Peusacola bauy re-
ceive the Yellow Water or Pea river, Middie
river i E:scambia river,eleven miles from
the Gulf.

SANTA ROSA ISLAND.

Santa Ro sland is siiuated east by north-
west by south fourteen leagues, aed compleie-
ly shuts out Pensacola from the sea. Itis so
fow that the sea in a4 gale washes its top. It
is pot more thau cne-tourtb of & mile wide.—
The westpoiut of this island is at the mouth
of Pensacola bay Thue latter is not over oue
and a gquarter mile wide,

FORT PICKENS,

Thae principal means of delence to the moulh
of Pensacola bay aud the naval station is Fort
Picken This fort is a first class bastioned
fort, built of New York grauite, and situated
on low ground on the east point of Sauta Rosa
Isiand. Its walls are forty-five teet in height
by tweive feet in thickuess; 1t is embrasured
for two tiers of guus, which are placed under
bombproof casemates, besides having cne ter
of guus en barbette. The guns from this work
rudiate to every poiut of the horizon, with
flank and entilading fire at ev ry augle of ap-
proach. The woik was commerced in
und finisbed in 1553, 1t cost the Federal Gov-
erninent nearly one million vt dotlars. Whien
on a war footing its garrison consists of 1,260

soldiers. Its armament, only a portion ot
which is within 1ts walls, cousists of—

The fire from this work cowpletely covers
the navy-yvard, and in case the latter is heid
by tbe Federal authorites, it would not hold
out long against Fort Pickens. The bar on
the extericr of the Bay is three miles distanr,
and beyond that there are no facilities for a
hostile fleet to lie in safety. All the forts in
Peunsacola Bay ure ere thiis garrisoned by Ala-
bama troops, who were irvited there by the
Governor of Florida.
FORT M'RAER.

This fortification is sitnated on Foster’s
Bank, aud guards the west side of the mouth
of Pensacola bay. Itis a bastioned fort, built
of brick masonry, with walls twelve feet in
thickness. Itis embrasured for two tiers of
guns, under bomb&)ruof casemates, and has
one tier en tarbette. Its armament consists of
150 guns, and in time of war requires # garri-
son 0f 650 men. The work cost the Federal
Goverument about $i00,000. 1ts guns radiate
at every pointof the borizon. Itis a very ef-
fective work. The full armament of the fort
is rot complete, but a sufficient number of
guus are in battery to make a very good ce-
fence in corjunction with Fort Pickens. Be-
low this fortisa water battery, which mounts
some eightor ten guns. The iaterior of Fort
McKee is provided with the necessary shot
furnaces, oflicers’ and soldiers’ quarters, mag-
azines, &c.
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FORT BARRANCAS
is on the north of Pensacola bay, and directly
fronting the entranze to its mouth. The
work is erected on the site of an old Spanish
fort. The fort is a bastioned work, built of
heavy masoury, and mounts 49 gans, and in
time of war requires a garrison of 250 men . —
armament of the work is fully mounted, and
its magazines are in good order. In the rear
ot the fort is a redoubt, which is auxiliary to
Fort Barrancas. Some extensive repairs have
recently been completed on this redoubt, and
ibe flanking howitzers of scarp and counter-
scArp can be mounted with very little labor.

THE NORTH CAROLINA PORTS,

Fort Macon protects Beaufort, N. O, and is
situated on a bluff ou Bogue's bank, one and
three-fourths mile from the ecity. It com-
mands the entrance to Baaufort harbor, hav-
iog full sweep of fireon the mainchannel. The
opposite entrance to the barboris Shackleford
bauk, one and a half miles across. The fortifi-
cation is of hexagonal form, has two tiers of
guns, one in casemated bombproofs and the
other em barbette. I1ls armament consists of
twenty thirty-two-pounders,thirty-two tweu-
ty-four-pounders, two eighteen-pounders, two
twelve-pounders, three field-pieces for flank-
ing defence,iwelve flank bowitzers.eight eight-
imch howitzers (heavy,) eight eight inch how-
itzers (light,) one thirteen-inch mortar, three
ten-inch mortars, two Coeborn mortars.

BCENES IN CHARLESTON,

The Charieston correspoudent of the Balti-
more American, writing in expectation of the
eutrance of the Stur of ihie West, says:

King street, as you kuow,is the priccipal
retail busiuness locality of Charlestou, and
serves as a general promenadiug ground dur-
ivg the atternoon. Yesterd:y eveniug, early
after dinuer, it was perfectly tbhronged with
people. Ladies crowded the sid walks, aud
as anxiously discussed the exciting news £s
themen. The streets were thronged witu mil-
wary unilurms—though by far the larger
number of scidiers wors no other distinguishb-
g mark than a par of ¢io0ss-belts, Kuapsack
and bavonet. These were some of the coun-
try scldiers that had flocked into the city dur-
ing the forenocon. Isuppose thatuot iess thaa
500 of these raw recruits arrived duriug the
Jday from the uplands. Most of :v!mm wore
the rough uncouth appearance of country-
men, and appeared 10 be the subjects of no lit-
tie mirth to the women. Ail of them, how-
ever,appeared to me to be men of the rigit
stripe. They seemed literally to be *'spoiling
for a fight.” .

1 saw three companies of them, numberiog
over 300 men altogether, drilling as recruits
on the Citadel Green, and a more sturdy look-
ing set of fellows I never came across. Not
oue seemed ever to have known sickness, or to
have done anything else thsan eat “hoppiu-
john,” rice and grist. ;

T'be Green iteelt presented a more lively as-
pect than I have ever seen it assume. Besides
the recruits, there were on reviews two artil-
iery companies from the fort, nuomberiug
about 150 men, wich 14 pieces ot ordinance. A
portion of the Ciladel Uadets, not ou active
duty, wae also on parade, while the immedi-
ate vicinity of the school was lambered up
with fifieen or twenty pieces of heavy ord-
nauce, gun-carriages, &c., ready for transpor-
tation and use.

MEETINGS IN VIRGINIA,

That we are in fa-
vor of the preservation of the Uuion,if it can
be done consistently with therights and hosor
of the South, under the Constitation, but if it
cacnot be so maintained, then, that “the Uuanion
of the South is the safety of the South ” That
we are sternly opposed to and reyrobate the
use of force by the General Government to
compel or coerce a secediug Siae; and iu view
of theappalilng calamilies, wiic might flow
trom such 8 beginning, we hold it to be the
highest duty of each party mostsc:upulously
1o avoid any and every occasion of outbreak
or collision.

LIEUTENANT TALBOT.
Lieut. Theodore Talbot, who was commis-
sioned by Msjor Robert Anderson, of Fort
Samter, with dispa.ches for insiruciions from
the General Government, passed through this
city yesterday morning ea route for Washing-
ton. He was in undress uniform, wore a for-
aglng cap with glazed cover,and havingon a
gitizen’s overcont, did not appear very much
like a soldier. He isa man of small stature,
resembling, in point of size, Maj.Wm. Gilham,
of the Virginia Military Insutute. Hiscom-
plexion and bair, however, are light, and
light whiskers, a la mulitaire, adorn his cheeks
He appeared to be about thirty-five years of
age, and walked erect and firmly, in true mil-
itary style. He seemed to be pretty well
flushed with South Carolina bank notes,which
he displayed in the office of the Richmond aund
Petersburg Railroad Company whes hunting
up some Virginia tands, with waich to pay
for his ticket. Lieut. Talbot is a native of be
District of Qolumbia, but was appoiunted from
Kentucky, in May, 1847, to the post of Second
Lieutenant First Regiment U. 8. Artillery.—
