Forts and Vessels,

Another of the many exsmples of the in-
ability of ships to compete with forts 1s mea-
tioned by a New York journal insome remin-
iscences 0of FoPt Morgau, which has been late-
Iy occupied by the troops of Alabama. This
fort is located ou Mobile Point, ou the site of
Fort Boyer, ot 111 memory-—a long, low, san-
dy peninsular, between the Gult ot Mexico
on the South, and Bonsecours® Bay and Navy
Cove oun the North. On September 14, 1-11, a
Briush fleet of tour vessels, carryisg niuety-
two guus, attacked Fort Boyer, u small re-
doubt. This redoubt was garrisoned by only
one hundred and tweuly Americans—officers
included—under the command of Major Law-
RENCE, and its armameust was but twenty
small pieces of cannon, some of which were
almost entirely useless, and most of them
poorly mounted, in batteries hastily thrown
up, and leaving the guns uncovered from the
knee upward, while the enemy’s laud force,
acting in coucert with the ships, consisted ot
twenty artillerists witha br ttery of two guns,
and seven hupdred and thirty marines, Tn-
dians and negroes. His ships carried five hun-
dred and thurty men in all. This immeunse
disparity of numbers and strength did noiai
low to the British military avd naval com-
manders the slightest appreheunsicu that tour
British ships, carrying nilely-iwo guns aud a
Jand force somewbhat exceeding seven hun-
dred combaian =, could failin reducing a small
work mounting ouly twenty short carronades
aud detevded Ly a hittle more than oune huu-
dred men, unprovided ahke with furnaces for
hestiug shot, 0T casemates to cover themselves
from rockets and shells. Nevertheless the en-
emy was completely repulsed ; the British
commodore's ship was entirely destroyed —
The enemy’s loss in killed aud wounded
was 1wo hundred and thirty-two men, whiie
the American loss was only eight or nige.

Such examples as thece—aud history is fuil
of them—sbow hew easily and cheaply a State
may deiend it=elf, if it be s0 disposed, from
atiacks of veesels

Conspiracy to Seize Washingtou.

We observe that the New York Herald
treats gravely the statementof a cernspiracy
in Virgiuia aud Marylaod to take armed pos-
session of the city of Washington. We have
uever heard from a single iundividual in
Virginia one solitary word that warranted
even the slightest suspicion thatany sach pur-
pose is any more entertained in either State
than the purpose of seizing the moon and an-
nexivg it 1o the United Siates. We have not
tbe fuintest 1dea that any such project exists,
orever has existed in Virginia. It is most as-
tounishing 0 us that 2 people whohave so long
aud so patiently suffered the robbery of their
property, ard whose wounds from the JoRN
BrowN raid have scarcely ceased to bleed,
sbould be charged with designs £0 inconsis-
tent with their uniform forbearance, frank-
ness and dignity of character. It is,at any
rate, scarcely probable that Virginia should
contemplate schemes of aggression, when,
with all ber military positions strongly gar-
risoned by United States treops, she has not

yet ndopted a single mensure of defence.

The whole thing is a pretext to Justify ihe
Wide-Awake conspiracy to occupy Wasbing-
ton, which is influitely more probable than
the existence of such a schemein Virginia.

An iutelligent covrespondent of the Rich-
mond Enguirer calls attention to the fact that
there ure ne defences upon the York River to
prevent a hostile vessel from rupning up in
two hours and landing an invading force
within thirty-five miles of Richmond.

Earthwork defences and redoabts might be
easily constructed upon ail the assailavle
points on our great rivers, The United States
seems to be tuking time by the forelock in
throwing troops into Harper's Ferry and Fort
Washington. Weshould at least be equally
active in preparing for the worst. There is at
presemt a large number of nnemployed labor-
ers who might be usefully occupied in these
