1 saw
eightor ten chairs placed In a half moon form
aft ihe poop deck, into which the chiefs of the
embassy and others of the court seated them-
aelvea. Immediately the man referred to came
up, (dressedas he came, in full Anglo-Saxon
gear,) nnd fallingon bis knees suddenly,about
two or three t.-uhom* off from the conclave.
prostrated his head to the planks and begun
crawling upon bis elbows and knees to tln-ir
feet, which, when lie reached, at a signal, he
timidly ventured to raise his head and began
to speak. The acribes stood apart taking
down the narration of his history from the
time of tbe wreck to the present. In the
midst of this the captain returned to theship
from an otflcial visit in theharbor, and seeing
the ceremony ordered it at once stopped, and
desired to see the amlKissudors iv the cabin.?
The proceeding* were abruptly ended iv con-
sequence, whether to the likingof the Japsor
not 1 cannot say,but the captain objected to
the American man-of-war being made the
scene of a ceremony so senile in upiiearaneo.
