destroyed. (Applause.) This was the senti-
ment of Maryland*

Mr. Davis continued. Whether elected by
the peopleof Maryland,or not, I will state
what I know to be their Will.

Mr. Wlgfall, of Texas, replied to Johnson,

He arguedat great length
in defence ot the constitutional right ofseces-
sion. He defended Davis, ofMiss., (now ab-
sent,) from the assaults of Johnson, andcom-
pared the latter to a jackall prej ing on a dead
jlion.

[In consequence of applause the galleries,
Iwere cleared.]

Mr. Wlgfall continued, saying it waa no ob-| iaet to the South whether they had peace or
iwar.
