Mrz ‘R ANDERsoN.—The final decision m
the case of Anderson, the colored fugitive,
wias given at Hamilton, Carada, on the 16th
inst. The court sustained the decision of the
Court of (Aueen’s Bench on the guestion of
law, and was unanimous in discharging the
prizoner on a techuicality in the commitment.
Anderson is, therefore, set at liberty. (Great
joy was manitested, especially among the coi-
ored population.  Andersoun was cluimed ot
a= a fugitive slave, but on a charge of mur-
der perpetrated in Missouri. He was o slave,
but ran away ftrom his masterin L State,
wis pursued there in its territory by a white
man, who w shot dead by Anderson. The
latter then escaped to Canada, where he was
arrested, and his delivery claiimmed under the
Ashburton treaty. The Canadian court had
determined to order him to be delivered up to
the American authorities, but the anti-slavery
men, under the belief that the charge of mur-
der against him was only a ples to get him
back into slavery, applied to Chief Justice
Cockburn, of England, who issued & writ of
habeas corpus direeting that Anderson be
brought before him in London. This writ,
however, has been substantially disaliowed
by the Canadian Court, which issued its own
writ after that from London, and Las now
settled the question without allowing the case
to be transported thither, by discharging the
prisoner on a legal quibble. Thus is a mur-
derer in the eve of Americ law set free on n
mere technicality in British North America,
and the Ashburton treaty becomes a farce.—
Both the Canadian Courts haveadmitted that
substantial justice required the surrender of
the prisoner : but to get rid of the obligation of
the treaty they tall back on some real or pre-
tended blunder in the form of commitment.

Stay Law.—The bill tor the enactment of &
