The Convention.

A series of resolutions on the Nationel «;un
cultica, offerad by Mr. Waons, of Barbour,
gave prominence to the proceedings yesterday-
They declare the right of secession; and affirm
thatit is the dnty of the Gevernment o recog-
nige the seceded States as independent sov-
ereiguties. The resolutions, which were re-
ceived with manifestations of favor in the
Oonwuqon. were referred to the Committee
on Federal Relatione. To-day, being the an-
niversary of Wasuixetox's birth, there will
be no session of the Convention, a resolution
having been adopted ._'i. adjourn to § Saturday.

The Legisinture.

A number of local bills were reported in the
Senate yesterday. A resolution was offered
for anthorizing Olrenit Courts to convert de-
crees of divorce a menge «f thora into decrees a
vineuio matrimoni. Bills were passed author-
tzing the Superintendent of ths Armory to
provide quarters for a portion of the Public
Guard; amending the Potomae River Pilot
Law, and authorizing certain Banks to estab-
lish branches at Alexandria. Amendinents to
the Lill for tha relief of the Banks were adopt-
ed. The bill for the purchase of war material
from J. L. Archer, of Bellona Arsenal, was
made the order of the day for Saturday.

A number of bills were reported in the
Houee, and resolutions were offered as fol-
lows : For requiring Banks to make anunally
exhibits of dividends paid, deposits unclaimed,
&c¢.: for enforcing the law requiring Banks to
make quarterly statements of their condition;
and autborizing Justices to issue garnishee
process on judgments rendercd by them. The
Governor sent in a wmessage calling attention
10 the urgent necessity of immediate action in
regard to the Armory. A number of petitions
were presented. An adjournment till Satur-
day was resolved on. The bill for the relief
of the Covington and Ohio Railroad was put
on {18 passage and lost, for want of a cousti-
tutional majority.

A State of Things to be Deprecated.
That the Union ts already divided and that
the question for Virginia to decide is whether
she will go with the North or the South, may
not be evident to the perceptions of some of
her citizens, but it is sufliciently so to many
others, net a few of whom bear a large por-
tion of *he tax-paying burthens of the State,
to determine their own eocurse. Legislatures
or Conventions may decide as they please,
but property, the most sensitive of all things,
will also decide for itself, and we have heard
of many instances in which it is already pre-
) aring to take unto itself wings and fly away.
T'Le millions which Virginia has already lost
frem  fugitive slaves, are but as a drop
ia  the buocket to the exodus South-
ward which will follow the adhesion of
this State to s Northern Confederacy.—
The kind of property which bears so heavily
tiie burthen of State support is not fixed and
s‘ationary, it has legs and locomotion, and
those who own it are not denied the right and
power of placing it in safety. If murrain
prevailed extensively mamong the cattle of
Oufo and Pennsylvania, it is probable that
the owners of Virginia herds upon the borders
would remove their flocks as speedily as pos-
sible to some spot where there is no danger of
coptagion, and the like instinct will stimulate
raeny Virginia slaveholders to a like course
should their property be exposed to the more
pest.ent plague of abolitionism, by making
this State the rampofa Northern Confederacy.
Such a state of things is deeply to be de-
plorad ; but, not a day passes over our heads
thit we do not meet gentlemen of both parties
who annonnca with profound sadness, but
oqally profound determination, their inten-
tion to leave Virginia if she is left at the
merey of theabolition States. With the gates
of the Southern Confederacy shut down
aguirst importation of slaves from the border
States, and with frea-soil majorities in the
Nortlhiern Confederacy sufflcient at any time o
alter or abolish the institation in Virginia, it
cannot be matter of surprise that large slave
proprietors =houid be looking to their safety,
and preparing to entrench their property and
themsalves in a less accessible and more secure
position. Wae truet in Heaven this resalt will
not he forced upon any large portion of the
slaveholding community, not only becauss we
would save these noble and patriotic sons of
Virgivia from the unhappiness of a life-long
exily from their native lend, but the State
from that effectual erippling of her resources,
which muast follow the withdrawal of 0 con-
slderable a portion of her tax-paying proper-
ty. In everyasepect in which it can be viewed,
the interest of Virginia is profoundly iden-
tifled with our Southern brethren. Now,
they wre our friends; they are, to the ex-
tent of their ability, the purchasers of our
manufactures, and the only purchasers; they
are ancious, with the increased means which
a new Government will throw into their
hands, to build np our commerce and manu-
facturvs; they have always frequented our wa-
tering-places in the mountauns, which would,
indeed, be lonely and dismal without them.—
But brethren estranged are the most bitter of
all enemies, and it requires no prophet to pre-
dict that if Virginia deserts the Southern
famil v circie, every member of that circle will
deser: Virginia, and they would sooner, a
thoueand times, as is evident from the reply
of Gov. Euvis, of North Carelina, to the Bal-
timor« overtures, trade with the noble city of
New Yorik,oreven with open eneémies in Mas-
esachusettsitself, than with any border commu-
nity which deserts them in the hour of trial.
They will spend their money at Northern
Springs or in European tours,instead of lavish-
ing 1t like water in the mountains of Western
Virginia. There never was a more important
crisis than the present, so far a# Virginia is
concernsd. As for the South, the indepen-
dence of the Gulf States is an accomplished
fact; they hold their destiny in their own
hands ; no corrupt Federal place-hunter can
befool ur debauch them to their ruin: recon-
struction, possible some time ago, is now with
them among antediluvian fossils that no pow-
er under Heaven can stimulate to life. But
whether anything is to be left of VikciNia,
but the name, depends upon whether she
avails horself, aven at this late hour, of the
prophietic monitions of Parrick Hexry, or
whether she chains herseld to the car of a
consolidiated despotism. ‘* No man can serve
two masters.” * Choose yo this day whom
ye will servo. If the Lord be God, serve
him ; bot (f Baay, then serve him."

Southern Navy.

Among the subjects which will engage the
early aiiention of the Southern Confederacy
is the establishment of a Navy. It is fortu-
nate for them that, in making this start, they
have before them the matured experionce of
the worl” as to the best mode of construction
equipmont and armament of ships-of-war.—
Great Iiritain has been put to enormous ex-
bense, finit, in changing her sailing vessels to
Steam vessels, and next, in the adoption of a
defensive armor for ships which the inventive
gentus of Loris Nairoreoy has just accom-
plished, and which renders one ship equal to
& dozen of the same size not provided with
slmilar armor. Let the new Oonfederacy
begin right at the beginning. Experience has
proved .1t no ship, or squadron of ships, is

We doabt whether t isa 1 in Rich-

Fmond, from the highest t0 the Jowest, which
does not use the works of Puritan authors in
the instruction of children. We have lately seen
& large volume in use in some of the principal
ceminaries. and a small one in use in primary
schools, both of which ignored the foundersof
the South, and exalted to the Heavens the
persecuting Puritans, representing them as
flying to this country for freedom of con-
science—a worn-out fabrication, which the
most  brazen-faced falsifier ought to tbe
They went from England
to Holland because they could not get the up-
per hand of men of other religions; and they
left Holland because they obtained a fat char-
ter from the King in America, and here they

persecuted everybody to the top of their bent.
We observe that the Legislatnre of Louisiana
has appointed a committee with reference to
the examination of school books manufactured
in the North for Southern use, and the expur-
gation from them of abolitionism and other
things offensive to truth, justice, and decency.
We should like to see this admirable measure
adopted by our own Legislature and that of
every Southern State, Most of the histories
and other school books produced at the North
are more or less tainted with insidious as-
saults upon the institutions and history
of the Southern people. 1t is far more im-
«portant to the Sounth that the education of
her children should be Southern than that
the legislation of Congress should be sound. —
The South ean protectitself against Congrees,
but not against tha latent and subtle poison
which is instilled through Northern school
hooks into the minds of its children at school.
No doubt one reason of the strong preference
which some Southern mon give the North
over their own country, is the prejudices
which they unconsciously imbibed in child-
hood from the books they usad at school.—
Neither the Bible, nature, nor common sense,
requires any man or any people to love their
neighbors better than themselves. We may
and onght to do full justice to the good quali-
ties of a large mass of the Northern people,
most of whom, with the exception of the de-
praved Puritan element, are equal to any
other people, but it becomes us to see that we
be true to ourselves as well as to others, and
this we can never be whilst our children are
daily taught the moral and intellecteal supe-
riority of other States, and the evil aharaeter
and injurious eflects of their own institu-
tions. Itisidle to say that the teasher can
explain to the pupils ohbjectionable passages
in the school books. There is great magic and
authority in print to youthful eyves, and most
children will derive their impressions from
that, Jin spite of all that the instructor might |
teach, or say, or do. No remedy is effectual
bt that adopted in Louisiana. Leta system

books, and the expurgation of objectionable
passages. It, would be still better, if we
would produce all our own hooks and havea
literature of our own ; but, in defanlt of this,
let us by all means adopt the Louisiana sys-
tem,

chulnr Ofticers in lhe South.
Louisiana, as well as others of the seceded
States, have wigely entrusted the command
of their soldiers to officers who have served
in the regular army, and are fresh in the
knowledge and psactice of their professional
duties. BraxtoNy Braca, the celebrated com-
mander of the Flying Artillery at the battle
of Buena Vista, brevetted Major for his dis-
tinguished services in the Mexican war, is ap-
pointed Major (General of the Lonisiana Ar-
my ; Major Grorae DEar, also late of the
United States Army, brevetted Major for gal-
lant and distingnizhed services at Contreras,
Churubusco, El Molina, and Chepultepec, is
Adjutant General; A. O. Mevers, late of the
Army, brevetted Lieutenant Colonel for gal-
lant and meritorious conduct throughout the
same war, i3 Quartermaster (General; and
Major P. G. T. Beaoircarp, Colonel of En-
gineers. DMajor Bea ARD wias also of the
late United States Army, was broevatted for
his conduct at Contreras and Churubusco,
and Major for his conduct in the battie of
Chepultepec, where he was twice wounded.
He was recently appointed to the command
of West Point. which place he resigned to de-
vote himself to the services of his native
State. These gentlemen are said to be of the
elite of the army of the late United States:
none stand higher for skill, courage, and no-
ble conduct in their profession. The exumple
of Louisiana in calling such men to the com-
mand of her military forces,
ought to be universally followed.

ment.

Yankee Privateers.

We have heretofore expressed the opinion,
that when the South shall put privateers in
cominission, she will have no difficulty in ob-
taining ships and men from those Northern
ports which already furnish both for the
slave trade. We are therefore not surprised
to learn that some Southern gentlemen have
lately received a number of letters from Bes-
tou ship-owners, inquiring as to the prospect
of privateers being put into commission, and
intimating that any number of ships can be
engaged by the Southern Confederacy, if hos-
tilities should occur.
