Friday, March 1, l*>t;i.

The House was called to order at eleven
o'clock, by ! tie Si'tAKKH, and opened withprayer by Xi v. J. A. Drxcvw, ol"the M. E.
Church.

Tkt Buik BeliefJill.?The House were in-
formed by Mr. hjrasaaoTf, ol Botetourt, that
the Ist Auditorconstrued the provisionsof the
bill which passed yesterday as requiring the
Hanks to contribute specie to provide for the
Sinking Fund, Which would cause (500,000 in
specie additional to be required. Therefore,
he asked the House to request the Senate to
return the bill forpurposes of amendment.The Hank bill was returned from the Sen-
ate, and Mr. Anukksox ottered the following
amendment to the ">th section : Provided that
nothing in this section shall be construed to
require the Hanks of this Commonwealth to
contribute specie beyond the amount neces-
sary to pay the interest on the public debt.Mr, Ki-.k.n moved to provide further that
the Hanks of this Commonwealth shall, at
their discretion, issue notes of ;t U-ss denomi-
nation than tive dollars, to an amountnot ex-
ceeding ten per cent, on their capital; and
provided, also, that no notes of such denomi-
nation shall be issued after the Ist of March,
1MB;all laws enforcing the penaltyfor the
issue of such notes is hereby suspended till
such time.

On offering his amendment, Mr. Kin said
that he intended on yesterday to have offered
the proposed amendment, but from the tele-
graphic manner in which this bill was har-ried through the House on yesterday, he was
prevented irom doing so.
