THE INTENDED EVACUATION OF
FORT RLVITER

OPINIONS OF THE REPUBLICAN PRESS.
It is stated that on Tuesday a dispatch was

s»nt by the (Government at Washington to
Major Anderson, instructing; him to inform
ihe anthoritle* of South Carolina that the
garrison will be withdrawn from Fort Sum-
ter so soon as a steamer cau be sent to convey
them to New York. Me is also to arrange
with them to p*unit the vessel to enter the
port without molestation. There is to be no
formal surrender, bat he la to leaveit with a
small garrison, who will surrender on de-
mand, without opposition. The rumors
a vi speculations of the correspondents of the
New York papers on thosubjeco are intere.-t-
--ing. The Washington letter to the Tribune
says :

Thereis a great fever among the Republi-
cans in the lityon account of theorders forthe retirement of the troops srom Fort Sum-
ter. Every man is ferocious at the bare idea
of such a thing. The act is deprecated anddenounced in every form of anathema ; yet it
i* an act in which the Cabinet are compelled
to be comparatively passive. They merely
lollow the judgment of lien. Scott, who ad-
vises the evacuation, and, of course, takes the
whole resjtonsibilityof the act. Hut the rea-
son of its surrender must not be misunder-
stood. It Is done whollybecause it cannot
now he reinforced before the supplies of the
garrison are. exhausted.

The rumors about Port Pickens being given
up are entirely unfounded. This fortress can
he reinforced, and it will be.

An t-Ttra session of Congress is likely tobe
soon called to supplyIke omission of the last,
and to enable the Administrationtoassert the
authority of the Government. The policy
Will probablybe to repeal the laws making
port* of the seceding States jtorts of foreign
entry, ami to station national vessels thereat
to prevent foreign importations.

Washington, Monday, March 11.?There is
no longer any doubt that Major Anderson's
command ta to be withdrawn from Fort Sum-
ter. General Scott decides it to be a military
necessity, and his judgment determines the
question, as it has done some others nearly as
delicate. Conferences have been held for sev-
eral days past.ywithMr. IJache, of the Coast
Survey, in regard to the access to Charleston
harbor ; with Mr. Totalay of the raglnsiaa.
and With other distinguished officers of the
different corps. After a full consultation it
was agreed that theattempt to reinforce Fort
Sumter could onlybe made in twoways, and
then with doubtful success. First, by a large
naval force breaking into the harbor, through
the obstructions in the channel, it possible;
and, second, by lantling an army of over 10,(»Ki
men, and attacking the batteries in the rear
which command theentrance to the harbor.

The New York Evening Post places the
blame on Mr. Buchanan, and calls the evacn-
tion the last fruits of treason:

We donot know that it is yet wholly Im-possible to save tlie honor of the nation?the
military advisers of the Cabinet, who are
competent to form an opinion will decide
upon thai point ; but we do know that ifMaj.
Anderson i* ordered to beat an ignominious
retreat, the act will produce a generalhowl of
indignation. No real American, we care not
what his politics,will consent to see his na-
tion degraded antl dishonored, without a ve-
hement protest. True, it is said that thewithdrawal of the garrison from Fort Sum-
ter will have a good effect in the Border
States: that it will deprive the Secessionists
there of their principal means of inllaming
the popular pas-ions ; but such pleas areboth useless and cowardly. The Border
States donotmean to leave the Union: their
people have givenevidence enough of that
fa.-t, and it ia but a poor compliment to their
patriotism or their honor tosay that their ad-
herence can only be purchased by sacrifices
which involve" the lasting disgrace of the
ITnion. Let it ts? once understood that theUnion can only be saved byvacating the Gen-
eral Government ofall its functions, and the
question will at-i-e whether it is worth saving
atall.

The Times, oa the other hand, approves of
the abandonment of the fort:

In theaecircumstances, what is the dutyof
the Government at Washington? Shall It
persist in aa attempt to retain a position, the
untenablcness of which is demonstrated by
every militaryadviser, by every fact within
its knowledge,and bythe unwillingtestimony
Of the Commander himself? In this utterly
hopeless enterprise, shall it precipitate a civil
conflict, the deplorable results ol which will
be not only the industrial and social ruin ofthis generation, but an inheritance of feud
anrl bloodshed to its successors? When the
Murder States, with patriotic moderation,have withdrawn all otherconditions of their
abiding loyaltyto the Union, save abstinence
from coercion, shall we alienate th°m forever
by this wanton and criminal pursuit of an
impracticable point of honor, the offspring of
sectional or partisan pride? These tire the
questions which engage the anxious attention
of the new Cabinet, and engross it* delibeia-
tions. Upon the determination, the imme-
diate and remote future of the people are de-
pendent.

The World also accepts.the determination
of the Administration as a necessity:

The Administration cannot reasonably be
blamed tor not undertaking to accomplish Im-
possibilities. Itis not to blame for the faults,
failures, and imbecile mismanagement of its
predecessor iv power, nor for the shortcom-
ings of Congress. Mr. Lincoln's Basal ills 11 a
tion is not to be blamed because it cannot turn
back the hands on the dial plate,and deal
with this question as it mightand ought to
have been dealt with four months ago. The
late Administration tailed to reinforce the
fortsof Charleston harbor, in disregard of the
advice of General Scott, and the urgent en-
treaties of Gen Wool,at a time when rein-
forcement was both easy and woaldhavebean
apowerfulcheck on the progress ofsecession.

Rethfilliassents have bees rendered more
difficult anil less valuableby every day'sdelay
since, till at length the holdingof Fort Sum
ter h:is ceased to be of much value, except for
its moral effect on the country. Not, byany
means, that it is a light thingfor the country
to be disgraced and humiliated, and made to
blush for the imbecility of its Government.
Bui ifBuchanan hadstrengthened theCharles-
ton forts when (Ten. Scott first advised it, he
would notonly havesaved thenational honor,
but haveretained strongholdsof great strate-
gic value. But we fear all is now lost, be-bause Mr. Lincoln's administration did not
commence till the 4th of March. May Got!. avert the disgrace, it it he possible; and if not,
enable tin-country to prolit by the discipline

I of humiliation.

The President hap no army at his disposal |for this purpose. Fight companies lire now
stationed in this city, and seven at FortressMonroe, none Of which can be spared. The
troops recently dispersed in Texas will not beavailable for several months, if at all, and
but 250 are reported as on the way back. The
force In Utah cannotbit reached immediately.
Congress gave no power to call out volun-
teers in case of necessity, ami therefore the
President is confined to the actual and Untiledtegular force. His hands are tied, and his re-
sources crippled by the treasonable conspi-racy of his predecessor .and Cabinet. This
predicament wasdeliberatelycontrived to em-
barrass the new Administration.

The decision to withdraw Major Anderson
naturallyexcites much feeling, particularly
among the Western delegations. What effect
it may produce upon foreign Governments,
which looked to the assertion of a strong
policy at all hazards, remains to be seen.?Here, it is regarded as a compulsory alterna-tive, to which Mr. Lincoln has yielded from
overwhelming necessity, and because be waspowerless to carry out ins own purpose.

The Washington dispatch to the New
York Times says :

iiiiite a sensation was created here this
morning,at the Capitol and Departments, by
B report that BCr. Chase hail resigned the
Treasuryship onaccount of the determination
to withdraw the troops from Fort Sumter.?
There is, however, no foundation for the re-
port, except that Mr. Chase is known to be
strongly opposed to that policy. His friends
are assured that the Cabinet has not yet de-
cided the point respecting the forts, and that.Mr. CJiase, consequently, will attend to his
dutiesas usual.

The bill for the voluntary enslavement of
free negroes without compensation to the
Commonwealth was taken up and passed,
after the following ryder had been attached to
it, offered by Mr. Maorider, of Albemarle :

"The master or mistress of any free negro
heretofore voluntarily enslaved, shall have the
taste right to the custody, control ami services of
any infant child or children of auy sm-li negro
so enslaved, as hereinhefore provided fur ; tint
before the master or luistre** shall he entitled to
the custody, control and service*of such child or
children, lie or she shall appear before aCourl olRecord, ami make claim to such custody, control
aud service*, which claim shall he entered of re-cord ; but if uuy such uegro child liam been here-
tofore boiißtl outby Ihe Overseers of the Poor of
any coiiuty or corporation, the article* of ludeu-
tufoshall in nowise he effected hereby."

The bill, as thus amended, pasted with but
fewdissenting voices.

The unfinished business of yesterday came
up next in order, being the bill to ratify the
sale of theJamesRiver and Kanawha Canal.
Several amendments were offered, which
were discussed at length. The bill was then
Ordered to its engrossment.

Wa*ie says it's a surrender; but
many who at first doubted its propriety, ac-
cept its wisdom upon reflection.

Andrew Johnson says Mr. Lincoln should
have no false pride on this subject; that his
Administration is not responsible for the ex-
isting condition of affairs, which makes it
wiser now to withdraw the troops than tore-
inforce.

Depend upon it, the statement is untrue
that orders for tlie withdrawal have already
been issued. ThatwaSTtstock-jobbingcanard.
As late as Friday last, the President was de-
cidedly" against withdrawal, but information,
since received, together with military infor-
mation bearing on the question,have led him
to think more favorably ot the policy.

Reso-
lutions opposed to coercion and in favor of
lighting in the Union were declared to be
passed amid the greatest confusion. It was
verydisorderly throughout. Oaemaahadan
egg smashed on his head. Anarchy seems to
he upon us.

On Friday night a secession meeting was
held and resolutions adopted, urgingthe im-
mediate withdrawal of S'irginia. The same
paper says:

Messrs. Oilman, Ilerndun, Braxton, Bar-
ton, Rowe, Lacy, ami J. L. Marye, Jr., made
speeches. The American flag was hissed and
thrust out of the door. One man who pro-
posed three cheers for the Union was threat-
ened with expulsion,and it was said he was
"joking," but he dared an attack.

Liabilities of Railroad*for Cattle Killed
in the State of Delaware.?lmportant deci-
sions, involving the rights and liabilities of
railway companies and the owners of cattle
killed by trains when on the track, have just
been made by Chief Justice Gilpin, of the
State ofDelaware :

That a railroad company, legallychartered,
has the unobstructed right of way over its
own road ; that it cannotbe held iv damages
forany loss which owners of cattle may sus-
tain if their cattle are killed or injured while
upon the track, and when due diligence and
caution are observed on the part of those in
charge of the train, to prevent said destruc-
tion or injury;that the company is nothound
to fence in the lands or farms along the line of
road merely lor the sake of keeping cattle oil"
the track, but that ii is the dutyof owners of
cattle to see that such cattle do not interfere
with and obstruct the passage of the trains,
and thus become trespasser*; that p>#teons who
suffer their animals lo roam at large upon the
track, to the detriment of the travelby ob-
structing the road, are liable iv a suit for tres-
pass thereof.

The Tribune accepts theevacuation as a ne-
cessity, but grumbles bitterly:
It is not for us to judge of the justification

the Government may have for surrendering?
or abandoning,for then* Is no difference in ths
twoacts?a post of so much importance, fur
the circumstances by which they are Influ-
enced are not yet fully known to us. But we
may, at least, express the wish that no deter-
mination to take so important and irretoca-
ble a step be come to throughany hasty coun-
sel. War, and the consequences of war, tire
apossible near future from which few shrink
with more instinctive dread than we do. but
there are worse sacrillces in the conduct ol*
human affairs than human life.

For four months the Federal Government
has succumbed to rebellion,because it wanted,
not material, but moral strength. If the cost
of reinforcing Sautter be so great in blood and
treasure that its surrender or abandonment
may seem advisable, therecan. at least, be no
immediate haste for such a step, and Mr.
Lincoln may divide the resixmsibility with
Congress by appealing to them for aid. For
the surrender of a post by tbe new Adminis-
tration, before it has been a fortnight in
power, which the outgoing Administration,
with all its imbecility and pusillanimity,j>er-
sisted in holding,is an Bet which cannot fail
to have most important consequences. It is,
10 begin with, an acknowledgment of the de-
feat of the Federal Government, and that the
doctrine announced in Mr. Lincoln's Inaugu-
ral is found to be uutenable on the very tirst
trial.
It is an acknowledgmentthat the Union is

utterlydissolved past all possibility of recon-
struction, except by the most abject conces-
sions. It is, moreover, a question whether
these acknowledgmentsw ill not so demoralize
the North, and so strengthen the South, that
the hideous front ol Compromisemay be again
raised with renewed hopes and renewed
strength, and whether the vigor which has
hitherto opposed it may not, by this act, have
gone out from us forever. As we said before,
wecannot judgeof the wisdom of this oi that
step, without a better knowledge of all the
circumstances than we now possess, but we
cannot help thinking,that if we are toaccept
the terms of disunion which the Confederate
States offer us, we may bejiiu with some act
less humiliating than the surrender ot" Fort
Sum ear.

TheN. YorkCommercial Advertiser thinks
the abandonment of the fort tantamount to
miacknowledgmentof the Southern Confede-
racy :

"It is possible, barely possible, thereofie,
that yieldingto the necessities of the case, the
President purposesthe surrenderofFort Sum-
ter to the Southern Confederacy. If so, the
controversy is at au end. The revolution in
theSouth is successful. The Southern Con-
federacy is a rival sovereign Republic on this
Continent. The United States has lost tensof
thousands ot* miles of territory, two thousand
miles of coast, with its harbors and fortifica-
tions, and thus curtailed largelyof the means
of defence and commerce will be at tits mercy
ofa foreign power on its Southern us well as
its Northern border. We use this language
because Sumter will never be retaken or re-
stored. Its teuure by the Federal Govern-
ment, with that of Fort Pickens, is the only
check upon the revolutionists. Let tbein once
have possession ol all the forts upon theHalf
coast as they will then have, and the South-
ern Confederacy W a Government de facto
thenceforth." _

Two white
men are with these negroes, both armed with
double-barrelled guns, aud dovjotaesagare the
instigators of their thieving and insolence ?

An expedition is on foot to capture the whole
party. If it succeeds, the white villains will
get their reward.
