The Uollector replied that he
had beased to be a United States ()ﬂ!coir, and
that he could not furnish a United States re-
gister. The captain entered his protest, had it
countersigned by the Spanish Congul at Mo-
bile, and sailed for Havana whence, after

ExciTesment 185 New Orreaxs—A Bluck Re-
publican Flag in Port.—A decided excitement
was created in NewOrleans on  the Sth inst.,
by the appearance at the ma:t-head of ihe shap
Adelalde Bell, owned in New Hampshire, of
a flag which the Captain of the ship proelaim-
ed to be a **Black Republican tlag,” and de-
fied anybody to pull down. Intelligence of
the exhibition and its accampanying threat
were soon spread abroad, and the Captain
was waited upon by several parties, who in-
duced him to lower the obnoxious buunting.—
The flag which created so much attention is
the old “*Stars and Stripes,” with this differ-
ence, that the stripes are reversed, there being
a red stripe next below the union, whilst in
the Goverment flag a white stripe comes next
to the union. Much indignation is expressed
at the conduct of the Captain, who denies,
however, that the flag had any political sig-
nificance, and asserts that the flag was pre-
sented to the ship when she was launched,
seven years ago, by Mr. lsaac Bell, of Mobile,
after whose wife, Mrs. Adelalde Bell, the
ship wasnamed. Hisstatement isdisbelieved,
the “Vigilant’ Committee sticking to their
assertion that the flag is known at sea among
sei-captaing as the flag of the Northern or
Black Iepublican States, and has been so re-
cognized 1or three or four yea

By
these delays they succeeded in keeping a party
of fresh men constantly around the coach.

This running fight was kept up for more
than nine miles, and the Indians succeeded
twice in stopping the stage, and ran it out of
the road several times.

A Good Suggeation.— Iast report of the

landmarks or even monuments-are perishable
and often entirely obliterated, doubts, diffi-
culties and expense will be perpetvally re-
curring in regard to the state lines (wherever
they are artificial—not natural,) until those
lines shall be once ascertai and agreed
uponwith onr Border States,and then the chief
points in each line fixed as respects latitude
and longitude—after which no difficulty conld
possibly arise, although every vestige of land-
marks might be obliterated, as the various
points of the lines could be readily ascertained
and re-established byreference to their latitude
and longitude, and the practical astronomi-
cal observations in any localily, to test
any point in dispute. They add—

“Shonld it be the pleasure of the General Ax-
sembly to npprnl;riue a few thonsand dollars each
vear todefray the necessary expensesof thesar-

A Public Library.—We have always re-
gretted the very slight encouragement given
by the public to all the attempts heretofore
made to establish a public library. Were we
to measure the literary taste of our citizens by
the amount of suppert they have afforded
such enterprises in the past, we should say
they possessed precious little of the commodi-
ty in question.  To all thinking men, it must
be truly refreshing to turn aside from the fu-
rious bustle of business into the quiet retreat
of a library of well-selected tomes. Such a
class as we have allnded to regard an oasis of
this kind an indispensable requigite to perfect
enjoyment. When one can, for a few dollars
per annum, surronnd himself with all the
highest products of the older civilizations—
when his surroundings console him for the
1css of Paris, Rome, London, New York, and
other large communities—when he is encom-
passed round about not only by the solid books
which the best minds of those cities have pro-
ducd®, but all those ephemeral, fanciful and
jocose thoughts which passing events call
forth from them, we think neglect of such an

niggardly parsimony, or the absence of that
retinement of which we are wont to boast.—
We believe the books of the Richmond Li-
brary are to be placed in the new building re-
centiy erected by the city on Bank street, cor-
ner of 1uth—a good location, if they are not
placed too high up.

Bark Pionecer.—This vessel, owned by
Messrs. De Voss & Co., which lett Richmond
some time since with a cargo of tobacco, &c.,
and which was compelled, by stress of weather,
to put into port for repair, was in Cork,
Ireland, on the 23d of February. She hada
bad time in getting in, and it was found re-
cessary to carry her into the dry -dock, where
she would be furnished with a new stern
post, a piece of new keel, and be caulked all
over.
