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The Convention.
On Saturday Mr. Gomtx offered an ordi-

nance {as an amendment to the report of the
Committee on Federal Halations,) for the
withdrawal of Virginia from the Cnion. and
for a Conference of the Border Slave States,
at Lexington. Ky., on the last Wednesday in
May next, to propose a plan of construct-
ing a Government to be formed by aaid
States and the tletefederate States of Ame-
rica ,am h plan to have no binding au-
thority till adopted and ratified by the
Virginia State Convention, which, it ia
provided, shall adjonrn over to await the
result. It declares that the Cnion can only
be restored upon the original basis by an
amendment to the Coßatitution, emanating
from the non-alaveholdingStates, tor the sure
protection of the rights of the South. The
last clauae auspenda the operation of a pre-
vioua clauae, for assuming the (kivernulent
property within the State, till snch time as
the Convention may deem proper to enforce
the same, deairing to avoid any collision, and
with a view toan adjustment of the pending
difficulties, through the agency of the Con-
ference, and by a returning sense of jus-
tice among the i«eople of all sections.?
Th* ordinance; wa» ordered to be printed ?

Mr. lloi.tirAT presented a series of Union re-
solution*, enveloped in an American flag, and
numerously sigued by citizen* of Norfolk
county. Mr. Biblkt, of Marshall, offered
some long resolutions against secession, for
the details of which we refer the reader to the
regular report. The Convention agreed to

meet at half-paat 10 o clock A. M., until
further ordered. Mr. Willbt, ofMonongalia,

offeredreaolutiona for equalityof taxation and
representation, upon which no action washad.
In Committee of the Whole on the report of
the Committee on Federal Relations, Mr

BaxnotrH made an able and argumentative

speech againat the Peace Conference proposi-
tion*, and showing that Virginia* true inter-
efts are with the Cotton States. Hewill con-
clude to-day.

The Maryland Commissioners occupied
seat* iv the Convention on Saturday.

The Legislature.
In theSenate, on Saturday, House bill for

the sale of the James River and Kanawha
Canal was laid on the table. The bill impos-
ing taxe* for the support of Government was
made the order of the day for Monday, at 11
o'clock. The bill amendingthe militia laws
wa* passed; also, bill incorporating the
Southern Express Company and American
Agency.

The House passed a number of Senate bills
and laid on the table the bill incorporating
the Southern Express Company. A resolu-
tion of inquiry into theexpediency of calling
another Convention and abolishing the one
now in session, was voted down.

Tbe Northern and Southern Tariffs-*"; roan*
of the Britons-Brilliant Prospect* Tor the
South.
Tbe New York Post (Black Republican,) is

in a moat dismal state of mind on the revenue
question. The Mokrii.i. Tariff" vs. a Free
Southern Tariff, it reasons, will not raise
revenue. " TheGovernment," it says, "with-
out special authorization from Congress, will
have no power to create a line of custom-
houses along the North Carolina and Tennes-
see frontier, or to cover the Arkansas border
With stations of revenue officers to intercept
the contrabandists. The whole country
would be given up to an immense system of
smuggling, 'which, on near two thousand
miles of coast, would meet with no obstacle,
or interruption, or discouragement." The
Post then shows up the impracticability of
collecting the duties on hoard of armed ves-
sels. There are somany collection districts in
the seceded States, and so many officials re-
quired by the new law at encb port, that the
collectingwill com more than i: comes to. It
proceeds :

" But can the revenue be thus collectedT Til"
Importers arriving at the Southern harbor* will
know how to address the Custoiii-Hoii-e Officer*.
?We have a cargo," they will naturallysay, 'on
\u25a0which we do not care topayduties justat present;
we mu»l depoi.it it inthe warehouses .orDas term
duringwhich weare permitted to do so by law.'
What will the easeem ol the customs do in that
case? The Uovernment has no longerany ware-
houses In the acceding ports. The hold of au
armed vessel would neither be aproper nor a suf-
ficiently spacious repository for the goods. The
dulien in that case cannot bo collected ; and tho
Collector will be puzzled to know whether to let
the ship proceed to herport or to detain her.

We hajyentoknnic that there are imynrtino tow***
at th\i momentprfpurtnv I*take advantageof thie open-
ing for an unencumbered trade. They are getting
ready to convey their cargo** to Charleston or
fcavannah , the k*°'l* will be lauded there, and
then brought coastwise to New York, where, he-
lug importations from a port within the Union,
they will be subject to 110 duty. The new tariff,
with ita strange tormalities and ingeniouslyde-
viseddei.iYs., lorms an additional inducement with
them to take this courae."

The New York Herald says:
" Tho adoption of the old United States tariff by Ithe Southern Confederacy strikes a heavy blow >at the foreign commerce of New York and the

other Northern cities. The Morrill tariff of the
Northern Government imposes nearly double the 1
tlline, on acme articles of merchandize which the
Southern tariff imposes, and in many cases tha
ratea amount toan absolute prohibition. There- I
\u25a0 alt of thismust necessarily ba to drive importa-
tions from this city and send them into the ports
ol the South. Once landed in the couutry at a low
rate of duty, these goods will soon liu.t their way
across the borders into the Northern States, and
smuggling will be extensively carried on ; nor
can the Government prevent it. The object of the
Morrill tariff Is to beueflt the manufacturers of the
North'by a protective impost ou foreign goods ;
but tha actual consequence af it will be such a
rennet ionof the revenue as will render add itionailoans necessary to carry on the Govelanient. It
\u25a0will utterlydestroy the "commerce of the N ..rlhern
cities ; una, moreover, by driving the seven Gulf
States out of the Union, and the eight border
State* very probably after them, we have reduced
to a considerable extent the market for our im-
portations. Thus thsetfecl of the two tariffs upon
the North will be to reduce the revenues of the
Government, to destroy the foreign trade of the
Atlantic cities, and to create an endless system of
smugglingon the border line between the North
aud South. Tho advantageous results ot all this
to the Sotitlieru Confederacy are unnecessary to
dwell upon. 'Nine Cheer* for the Gallant Cockade.
