Vice-Pre.ident Stephen* was enthusiasti-
cally receiver! at Augusta, (in., Friday, on
hl« way to Savannah. In a speech acknow-
ledging the reception, he took occasion to ex-
plain the benefits of the Constitution of the
i 'onfederate State* as contrasted with that *f
the Cnion from which they have withdrawn.In the first place, Congress I. forbidden
from fostering one brunch of industry at theexpense of another. Thus, the merchant, themechanic, the businps* man. and the Isborpr,are all placed upon the same footing in thairespect?one interest ha. nomore claim to theprotection of the Government than another ;
and, therefore, honest labor can now work itsown reward, by energy. Industry, and fierse-verance. This heconsidered a wine provision,it settled the question of protection forever.In the second place, the question of inter-nal improvements wa* also settled. Underthe old Constitution, the improvements laone State were made often at Ihe expenseofanother. Thus, for instance, Georgia, whichhad acquired the title of Empire State on tu-eount of her tmmeron. improvements,had topay several millions of dollars t<> the (renernl<rovernrient.by wayol duties,on the very iraiiwhich she used in "those improvements'; nndont of these duties inonev was taken to naprove Northern harbors and rivers. Thiswasmanifestly unjust, ami was entirely obviatedby the new Constitution. Coder this one,each section can make it* own improvements,
and is authorized lo levy a tax upon thosewho are benefited by such improvements.Thus, if Savannah desires to improve herharbor, she carTdo so, and then levy a tax orduty upon the commerce besarßted by suchimprovement*. If Jlobih' or New Orlean*,oramy other port, entires to irvake improve-
ments, they .-ill have the same privilege,andhence Georgia vriii not have to pay fbrim-proving Mobile harbor, and sic* versa. Inaword, those who receive the benefits, Willhave to pay for them. Thi- provision he con-sidered wise and just.

In the third pine* anal this is a very impor-
tant, improvementupon theold Constitution?the public money is protected. We have b"enaccustomed,in the old country, to hear thePresidents charred with the extravaganceifthe public expenditures. Thus we had heard
of the extravagances of John Ciuincv Adams,of Andrew Jackson, of Martin Van Hurt n,
and, finally, oi Jas. Rochonan; bat th. se ex-travagance- were not really chargeable to tbePresidents. Their estimates of the probable
exjieiiditnres had fallen abort ofthe reality;
thus, j;, S(,ine cases, the expenditures had In-creased two OT three millions over the esti-
mates; and, in the coseofMr. Buchanan,as
much as twenty millions. His retimetoe weresixty millions, and yet Congresa had appro-
priated eighty millions. It wasgenerally the
fault of the Congress, ami the rrsttir of log-
rollingby the members. As, for instance, o.i
th.- .fist night of a session, ii frequently hap-
pened that in the hurry of finishing the busi-ness ol the session, and passing theappropria-
tion hill, some member wonld aaccead in fast-ening upon it an appropriation of a millionhere, nnd anothera million somewhere else-all done without reflection, and often by anIrresponsible body of men?men whose time of
service wascompleted, and who would, per-
haps, never return to Congress. But all thiaIsobviated by the new Constitution. TheCongress of the Confederate States canonlymake such appropriation* a* the Presidentrecommends; or, if they exceed these, it mostbe done by a vote ol two-thirds of boihHouses.

'llms you see, my countrymen, that a veryImportont point is gained. You have thepublic treasury well guarded, and you eonhold the President responsible at th" ballot-box, If he rushes the Government into ex-
travagant expenditures. It makes no differ-ence bow much business a merchant trans-acte?no differencehow much profit arises?if
ihere are too many hands in the till, he isbound to be ruined. As mercantile men, you
will understand andappreciate this Illustra-tion. And the illustration applies to the
Government Treasury as well. Hut that,lthink, is now propel ly guarded?aud so wehare another improvement upon the old Con-stitution.

In the fourth place?and thiais th*princi-pal and most important point ofall?we havesettled, and, I trust, settled forever, Ihe great
question which was the prime cause of our
reparation from the United States?l meanthe qneatlon Of African slavery. The oldConstitution eel out with a wrongidea on thissubject ; it was based upon an erroneousprinciple; it was founded upon the idea thai
African slavery is wrong, and it looked for-ward to the ultimate extinction of that insti-tution. Hut time has proved the .-nor, andwe have corrected it in the new Constitution.We have based ours upon the principleof theInequality of races, and the principle Isspreading-?it is becoming appreciated andbetter understood ; and thoughthereare manyeven iti the South who are still in the shellupon this subje. t, yet the day is not far dis-tant when it will be generally understoodandappreciated?not only In the South, but every-where els,.. The world is rapidly progressingin its views on thia subject, and in a very fewyears we may witness great changes in re-
spect to this institution.
