Bat wore we justitied in abandoning the great
experiment of American liberty because of the
mere carrying of an eutpost ? "He felt rather
disposed to rally more ardently around the
broken fabric, in the hope of preserving the
last and only hope of civil and religious liber-
ty on earth,

The idea seemed to be, now -a-days, to pre-
cipitate people into a revolution. On this
idea, oar Southern brethren seem to have
acted. He went on to speak of the assertion
that they were justified in not conferring with
Virginia, because she refused a year ago to
KO nto a conference on the subject. He asked
i the cases were similar. She declined a con-
ference because, she sai¢, the time had not
come. It was a very different thing to decline
a conference then, to declining it as the South-
ern States had done, and to go into a revolu-
tion. South Carolina had undertaken the
tank, with a determiination to confer with no-
body. It was common to hear that the em-
barrassments of business required the secession
of Virginia. How further disruption was to
restore confidence to the people in this respect,
he was unable to see. Seven States had so-
ceded de facto, and it was uow for us to deter-
mine whether we wounld follow them or not.
He deuied that it was a commercial or politi-
cal necessity for Virginia to follow them. He
thought he could see that time in the fature,
when they would find that no Government
conld be formed on this continent which
would satisfy people who had lived under the
stars and stripes. 1t might suit the fancy of
some people to wander among the ruins of
desolated cities, and 1o admire the proportion
of broken arches and <¢olumus; but he pre-
ferred the walks of industry and the honor of
busy life. He then drew a picture of the
great Union, unbroken and undisturbed,
contrasting it with the shattered Republic,
and small Confederacies formed out of the dif-
fereng States,

Inarguing the question of how Virginia was
to get out of the Union, he illustrated by re-
peating an anecdote of a boy who was iuter-
rogated on the subject ; his reply wns that he
‘‘guessed she would have to go by water, in a
dug-out.” It had been said that North Caro-
lina would follow Virginia, that her voice
was so potential that the people of North
Carolina would reverse theirsolemn decision,
and go where Virginia led. Would it not be
at least respectful, he asked, to consult heroun
the subject? With this remark Mr. Baldwin
commenced an argument in favor of a Border
State Conference. He repudiated the idea of
submitting to any oppressive measures from
the North. It was his determination and the
determination of those who thought with
him, to demand and to have full and sufficient
guarantees for the future, or they would have
a “row.” They meant to present to the North
the alternative, of submitting to their de-
mand, or a peaceable separation. 3

The irrepressible contlict doctrine of Wm.
H. Saward was considered, and the speaker
denied that the institution of slavery was on
the retreat; ou the contrary he maintained
with pride and pleasure that it was on thein-
crease, and at this moment stood higher and
more powerful than atany previous history
of the world. He could remember when
slavery was looked upon by Southern people
as a moral incubus, but now it was regarded
as a beneficent and advantageous institution.
He also maintained that there were now at
the North more pro-slavery people than there
were in the South and in the whole world be-
side, Jthirty years ago. He believed that if
slavery had been let alone by the fanatics of
the North, there would not to-day have been
a slave in all the broad limits of this Com-
monwealth. He alluded to an address deliv-
cred years ago in the city of Petersburg by the
gentlelaan from Albemarle, as an illustration
of the great change that had been wrought
in public sentiment. le thanked God that
slavery now s.wod firmer than even before.—
He then went on with 2 history of the Aboli-
tion movement at the North, commencing
with a few fanatical old women and weak-
minded preachers, singing Psalms and hymes
and spiritnal songs; then spreading among the
uaeducated masses, and finally the politicians
got hold of it and used it as an element to se-
cure the spoils of oftice. He did not believe
that there existed at the present time such a
funatical feeling upon the subjectat the I\'-{rxh
as had been represented on this floor. If he
thought the disruntion of this Unioa would be
the means of restoring public sentiment, and
drawing the sections together again, he woulkld
be willing to make the experimeat. But he
did not believe any such result wouid follow.
Publie sentiment 2t the North would no more
be reached and operated upon then than now.
Slavery, he charged, hid been made the toy of
politicians, North and South; and in the great
day of final acconnt there would be a fearful
reckoning for the political gamblers of both
sections, who had used it as the counter in the
game they were playing.

In speaking of making a bargain with the
North, he said he would consent to no plan
which did not involve a direct appeal to the
people of all the States. It had so happened
that the North had got the majority, and the
time had come for a solution of the question
whether the minority should be invested with
the rights of a majority. The administrative
power must be entrusted to the will of the
majority, for this principle lay at the very
foundation of Republican government. The
idea had been advanced by the gentleman from
Albemarle, that the minority must have the
power of expansion—the power of acquiring
terrnitory. He could not conceive how this
was to be done. The proposition of the Peace
Conference proposes to settle the question as
toall the present territory ; but as to future
acquisitions, which it could not settle, it pro-
posed a guarantee of power, and to that ex-
tent he favored it. But while this was
not acceptable to some, those who mada
objections had other propositions to bur-
giin with the North. As it seemed to
he admitted, then, as the sentiment of
Virginia that some bargain should be en-
tered into with the North, he begged gentle-
men to come upand join in an honerable effort
in thatdirection. Hegave a history of the Peace
Conference, which he called a most august as-
semblage. and in which the Northern States
were represented in the proportion of two to
one. The Northern Commissionets represented
Black Republican States, and might therefore
be regarded as fair exponents of Northern
sentiment. They agreed upon a proposition,
to which he called the attention of the Con-
vention. He did not look upon itas a failure.
It had never yet had a fair chance and a fair
trial. He believed that if this Convention
had sent it forth as the expression of its own
sentiment, the Union men wonld have rallied
around it, and it would have ere this been re-
ceived as the great measure of pacification.—
A resolution whkich he had offered with that
object in view, had failed, and he now sub-
scribed to the reportof the majority of the
committee, It was, in some degree, an im-
provement upon the former, because it
estopped the mouths of all cavilers against
the Peace Conference propositions. 1lle be-
lieved that there was no subject in regard to
| which the South had complained, that was

not covered by the Peace Conference proposi-

tions. He maintained that they were better
| than the Crittenden propositions, and ar-
| gued upon the point at some length. —
| With regard to territorial expansion and pro-
| tection, he assumed that we had no territory
; now in possession which was adapted toslave
! labor ; and ever if we had, there were no sur-
! plus slaves to take there. He alluded to the
| importation of Africans by the South, toshow
| that there was really a deficiency in slave la-
bor. To disrupt the Union upon a guestion
80 devoid of policy or reason, was abject in-
fatuation. The Missouri Compromise was
the great line of peace, and he looked upon it
as & happy omen that every measure of ad-
justment proposed, maintained this line of 36
30. He thought it indicated a disposition to
return to the spirit and principles which ac
tuated the fathers in the formation of the
Government. . v

Some two or three of the privates will have
served their time out in August next, and one
in December. Beyond this, their terms of
enlistment are for two and three years longer.

Major Anderson, in conversation with Major
Hutto, stated that he was in daily expecta-
tion of receiving by mail the orders forevucu-
ation, and ho; to get them that day. His
supply of fuel and provisions wus nearly ex-
hausted, so much so that if not speedily re-
lieved they would be compelled to burn some
of the gun-carriages for fuel.

Major Auderson expressed a preference for
the Charleswon and New York line of steamers
to that of & public vessel for the embarkation
of the troops, the former having better .ac-
commodations. He stated thai the fort would
be given up to the South Carolina authorities
after an examination hy an authorized officer,
and a receipt for the property.

Bills Passed.—House bill to alter and
amend an act entitled an act to incorporate
the Blacksburg, Catawba Creek and Fincas-
tle Turnpike Company, passed February 15,
1860, and to change the name to the Mont-
gomery, Roanoke and Botetourt Turnpike
Compiny.

Covington and Ohio Railroad.—On motion,
the rules were suspended, and the bill “‘for
the partial suspension ot the sale of State
bonds, and to provide for complying with
contracts already made unpon the Covington
and Ohio Railroad,” reported from the House
during the morning, was taken up, read a
first and second tims, and put upon its pas-
sage.

Mr. Suith, of Greenbrier, and Mr. Stragr,
of Augusta, advocated the passage of the bill,

Mr. Braxyox opposed the bill, and on his
motion it was lnid on the table,

‘vrk River Ruilroad.—On motion of Mr.
Dovrarass, the rules were further suspended,
and the bill for an increase of the capital
stock ot the Richmond and York River Rail-
road Company taken from the table for con-
sideration. A memorial, drawn up by the
President, (Ro. SAvspErs,) in behalf of the
Board of Directors, was read by the Clerk.—
The Lill provides for an increase of one hun-
dred thousand dollars.

After « few remarks in favor of the bill, by
Dr. Hessagro, the vote was taken and the bill
lost tor want of a constitutional majority—
ayes 23, noes 12,

bill, was taken up. When the Senate ad-
journed yesterday, it was considering tue
proposition of Mr. Braxyoy, taxing charters.

Mr. NeesoN proposed an amendment pro-
viding that the tax should be paid before the
introduction of a bill giving a charter.

On metion of Mr. Day, the whole amend-
ment proposed by Mr. BRaNNoN was referred
to the Committee for Courts of Justice,

On a motion 1o reconsider the vote by which
the 31st section, in regard to auctioneers, was
amended, a discussion arose.

Mr. AcoesT maintained the injustice of the
amendment.

Messrs. CoanirnL and BRANNox opposed the
reconsideration.

The Senate adjourned.

HOUSE OF DELEGATES.
Frivay, March 22d, 1861.

The House was called to order at v o'clock,
by Mr. YErpy.

A message was received from the Senate
announcing the passage of a number of bills.

Senate bill transferring the Caeapon and
North Branch Turnpike to the County Court
of Hampshire, was passed.

Adverse reports were returned to the peti-
tion of Henry C. Perkins, of King George
county; to the petition of Samuel E. Lee, of
Lunenvurg county; to the expediency of in-
corporating the American Agency.

The Orange and Alexandria Railroad was
brought to the attention of the House by

"motion of Mr. Baksovr for its relief. The
bill proposes that the collection of the inter-
eston $400,000 shall be deferred until 1564. The
mover explained the bill, and advocated its
passage, sayving that, on account of the condi-
tion of public affairs, the road receipts had
been diminished, per month, trom %60,000 to
%25,000.

Mr. MAGRUDER advecated the passage of the
bill. Similar ones had been passed when there
was no such national agitation as now exists.

Mr. HAavMoND opposed the bill.

Mr. Seqar said it was wiser for the Legis-
lature to atford the relief asked tor, than that
the entire State’'s interest in the road should
be sacrificed under the auctioneer’s hammer.

Mr. CorLier said he only desired to see
even-handed justice. Ifthis road really need-
ed the relief asked for, he was willing to grant
it, hoping that reciprocity would be the senti-
ment of the Legislature with reference to the
roads running to Petersburg.

Mr. Giesox, of Haumpshire, and Mr. ANper-
soN, of Botetourt, advocated the passage of
the bill.

The House refused to pass it, and, on mo-
tion of Mr. LoCKRIDGE, the vole was recon-
sidered ; and then, on motion of Mr. Bag-
BOUR, the bill was laid on the table.

Mr. Warsox, of Accomauc, offered for adop-
tion a resolution providing that, with the con-
sent of the Senate, the House would on Sat-
urday, the 23rd of March, 1861, proceed to the
election of Militia Major and Brigadier Gene-
rals. It was objected to and laid on the table.

House Bills Passed.—Establishing an in-
spection of leather for the county of Hamp-
shire; incorporating the Virginia Lumber
Company, of the counties of Augusta and
Rockbridge; and amending the charter of the
town of Guyandotte, in the county of Cabell.

Night Sessions.—The House took up and
considered Mr. ToMLIN® resolution, providing
that on and after to-morrow the House shall
sit till 2 o’clock, and the chair being vacated
at that time, the House shall resume its busi-
ness at 71 o'clock.

On motion of Mr. Joxes, of G., “Monday
next’’ was inserted in place of ““‘to-morrow. '

Mr. Bass moved that the Clerk be autho-’
rized to withhold the pay of those members
voting for night sessions, for each day on
which they failed to attend such sessions.

Mr. CorrLier moved that the Clerk be au-
thorized to draw such pay and expend the
same, under the direction of the SPEAKER.—
Amidst the most dire confusion, both amend-
ments were declared lost.

Mr. Bispiz offered a resolution that the
Clerk be required to make a full report of the
highly-editying and instructive debate on this
occasion, and that 2,000 copies of the same be
printed for circulation among the constituents
of members. 1t was not considered.

Mr. Meorgy said he did not think outsiders
should be allowed to witness the uproar in
the House. He therefore moved to clear the
gulleries. [Uproarous applause.]

Mr. Coruieg moved to amend the resolu-
tion by substituting the following :

Resolved, That on and after Monday next this
House will meet at So'clock A. M., and sitall day,
tuking 20 minutes recess at 1 o'clock P. M.

Not considered.
Mr. Coway moved to amend by substituting
Monday week, (April 1st, the day fixed on for
adjournment sine die,) for Monday next.—
Lost. The resolution was then agreed to,
(more than an hour was consumned in debating
the resolution and amendments,) and the
greatest confusion prevailed.
Mr. McKgxzie addressed the House, while
eating an apple, in favor of a motion made by
Mr.niinn, to strike out that section of the
Code uiring merch nts to take an oath
that they would not pass notes of a lower de-
nomination than five dollars.

While
the congregation was waiting in anxious still-
ness, White Cloud suddenly made his ap-
pearance at a side-door, not in the peacetal
and sober robes of the pious divine, but decked
ont in the savage tinery of an Indian warrior.
Flourishing his tomahawk in the air, and in-
dulging in a series of war-whoops that nearly
split the rs of the hoirified spectators, he
passed up waa down the aisles of the church,
and finally brought up in the lecture room,
where e continued to regale the ears of the
audience with his terrific yells, some of whom,
after recovering from the first effects of this
new method tor producing a sensation, began
to look about for.the most ready means of es-
cape. The ladies, particularly, screamed with
tright, and one is said to have fainted, as
White Cloud passed near her, brandishing his
tomahawk, and throwing himself into the
demoniac attitudes of the war-dance. The
chief subsided, however, after a time, fancy-
ing, probably, that his introduction had been
favorably accomplished ; quiet was restored,
and White Cloud proceeded with his sermon—
rather interesting, by the way—which he was
about proceeding to enhance by some love
stories among the red beauties of his tribe,
when the deacons of the church present very
unfeelingly brought him up all standing,
doubtless under the impression that the con-
gregation were already sufliciently instructed
in matters of that natare,
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Tue Positioy of THE Pore.—A French Bish-
op, who has lately had an interview with the
Pope, gives out that his Holiness is firmly re-
solved not to quit Rome under any circum-
stances whatever, and reports the following
as the substance of a statement made by the
Pope in the course of conversation. The Pope
has not the least doubt that sooner or later
France will withdraw her troops, and that
the Piedmontese will take possession of his
small remaining territory. But this ‘‘crown-
ing act of spoliation’ will in no way change
the conduct of the Holy Father. ‘I may
perish,’’ he says, *‘ but the Papacy will not
perish. I may suffer martyrdom, but the day
will come when my successors will enter into
the full possession of their rights. St Peter
was erucified, and I am here.”’ It being re-
marked to the Sovereign Pontiff that he would
very soon be penniless, he replied that he was
quite devoid of anxiety upon that subject,
since he should always be sure of finding
three francs a day to live upon, and that was
all he wanted.

Grass Cask.—A patent has been taken out
by A. Hubert and U. Cantillion, of Liege, in
Belgium, for making small casks and barrels
of glass. The idea is toapply glass in the for-
mation of casks of five gallons capacity and
downward. They blow the gluss in a mould
of wood or iron, the mould being in two parts
of the form of the kK. A certain portion ot
the molten glass is introduced into the monld
on the end of the glass-blower’s staff'; then
the mould is closed, and the glass is blown
until it assumes the form of the mould, and is
hollow inside. The tap hole is pierced in the
cask with a red-hot iron. Small flasks of a
barrel-shape, made of glass, are commnicn, but
flasks of five-gallon size appear to be an ex-
tension of glass application to this particular
purpose, and for holding ether, oils, &e. In
situations where they are not required to be
moved about, they will answer a most excel-
lent purpose.
