The Russian Campaign of 1512.

We feel the less scruple in pursuing this
subject, from the existence of a very strong
war spirit in the country just at this time,
which will induce many to read of war who
would at any other time turn from it nsa
bore. We endeavored to show in our last,
that the campaign of Russia was not an ex-
travagant undertaking—that it was not con-
ducted on the principle of trans porting every-
thing a distance of six hundred miles—that it
simply involved the question of the march of
160,000 men three hundred miles to attack the
enemy's capital—that this was not an unusual
distance for an invading army to march from
! its basis of operation—that from its front, at
Smolensko, to its rear at Mentz on the Rhine,
{that is, all the way from France,) the French
| army of invasion had entire and peaceable
| possession of the whole country. We will
| now show that the most renowned Captains
| that have lived, made, each, atleast one or

more expeditions more extravagant than this.
: But who are these great Captains ? NAPOLEON,
| who was somewhat of a judge in such mat-
| ters, has told us. He says there are eighty-
| eight campaigns, from the close study of
| which (if they were properly written) the
| whole thcory of the art of war would be
| gathered. They are the eight campaigns of
ALEXANDER, the seventeen of Haxxisar, the
| thirteen of Jrrirs Casar in ancient times,
| the three of Gursraves ApoLprrs, the eighteen
| of Trrzxyy, théeighteen of Prince Ervexs of
Savoy, and the eleven of FREDEBICK the
Great in modern times. The weapons of an-
cient times, the organization of ancient ar®
mies, and their method of encamping, march-
| ing, and giving battle, were of course different
from what they werein the days ot (GUSTAVUS,
Turrsyg, Eraesg, and Freoerick. But three
are certain great principles inseparable from
war, and which form the essence of the art,
the others being modified by circunstances.—
These principles, Narorrox tells us, were
carefully observed by each of these great
| commanders, and it is because they were thus
observed that he designates them as the great
masters of the art, and holds them up as
models for imitation. We shall go on toshow
that each of them made campaigns, to all
appearances, more hazardous than this of
Russia.

In thesear 334, B. C., ALEXANDER undertook
the conquest of l.he Persian empire. To all
appearauces, no‘enterprise could be rasher or
more hopeless. The empire counted its sol-

Rest upon her Slave Systenn.

Since the world began there has been no |
system of labor comparable, in productive |
efficiency, with the slave system of the South-
ern States. If we look back through the {
ages, we shall discover no great achievement
of human toil but such as was the productof |
slave labor. Inmodern times two competi- |
tors have appeared to contest the palm of pro- |
ductive capacity with the slave—the machine,
and the cooley ; but the machine can be em- |
ployed to advauntage only in manufactures
and the cooley only as an indifferent
substitute to supply the want of slaves, The
immense demands of modern civilization for
labor have called forth these new agenciesof |
production ; but except the machine for par-
ticular branches of industry, no equivalent
has yet been discovered for the siave laborer. |
Slave labor is the foundation of produciive |
power—the other agencies are but auxiliaries. i

The commerce and wealth of a country de- !
pend upon its surplus products. If a man |
makes only what he consumes, he may be |
very comfortable, very tidy in his person and
his form, very independent; but he cannot
grow richer. A country made up of rich citi-
aens may be very populous, very beautiful in |
all its features and departments, and very
powerful for its own defence; but it can have
no foreign commerce of importance, and can-
not grow a whit in external Influence, powel
or consideration.

The only States, of what were the late Uni-
ted States, which produced surpluses for ex-
portation and foreign commerce, were the
slaveholding ones. The exports of the Union
were four hundred millions of dollars, the
great bulk of which were the peculiar produc
tion of these States. There were also ex- |
ported grain, provision stuffs, and other pro-
ducts, such as are produced alike by slave-
holding and non-slaveholding States; but the
guantity of those that went abroad scarcely
equalled the amount of the same articles
which were sent from the South to the North,

at the battle of Issus, the army of Dagivs,
600,000 strong, was drawn up upon his line of
retreat. It, moreover, rested one ilunk on the
mountains and the otheron the sea. The Ma-
cedonians were drawn up with the pass of Ci-
licia in their rear, and if they hid been defeat-
ed, must have been annihilated before they
could have gotten through it.

Let us now come to HaxyisarL. In the year
218 before Curist, he left Spain, pussed the
Pyrennees, crossed the Rhone aud the Alps,
and arrived at Turin, in the midst of the Cis-
Alpine Gauls, who wepe friends and allies,—
This was the most daring enterprise, in the
opinion of NaroLeoy, ever conceived by the

—

mind of man. He set out from Spain with
100,000 men. He sent 40,000 back, and arrived
at the foot of the Alps with 59,000. Of these
he lost 33,000 in the over the moun-
tains, 80 that he entered Cis-Alpine Gaul
with but 26,000. Think of that, when we are
told abont the losses NaroLgox sustained be-
fore he entered Moscow. HaxxInaL spent five
months in this march, which was & march of
1200 miles, leaving no garrisons in his rear,
and keeping up no communication whatever
with either Spain or Oarthage. He establish-
ed his base.of operations among the Cis-Al-
pine Gauls, not in Spain, as NAPOLEON'S base
was at Smolensko, notin France. The Ganls
became Oarthaginians to him, as the Poles
were French to Narougox. The same year,
he crossed the Po, and defeated the Romans
on the Trebia. The next year, he passed the
Apennines, and destroyed the Roman army
of Fraxinivs at Thrasymene. Then, for the
first time, he communicated with Carthage
by the Adriatic. In 216, he was attacked, at
Canna, on the Adriatic,in the kingdom of Na-
ples, by two consular armies combined, and
numbering in all eighty-seven thousand men.
He killed 70,000 of them on the spot, and tock
14,000 prisoners, although his own force did
not exceed 50,000 men. KRome was bat six
marches off. It has been said he might have
entered it, if he had marched upon it at once,
without opposition. Perhaps he might, per-
haps he might not. The fruits of the victory
were nevertheless enormous, since all the
GGreek towns in lower Italy opened their
gates, and Capua iteelf surrendered. Now
HasxisaL did precisely what Naroreox did
in all his campaigns. He kept his troops to-
gether. He had one strong place close in his
rear, where he kept his hospitals, his stores,
his hostages, and everything necessary to an
army. He did not weaken his force by garri-
sons in his rear, but depended on the fidelity
of his Allies for the security of his communi-
cations. He kept Italy for sixteen years, and
gave it up only when he was recalled to de-
fend the capital of his country. His expedi-
tion was infinitely more hazardous than the
expedition to Russia. Had he been beaten at
the Trebia, with his back to the Alps, twelve
hundred miles from Spain, or had he been
beaten at Thrasymene, in the midst of the
Roman Colonies, or at Canna, three hundred
miles from Cis-Alpine Gaul, with all the
country ready to rise on his rear, what would
not such military eritics as condemn Na-
