Poisos ib Wall Papkb? Dr. Charles T.

Jackson gives in the Medical and Surgical
Journal an interesting paper on this subject.
A child was poisoned by sucking the color
from a green concert ticket. A duplicateof
the ticket was examine.! by lir. Jackson, and
the coloring matter was found to contain
nearly a grain and a hairof Scheele's green,
which is a preparation ofarsenic. Thequan-
tity was sufficient to kill a child. These con-
cert aud lecture tickets are generally made of
brown paper or pasteboard of poor quality,
covered with prepared chalk or white lead as
a basis for the coloring matter.

This poisonouscompound, Scheele's green,
is much used in coloring paper hangings,and
persons are made sick with the symptoms
of arsenical poisoning by sleeping in rooms
papered with such paper. Many cases have
come to the knowledgeof Dr. Jackson, in
which he has detected the poisonoa the paper.
In one recent case, a lady, after cutting out
the figures on UO yards of green border paper,
was severely poisoned, sufferingall the symp-
tomsof poisoning by arsenic.

Dr. Jackson says "thai thehigh-coloredcon-
fectionery is also cob red with poisonous mat-
ters. Green arsenical pigments, chrome yel-
low, and vermillion, are frequently employed
for this purpos**. Glazed visiting cards are in-
crusted with white lead, a slow poison. All
poisonous preparations ought tobe prohibited
by law in confectionery, and also in the pre-
paration ofcard«, tickets,andpaper hangings,
ns equally handsome colors may be obtained
with safe materials. Dr. Jackson gives the
followingsimple test of green color in paper
hangings:

"Since there is another green used in paper
hangings, which may be mistaken from its
color for Scheele's green, I would state that it
is easy to distinguish chrome green from
Scheele's green by the action of a drop of
muriatic acid. Chrome green is made by mix-
ingPrussian blue and yellowchromate of lead.
A drop of muriatic acid will take up the
chrome yellow,and leave unaltered the Prus-
sian blue. Scheele's green and all the arseni-
cal green pigments are entirely dissolved by
the acid, and leave the natural" color of the
paper."
