We had plenty of wind, sea, sail and steam,
ill all Of which ah* haa disappointed ns. Mn-
cannot hold her own on the wind, her bottom
being so round, and keel too small to keep her
from making lee-way ; and in any kind ol
rough sea, she can out-rook any of your patent
cradles for babies; and under sail or steam,
orboth combined, she i« very alow, in com-
parison to what wa* expected ofher. The
irapreasion seema to be that her proiMdler is
too »mall, and too near the surface of the wa-
ter: it being no near the surface that in an
ordinary swell on the ocean it is thrown out
of the water, thereby causing the engine torace badly, consequently racking the ma-
chinery ?i a certain extent. Howe\er, she
makes ap for all in her good looks. She has
been thebeanty of every harbor we have via-
ited ; and being kept strictly clean, enticesmany visitors, and receives man flattering
praise*.

Gibraltar is all thatit is represented to be?
the greatest fort In the world. I don't thinklt possible that it could be taken in any way,even if half manned. Just imagine an exca-vatedand towering rock, about twice the cir-cumference of Fort Monroe, pierced withhundreds of port-holes, so that guns can bebrought to bear on any conceivable point ofattack, and you may form some idea ot its
impenetrableness. Its capacity for accommo-dation of soldiers is immense, it beinggalleried
off, and any quantity of rooms and quarters
for ofllcer. and soldiers erected therein, the
whole being studded with millions of feet ofbeavy timber. At the base of thu rock is averynlc* little city, containing about fifteenthousand inhabitants, composedof all nations,
from the sooty Kthiope and turbaued Moor,to the fine fine old English gentleman. The
whole island is enclosed by a water battery
that project* every accessible landing. It isindeed thekey to the Mediterranean, situated
as It is in proximity to theopposite shore, a*
Old Point to the Rip-Hap*.

We stood on our decks and had fine viewsof parts of two countries?i. c., Spain and
Africa. Ths scenes were very interesting toany reflecting mind, requiring an imniensitvof thought to try to trace and locate themany historical facts and legendary ac-
count* connected A*ith this world-renownedlocality. The natural scenes are very grand,being sublimely mountainous, and dottedhere and there with towns and villages,
citadels and cloisters, and clean and whitefarm houses, or, perhaps, a tented city
of soldier.. In all, it strikes one with those
feelings that bringhim, as it were, with aweto the presence of that Almighty Heing,whose will created and peopled those won-derful acenes. After a stay of ten days, weleft Gibraltarfor Spezzia, in Sardinia, wherewe arrived, after a pleasant passage of live
days. Spexzia is beautifully situated, butecatteringly built around a* part of an am-
phitheatre-shaped bay, almost land-lockedv.-ith toweringmountains, affording an excel-
lent and safe harbor. The sceneryaround it,at this seasonof the year, is very romantic ;
and, from all accounts, it is really enchant-ing in the summer season, at which time thecity is very lively, being a watering place,
and the resort of the nabobs of the country ?

I nave had some very pleasant ramblesaround themeanderingsof tlie bay, and aboutthe farm-houses, getting acquainted with theowners and drinking the pure juice of thegrape,of their own making. The peopleareveryhospit.ble to, .nd like, the Americans,and express much regret at the state of ourinternal affairsat home. They fear, and notwithout cause, that it will injure their ex-pectations, as they are now ai war, aud areaboutswappingtheir King, which they con-sider a long stride towards republicanism.
After a stay of ten days, we left lor Genoa,and arrived there after a few hours'run.?Genoa, the birth-place of the discoverer ofonrcountry, is quite an extensive and notedcity?containing about two hundredThousandinhabitants, an extensive exi>ort trade, the

flags of all nations flying in its harbor, which,like all the cities in this country, is well pro-tected by fortifications. The city being builton the base and slopes of the" mountains,with \ory high houses (eight and nine stories)toweringone above the other, and its statue-citadels, and large public buildings, churches'
dtc.. Interspersed.give it, from the water.itden-aity In appearance quite remarkable. On en-teringthe city, you will not be disappointed;
it is very compactly built, with narrowstreets, which are kept tolerably clean. Itbaa the din of a large city, with the peopleharrying to and fro about their business.?Women and children work here. The sail-making is done here almost entirely by fe-males, and, in fact, the mostof the mechanical
branches have women about them as sales-women,or accountkeepera, Ac.After astayof seven days (to my regret) we
left forSpezzia again ; arrived, and lay therefor twenty days, waiting for the store-shipRelease to start for home, to take the prison-ers and invalids, and letters we had to sendhome. Ou the 4th of January westarted lorthis place. After a boisterous passage ofeleven days we made haven. Ou our way
here we touched in at Gaeta, where the Sar-dinians had the King of Naples penned up,they trenching and throwing bombshells at awild rate. The Commodore, without cast-ing anchor, learned the news through jthe visit of aFrench officer,and put us on ourcourse again for this place. Since then, theSardinians have taken "Gaeta.'' But theKin«j of Naples made good his escape in aSpanish vessel. This place, like the rest, isstrongly fortified. The city is in the hands ofthe Sardinian troops, and the forts in theband* of the King of Naples' troops. Hut tonave the city from being razeed, they havethus far avoided an action; but we expectevery day to receive orders to clear out of theharbor, and stand off and see fair play. Itwill be a grand sight, as the harbor forms anamphitfieatre, with forts all around opposite
to the city. The city forts are on the hills inthe rear. Water.or, its it is called,Amphithea-tre street, is very uniformly built, and couldbe, and no doubt will be, thrown into a waterbattery, thereby affording considerable protec- j
tion to thecity, and would be very annoyingto the enemy. The Sardinian lleet is dailyexpected here. I think the two combinedwould aoon silence the besieged. From re-port* I hear they are very disaffected,and nolonger than tbe-.lst ot this mouth seven offi-cersof highrank, with forty privates, desert-ed from the forts and came over to the Sar-dinians.
I n;n verysorry to hear of the troubles atborne, and if they continue you may expectBBS home sooner than at first anticipated ; forif old V irginia, the birth-place of mychild-hood, should leave the Union, your old friendwill share her fate. J. A. McL.
