he should secede at once, andfettle her diffl-cultiee, peaceably if she can, forcibly it >he

must. If he was In error, It was an error ofhis heart, and be meant to stand by it to the
hitter nut Whatever might be Virginia's
.1 -1my. he would never forsake her, but
would live here and die here, and trust to
posterity to vindicate his coarse. [Applause.]

Mr. Mai vat un then commenced his speech
with the resaarh that he entered upon the
discussion with a pauitulsense of the respon-
sibility which the position implied. When
the eeoeeeaOO movement began, the country
wis i;i the plenitudeof its strength ; yet the
o\ lis resulted from causes which had longbeen
operating la the public mind. No Union eonld
long exist, where the people on one side con-
stantly exercised a spirit of hostility against
the peoptscg the other side, and to this con-
stant agitation he attributed the presentevils
overshadowiug the country/. He proceeded io
consider theqaeatioa whether the sentiment
ot hcstiliiyat the North might be overcame
ami supplanted by a sentiment of kind-
ness and friendliness to tbe s>outh.?
It was, he ooßceived, the part of wise States-
manship not to dismiss and abandon institu-
tions like ours, without at lenjjkma Wing one
Intrepid effort to retain tln-fn. was
neither courage nor intrepidity in despair ?

The peace of the world was once placed in
jeopardy farmors imminent under the inflam-
ing Influence of a religious controversy, thiin
it was now under the agitation of the African
slavery guislion : and yet it was found that
by toleration the Protestant and the RomanCatholic might dwell together in peace. He
apprehended that m years hence it would be
found that the people of this country might
dwell together as peacefully as the people of
any one county in either section, ffo sugges-
tion of tbe futility of matfiug an effort to this
cad slumId discourage us lrom making it. If
success should fortunately crown the effort,
there was not aa individual here engaged in
the work of endeavoring to restore the Union,
hot would establish a claim upon posterity
forreverence and gratitude. It it were possi-
ble, hy amendments to the Constitution, to
close tne door of agitation so that no human
power could open it, was there not at least a,
prospect ofannihilating the evils which have
so wrought upon tbe ieelmg of the Sauth??

lie wonid not say that the report of the com-
mittee waasufficient, but he took the ground
thai amendments might be introduced which
would satisfy, not only Virginia, but thewhole South. The question is not whether
Virginia shall go with either the Northern or
the Southern Confederacy, but whether she
shall continue io the Union restored aad re-
constructed as a whole. He could not con-
sent toabandon ;ho Southern States, nor theHolder States; but believed that the whole
I'uion should be preserved, and through ju-
dicious elVorts the North mightbe brought to
proper i oacessions, snch as would satisfy the
extreme South. Pennsylvania, according to
reliable Information, would consent to such a
scheme, and with Pennsylvania would comethe whole Northwest. With Pennsylvania
and tle> Northwest united, it would be im-possible to keen Now England out ot tho
Union.

On tins point Mr. Maef irland argued untilhalf-past 1 o'clock, when he yielded the iloor
at the request of Mr. Psasroi, who movedthat the Committee rise.

The Chair could not entertain the motion,
since the Committee had agreed to sit until '1o'clock.

Mr. SiM.Kri said that the object could be at-
tained by the general consent of tile Commit-
tee. Mr. Macfarland was laboring under
physical disability, and under such circum-stances he supposed no objection would be
made.

Mr. AVi>k desired to avail himself of the
opportunity to correct a misrepresentation
under which many persons now labored, inreg.ud to his poetttoa on the question In theConvention of MMVtI. It was charged thaihe was the nutlior of the clause exemptiue;negroes under \i Man ofage Horn taxation,but this he utterly dpnied. He wanted tomske the guarantee, in the taxation ofslavesquadrate with the taxation of land*. Hewasted no exemption?a>ked none?but was
forced to take it. He then gave a history ofthe transactions in the Convention of IttO-'?I, and went on to say that if this ques-
tion was to divide us now, he wouldadvise its relinquishment, as he advised
his constituents at that period. If the
proposed change Were to be made, it wouldonly make a .lifferoiiee in his taxes of
aboat three dollar* and sixty cents, on his
twelve slaves under twelve years ofage. lie
disclaimed any recognition of a bargain withthe Western men, but appealed to them, ifjnettce was done in this respect, to return the
guarantee with protection on their part to theBast. If they proved disloyal, they would
sting him with a sting so deep that all thestingsof Yankeedom could not compare with
it in bitterness. It would be the sting whicha brother mightgive to a brother?thesting of
ingratitude: and if the war came between
them, it would be more hostile than all thewars that hell Itself could engender.

Mr. Soaanae, of Kanawha, said he was sure
the gentleman from Princess Anne did not
nerd his testimony in regard to thegallautand
patriotic service which he rendered, not toWestern Virginia alone, but to all the Cont-monwealth, la the Convention of IMO-'&l.?He proceeded to make some slight correction
in the history of that Convention, which Mr.
Wise accepted. Mr Summers said he did notjdespairof theHepabUc tbaa, nor did he de/spair of it now. /

Mr.Kablt trusted the Convention WOfftdpardon him for making afew remarks.Mr. Sn art. of Doddridge, claimed the floor.
He was willing to hnvetbe vote taken now. ifthere was toJbs no more discission of the sub-ject ; but if "here was, he desired an opportu-
nity of presenting his views. He asked the
gentleman from Kranklm If be proposed todiscuss the question underconsideration.

Horrible Aoiuknt.?Wm. Anderson,-an
old gentleman sixty years of :i£», and a pro-
minent citizen .if Littsville, N. V., was killed
at T'tica, on Wednesday last, by being run
over in attempting to le:tp on a train while in
motion. He was standing on the platform
and the train had moved off a few feet. The
Journal says:

Mr. Anderson hurried out with his specta-
cles in orehand and a roil of bank bills in the
other, and attempted to get aboard the first
car. He caught hold of the railing of the
rear platform of the first car with Ins rialithand, and attempted to seize the iron railing
of the other car with his left hand; but his
left hand either slippedoff or missed its trrasp
entirely, which caused his body to swuit-
down "between the two cars. The fall
wrenched his right hand from its hold, and
In- tell across the inside rail. James Cole, the
brakesman, Was standing upon the re:ir plat-
form of the lirst car when Mr. Anderson at-
tempted to get on. and seeing him fall, made
an effort to seize him, but before he could
reach him Mr. A. hail lost his hold and fallen
beneath the ponderous wheels. Cole instant-
ly sprang to the brake, which he put down
with all his power, but with all the
effort put forth by him and the engineer,
the train moved some fifteen or twen-
ty feet before its motion Owttld be arrested.?Mr. Cole describes it as the most terrible
scene he ever witnessed, for he could see, as
he tuggedat the brake, the body of Mr. An-
derson shoved along on the iron rail by thebeam of the brake, which Would notallowhis thighs to pass under the wheel. As Mr.
Anderson tell under the car Coie heard himcry ont twice, in a loud, distinct, yet fright-
sned tone, "Hold on: hold on !" aiid theu he
was silent. He fell with his bend and body
lyingbetween the two trucks, and his legs
cressii'g the inside rail diagonally. His body-
was thus moved slowly along beneath the
crushing weightof the car a distance of fif-
teen feet, when it cause to a crossing which
caught it and fairly ground it aader, and the
two forward wheels of the hind car passed
over his legs, and his head and body were
crushed between the brake and the crossing.

Titr Ah-kav in Paucaoe Anna County,A'a.,
iv which Wm. Qrimssead killed James W.
Land, has been mentioned. The quarrelcom-
menced about politics. The Norfolk Herald
says :

The assault was made by Land, with aknife, on Grimstead, whom he severely cut,
which was met by the latter with a bayonet,
Which he thrust into the body of Land, after
which they were separated,"and it was not
known by any of the parties present that
either was hurt until they were carried off
from the place where the affair happened.?
Land, after walkinga short distance, said to
one of his friends, "I am a dead man," and
immediately tell. As soon as possible, medi-
cal aid was called, but it proved of little
avail, for he died in a very short time. The
cut on (Irimstead was but slight. We learn
that tin investigation of the affair was held
shortly atter, and, outof titty or more wit-
nesses, not one could testify clearly as to how
the wounds on either party were inflicted.?
Both ot the gentlemenengaged iv the unfor-
tunateaffair are highly respected, and Aery
much beloved in the county, and the sad re-
sult is a sourceof much pain to the relatives
and friendsof the parties.

Warsaw.?The news from Warsaw is not
Important. The substance of the Emperor's
reply to the address of his Polish subjects is
published. Tbe Emperor says that he ought
to consider the Polish petition as null and
void, but, nevertheless, he graciously consents
to regarditonlyas an "act ofenthusiasm.''?
Hedevossnaas whole attention to the re
forms which are necessary throughout theempire, and his Polish subjects are as much
the objects of his solicitude as tire the Rus-
sians. But he has a right to expect that his
sentiments and intentions shall not be "mis-understood or paralyzed by inopportune or
Immoderate demands,which he could not con-
found with the welfare of his subjects.' Hewill not tolerate any serious disturbances,and"nothingcan be raised on such a foundation;"
for "aspirations which should here seek lorsupport would condemn themselves before-hand." A dispatch front Warsaw says thatthe Polish deputation was "astounded" atthe tone of the Emperor Alexander's reply,
which has not abated the prevailing excite-ment. Prince ilortchakotf unofficially toldthe deputation that an Imperial manifestowould speedily grant reforms, aud received
from Count Zamoiski the answer : "We ac-cept ; but we are far from being satisfied."

Intkrkstish raoa CHARLtsTox.?The mem-bers ot the South Carolina Convention vis-ited the fortifications in the harborof Charles-
ton, Monday, in the steamers Carolina and
General Clinch. The batteries played withgreat effect. GovernorPickens was not in thecompany, being engaged in more importantofficial business. Great anxiety, say* a dis-patch, ia lelt as to the Administration's i nurseabout Fort Sumter. If nothing ia done soon,
the fort will be attacked and captured. Tbe
sentiment of the people is entirely in favorof
action. Hie Governor's communication has
notyet been acted on. Col, Lamon's return
t* hourly expected.

Massacre of the Crew of the American
'A haling Ship Superior, by the Hiatlrcs ef
Trrasnrj Island, in the Solomon tironp.
The Sydney Herald publishes a letter from

Gang. Mair, of the schooner Ariel, giving the
particulars of the murder of twenty six if
the crew of the American whaling bark Su-
perior, which sailed from New Bedford, by
the savages of Treasury Island. Capt. Mair
sailed to the island to inquire the truth of the
reported massacre. The following is his ac-
count of the affair:
I found out that six of her crew were pris-

oners upon the island, and 1 at onceset abouttrying to get possession of them. For three
days more I eraser! oil the island, having thenatives backwards and forward during that
time. I went to the beach occasionally, andcould see the men, but on every occasion they
were stronglyguarded. None of the princi-
pal nativescoming on board, as a last resourceI had to secure a native who was related to
oneof the head chiefs. I put him in irons,
and next morning1 took him ashore, and again
offered the natives topay them lor the men.?They agreed at last to let me have one, who,
on coming to my boat, gave me the dreadful
Intelligence that the whole of the crew of the
Superior, with the exception of himselfand
live others, had been murdered and the ship
burnt. It seems there are two chiefs impli-
cated? Copan, the head man, and America,the next. My prisoner being a relative to
America, Iresolved to keep him until I got
the two other men that Chief had, (for each of
the two chiefshad, it seems, two men,) and Iwas finally successful, after a great deal oftrouble. The three men, however, whom
Copan had possession of, I could not get eith-
erby persuasion or by threats. At night I
proceeded to the anchorage, where the ship
had been taken, and remained there two days.
I saw no natives, but I found the ship's jib-
boom on the beach, together with pieces of
burnt timber, staves, &c.

The bark Superior, Ji. D. "Woods, master,
(Woods owner) of New Hertford, sailed fromthat port Ontne ttth June, 1857, made Treary Islandon the 12th of September, lent), and
came to anchor there on the same day. On
the 13th, 14th and 15th of that month thecrew were employed in wooding and water-ing, and, from the men's statement, were
visited by a great number of natives,armed.
On Sunday, the loth,' nine of the crew wentashore. Tne carpenterand two men went tothe settlement and were murdered in one of
the native huts. The natives then proceeded,
In canoes and overland, to the ship, and those
who came by laud fell in with the remaining
six close to the beach, and murdered them.?
About ISO natives got on board the vessel andmade a rush on the crew, who were all on
deck except four, who were in bed. Those onde-.k were immediately tomahawked, only
two escaping by jumping down the main
hatchwfty,and joiningthe four below in the
forecastle. One of the crew, whom 1recov-ered, saw thecaptain ami second mate mur
dered by a native called "Hilly," who has
been to Sydney, and sjieaks English wr eli.?
The chief Copan was the principal iv this
dreadful massacre. The sixmen below, being
armed with lances, kept the natives from
coining down the forecastle, until at last
"Billy ' told my informant that if they came
up they should not be hurt. At length, there-
fore, they did so, and wereat once surround-
ed, and bythe chief Copan ordered to bo pnl
to death. The chief America offered to buy
three of the men, and he persuaded Copan to
keep the other three to till the ground. These
three, as 1 have already intimate J, I could
could not recover.

The three men on board my vessel say they
were well treated by the chief America, and
they tell me that the native "Hilly" was atthe taking of the schooner Pearl, where I am
now auiuiehor, about eighteen months before
this happened. It is said that he went over
to Treasuary Island in the Superior, and had
an opportunity ot' seeing that there were no
arms kept ; there being only seven old flint
guns, and noneof them loaded when theship
was taken. Twenty-six men were butchered
in cold blood, amongst whom was a poor lad
ten years ot age?the crew consisting of
thirty-two souls when she anchored. The
natives took five boats, with a quantity of
cordageand sail*, which were all cut up, andelse was destroyed by setting the' ship'on lire. The Superior* had on board 150
barrels id' sperm and 150 battels of right
whale oil.

Drsvaessisa Cask or Poisosuro.?On Satur-
day afternoon a family named Stevenson, re-
siding in a buildingon the i Jermaniov. n road,Philadelphia, moved out of tbe house. Mrs.MeGee, who occupiedthe lower portion of the
premises, went up stairs with woman's curi-osity to examine the vacated rooms, and Was
gratified at findings packagecontaining what
she supposed tobe saleratus. Being delighted
with her prize, she immediately set to work
to make up some bread, using the powder as
freely tis thoughit was what she supposed it
tobe. After the bread waa baked Mr. Me< be-
came home, and he and the wife, together
with their son-in-law and daughter, namedMcVey, eat freely of the bread, and in a short
tint" were taken violently ill. A physician
nan was called iv, who found the patients
suffering very much, showingevery symptom
of haAing taken arsenic. The usual anti-
dotes were administered, but they proved of
no avail, as Mr. MclJee died the next morn-
ing, and the wife died in the afternoon. The
son-in-law and "laughterare likelyto recover.

Thk Episcopal Church axv tff National
TaOFßtlß.?The New York Church Journal
suites ihat there will be no schbßuatical divi-
sion of the Episcopal Church In consequence
of the separation of the < !onfc-deracy. in the
organizationofthat Church each state com-

the Journal, not onlywill the effects of State
secession opon the diocesan relations of the
Church in theseceded States be at once re-
cognized,but where,as in the case of the Bish-opric of Alabama, the concurrence of the
National Episcopate may be necessary to till
avacancy, the promptest measures "will betaken by the Northern Hishops to give the re-
quisitesanction to the elections in Alabama,
and to every other act necessary for the en-tire Independence ofall the dioceses in the se-
ceded States.
