IFROM PENSACOILA.

Reinforcementse-The Seizure of St. Domin-
go--Franco-Spanish Designs on Mexico.

MoxreoMERY, ALA., April 2.—W. H. Ward,
editor of the ‘“Key of the Gulf,"" has arrived
here from Pensacola. He states that on the
25th ult., the steamer Gen. Rusk arrived at
Key West with 200 troops for Fort Taylor, and
100 for Fort Jefferson, Tortugas,

The United States steamer Orusader, ieut.
Craven, had reached Key West with marines,
The United States frigate Brooklyn was go-
ing into Key West, on the 16th. here was
no doubt she had lett her troops at Fort Pick-
ens,

The Texas (Commissioners stipulated that
the Rusk's troops should be landed at New
York, and the commander of the three com-
panies on board ol her signed a paper exoner-
ating Capt. Smith, of the Rusk, from any
binmse for the deception.

By an arrival at Key West, on the 26th nlt.,
it was reported that the Spanish tlag had been
hoisted at St. Domingo by the French and
Spaniards. The Spanish President had pre-
viously written to Havana, that it Spanish
forces wera not sent there, the Spanish popu-
lation wonld raise the Spanish flag, where-
upon five Spanish war vessels, with 1,000
men, sailed from there and took formal pos-
session of St. Domingo, aided by a French
corvette,

Miramon was at Havana endeavoring to
raise a force to enter Mexico again, and the
French and Spanish seemad to sympathize
with the movement. It was believed at Ha-
vana on the 25th inst., that those Govern-
ments (France and Spain) would, with their
squadrons, aid the landing of such an expedi-
tion at Vera Cruz, and rumor =aid a fleet for
that purpose had sailed publicly.
