Tne Sovrarery Paciric Ramnroan.—At a
meeting of the stockholders of the Southern
Pacitic Railread, held in New Orleans, Tues-
day last, the President of the company, Col.

turned over to the (Government by States. —
This is only the Provisional Army enlisted
for one year. The regnlar army will be en-
listed for a longer period, and will be officered
by appointees of the Central (Government.—
The Montgomery papers furnish the follow-
ing items= of interest :

Col. J. W. Echols, the Commissary (ien-
ernl of the State of Alabama, has just re-
turned from a long and laborious trip through
several of the Western and Northwestern
States after supplies for the Alabama army.
He has made ample provision for supplies for
twelve months, which are now in Mobile and
New Orleans. The duties of Col. Echols’ of-
fice were hard and trying, having been forced
to travel through snow, bad weather,and the
abode of Black Republicanism. The Mout-
gomery Advertiser, of the 26th, contains pro-
posals from Postimaster Reagan for mail bags;
for printing blanks and paper; for wrapping
paper, twine and sealing wax; for circular
marking and rating stamps: for stamped en-
velopes: for mail locks and keys: and for
postage stamps. These proposals will be ra-
ceived until the 1st of May.

Five millions of the loan will be offered on
the 17th of April, for which bonds, with cou-
pons attached, or stock certificates, at the
option of the snbscriber, will be issued, in
sums from 1,000 to &%50.  Preference will be
given to the smaller amounts, in the event of
an excess of subseriptions over the amount re-
quired. The bonds run for ten years, with
interest at eight per cent. per annum, pay-
able seini-anuually. By the issue of bonds of
small denominations, the bepefits of the loan
are placed within the reach of all classes of
our people.

A correspondent of the Charleston Mercury,
writing from this place, speaks of tha ofter of
a loan of #200,000—which we mentioned some
days ago having been made to the Secreta-
ry ol the Treasury. Rids is an error, as we
learn. The money was offered, for defence,
without interest, to be repaid at the conve-
nience of the Government, by Mr. S. Hart, a
most patriotic and popular citizen of El Paso,
Texas: and his proposition to advance the
200,000, and, if necessary, have if doubled and
more thaw doubled by his friends, was made
directly to the War Department. Mr. Hart,
we Lelieve, is now one of the Commissioners
of Texas to New Mexico, &c.

President Davis has issued a requisition for
6,000 troops, viz: 2,000 from Louisiana: 1,500
from Mississippi: 1,500 from Alabawma ; and
1,000 from Georgia. The destination of these
troops is Pensacola, and the object to take
Fort Pickene, if it is not surrendered und: =
the demaud of the Government of the Confed-
erate Ntates. A number of the troops from
Mississippi and Louisiana have by this time
probably arrived at Pensacola, and the others
are on their way or under marching orders.

The Savannah Republican, of Monday,
says:

The steamer Georges Creek, Capt. Willetts,
from Baltimore, in coming up the river, was
bronght to on Saturday night last, by the bat-
tery at Fort Jackson. The Georges Creek, it
appears, having, when abreast of the Fort,
no lights observable, was hailed, and giving
no answer, two blank cariridges were fired at
her . still failing to answer, two balls were
fired at her, one of which p d over her
bows, aud the other over her stern, which im-
mediately brought her small boat to the Fort
to explain her position.

The following are extracts from the letter
of am oflicer in Fort Pickens to a friend in St.
Louis: %

Fort Prexess, March 18, 1861,

We left Old Point on the 24th of January,
and came on the Brockiyn by Abaco, the
“Hole in the Wall,” and the Bahamas (my
third trip through here D) stoppaed at Key West
for coxl, and arrived off Fort Pickens about
the 5th of February.

in the Sth of Febrnary I
the fort,

Ve have hard work, plenty of guard duty,
aud plenty of anxiety., The Brooklyn, with
our men on board, anchored oil' the bar
about four miles distant. Sheisaccompanied
by the frigate Sabine and sloop-of-war St,
Louis. The (vovernment at Washington con-
sented, some time ago, to make an sgreement
with the authorities on the Secession side, to
this efliect: That if the reiuforcements on the
Brogfiyn were not landed, no preparations tor
an attuek wonld be made. So we s
were.  The flest is hangiug on.  The sloop-of-
var Wyandotte (four guns) is lying in the har-
bor shreast the Fort, and everything is ap-
parently in statu qio,

Ve have finished mounting guus and get-
ting in all our wood, and completed thoselittle
defences necessary to enable awsmall command
to beat otf’ thousands.

The enemy has mounted, under command of
Capt. O Hara,formeriy of the Second Cavalry,
some four or five guns at Fort McRea, bearing
directly onus. And at the light-house they
have two or three heavy columbiads, nearly
enfilading our front fuce, while st Barrancas
they have & large number of thirty-two poun-
ders, and between this and the navy-yard are
two or three buatteries. So yon see we are
girt by & wall of fire

Now and then they change commanders over
there, and the work of negotiatiation has to
be done all over again. Col. Bragg was the
last oue to get command, and he had to kuow
of us what the status was,

I would like to tell you of the “flank de-
fence,”” the grape, canister, shells, fire balls,
mortars, columbiads, magazines, mioes, searp
and counter-scarp, the pickets and guards, the
long roll, and the alarm: but I canuot now.

Sir: The control of the warehouses ot the
Government in the several ports in the States
ot South Carolina, Georgia, £labama, Mis-
sissippi, Louisiana, Florida and Texas, hav-
ing been usurped under the alleged authority
of these States, and the officers of the Cus-
toms acting under the anthority of the United
States having been forcibly excluded from
their proper functions in the custody of mer-
chandize and superintendence of the entries
for warehousing and withdrawal, it has be-
come impracticable to continue the privilege
of bondiug for transportation to those ports,

Collectors of Cuastoms are accordingly here-
by instructed that no eutries for trausporta-
tien in bond to those ports can be permitted
until otherwise directed by this Deparunent,

" Tue New Tarier.—Nominally, the new ta-
rill went into operation on Mouday; but as,
by the taritf act, all goods in port could be en-
tergd under either the new or the old rates, at
th@pption of the importer, only those goods
upon which the duties are reduced by-the
Morrill tarifl came in under it. Besides the
goods in port, all shipped from foreign coun-
tries on or previous o the 17th of March may
enter under either taritf. This will make the
work of the Custom officials very complicat-
ed, as in many cases two entirely different
routines will be followed. A new bureaun
for the determination ot valves may be neces-
sary. Under the old law, nearly all the du-
ties were ad valorem, and the importer had
only to pay his duties and receive his goods.
By the new act a summ will be required as a
deposit suflicient to cover the probuble levy of
dnties. The merchandize is to be weighed,
gauged, or measured, or threads are to be
counted, and thus the quantity and quality
determined, after which the duties are ar-
ranged and deducted from the sum deposited,
and the balance, if any, returned to the im-
porter. Iustruments ot various kinds will be

uired for ascertaining the quantities and
valnee of merchandize, such us scales and

woeights, measures, provers for counm
threads, magnifying glasses, gauges,
hydrometers.

Where a side-walk is uneven, broken
up in places, and wanting repairs, there is
nothing more certain than that street passen-
zers will occasionally fall down, knock their
toes qut of joint, and probably hurt them-
selves. Those property owners who permit
defective pavements in front of their howuses,
are just as guilty as though they knocked in-
offensive and harmiess people down, or as if
they set trapsor tied strings to trip them over.
