APRILL 5, 1861,

VIRGINIA STATE CONVENTION.

FORTY-THIRD DAY.

Turrspay, April 4, 1861,
The Convention was called to order at the
usual hour, Prayer by the Rev. Dr. JETER,
of the Baptist Church.

EQUALITY OF TAXATION.

Mr. Sivarr, of Doddridge, resumed the floor,
and continued his remarks upon the pending
resointions of Mr. Willey, ot Monongalin.
He did not desire to detain the Convention
by any protonged discussion of the question,
tor he was now ready himself to vote upon
any snbject before the body. He reiterated
the position that his people were not submis-
sionists : they were ready to defend any inter-
est of the State, even though they had been
oppressed by the Last quite as much as by
the Northera agitators. He then went on to
give specifications, charging that the course
of legislation had been unjust to  large sec-
tion of the State; and showing that while it
was claimed thatit was for the interest of the
West to protect slave property in the East,
Lecanse 1t paid a Jarge portion of the taxes,
the State had been at an expense of over $,-
000,000 in the last two years for the. protection
of this property, and the entire tax raised
from thatsource was scarcely sufficient to pay
the interest on the sum. Nevertheless, his
people were ready to drive back the iavader
whenever e should come upon” our borders,
and all they asked wasachangein the organic
law in respect to taxation by merely striking
out the words ‘“other than slaves.” This
they demanded, and it must be done before
they would consent to turn their fuces to any
proposition looking to & dissolution of the
Union. He contended for justice, not as a
question of interest, but as a guestion ol prin-
ciple, and proceeded te demonstrate that the
Western peopie would in a few years pay into
the State Treasary every dollar that had been
appropriated to them, while in the East the
tax upon slaves scarcely paid the interest
upon the sum paid for their protection. DMil-
lions upon millions of dollars had been ap-
propritted to the East, through which the
State was deeply in debt, and he claimed that
the East should bear a due proportion of the
tax.

Mr. Stragr continued his remarks until
half-past 10, when the Convention went into

Mr. Ricuagpsoy, of Hanover, resumed his
remarks.

He said that at the time of the adjourn-
ment last evening he was endeavoring to
show that the proper place for Virginia was
in the Southern Confederacy, and to answer,
to the best of his ability, some of the argu-
ments of gentlemen who took a different view
of the maiter, He proposed to show in his
few remarks this morning the. ruinous conse-
quences to all the best interests of Virginia
from delay. On this point he discussed the
respective tariff systems of the two Confed-
eracies, showing the unquestionable advan-
tages to be derived from the one at the South,
and alluded to the proud position that Vir-
ginia would occupy at the head of the Con-
federate States. She would then be strong
enough to dictate terms to the North, and by
noother method could she so surely aid in the
ultimate recounstruction of the Union. He
apprehended none of the difiiculties allnded
t0 by gentlemen on the other side, of getting
to the Southern Confederacy through the
friendly Southern States which have not se-
ceded ; but if difficulty should arise, we must
wait until we can build ships sor purposes of
transport. Virginia must meet the ditlicul-
ties, in whatever form they are presented.—
Her position in the Northern Confederacy
was humiliating, and under “an iniquitous
tariff her commercial interests must be ruined

The Peace Conference he considered her
final effort towiards adjustment. The hopes
of those gentlemen who did not despair of the
Republic could find little enconragement in
the progress of the abelition party hereto-
tore, and he looked to no reform in public sen-
timent in that quearter. The South had a
right to complain of the hostile action of the
General Government, notwithstanding the
claim set up that Virgima had always sanc-
tioned or ratified the measures of the Admin-
istriztion in respect to slavery. The report of
the Harper’'s f)“»rr_v Comnuttee showed that
the North had foryears been engaged in run-
ning off the prm the South, and citi-
zens had been murdered in the attempt to
exetute the fugitive slave law. A few years
ago, under Fillmore's Administration, & negro
named Aunthony Burns was brought back, but
it required not only the whole military force
of a State, but a large force of the General
Government, involving an expeuse of some
hundred thousand dollars to bring bdback a
slave worth seven or eight hundred. Such
was an illustration of public seatiment at
the North. Should Virginia remain under
such a (Government as that? Ie wenton to
argue that the freesoilers had been trespass.
ing upon tneslave property of the border, al-
most depleting the counties there, and this
system of underground operations would con-
tinue. He wanted to give protecuon to the
frontier, which would put a stop to these en-
croachients. He did not conceive that it
would require a standing army to do this. A
line of military posts would be sufiicient, and
it was idle to mauaintain that this system of
defence would impoverish the Southern Cou-
federacy.

Mr. KicnarnzoN paid a just tribute to the
men and scenes of the past. He would not
consgent to remain in a Oonfederacy where not
only those great names, but the Southern peo-
pleof the present day, were dishonored by the
flendish spiritofaboiltionism. He would never
congent o a reconstruction of the Union, ex-
cept upon terms of perfect equality in every
respect.

Mr. MogrToy, of Orange, said that he had
designed expressi
the Whole, but in the very limited time that
remained for discussion he would have to
confine himself to a brief glance at the ques-
tions at issues He argued that the proposed
division by the line of 48 30 was not the equal-
ity of the Constitution ; not the equality pro-
claimed by the Supreme Court in the Dred
Scott decision. Such a compromise he deemed
a gacrifice of Southern rights, if not of South-
ern honor. Me would never consent to a re-
constrction of the Union except on terms of
perfect equality—equality from the founda-
tion to the very capstone of the Government.

He proceeded upon the position assumed by
the gentleman from Fauguier, (Mr. Scott,) on
yesterday, that the South would not be safe
under any concessions of consgtitutional
amendment coming from the North. A guar-
antee of political power wis the only mode
through which the South could protect her-

| self, and the destiny of the Union, which the

fathers contemplated, be worked out. The
principle, he believed, should be applicd to
every department of the Governmegut. He re-
sponded cordially to the sentiiment advanced by
the gentleman from Fauquier, that if this
Union could not be safely recoustructed, the
destiny of Virginia was with the South ; and
he hoped that it would find & response in the
mind of every miember on this floor. “The
point of difference between them was whether
we should have a Conference before or after
the withdrawal of Virginia. He alluded to
the appointment of Commissioners 1o the pro-
posed Conference. Appointments by this
Convention, he apprehended, would not rep-
resent the popular sentiment of the State.—
Maryland woald be represented by Commiis-
sioners appointed by the Governor, who, if
not a Black Republican, was cousin-germain
w that party. He had little hope that any of
the Border States would be represen in
such a mwauner as to reflect the popular inter-
est. He maiutained that Virginia should act
for herself in the emergency—secede first, and
trust to co-operation afterwards. Ile did not
doubt that if Virginia went out and joined
the Southern Confederacy, the others would
{ollow. Until, however, they came to the
standard which Virginia should set up for
herself, he wanted no union with them. Mr.
Mortox continued to urge the necessity of se-
cession until the hour of 12 arrived, when,
under the order of the Convention, the Chair-
man announced the termination of debate.

Mr. Wise took up the resolution adopted
with a view to the close of debate at this
poiut, which allows ten minutes to any mem-
ber offering sn amendment, ten minutes to
an objection, and ten
minutes for replication. He wauted an in-
terpretation of the resolution. '

Pesition of San Domingo.

If any one will take the trouble to draw, on
any good map of the United States, a line due
south from the extreme point of the penin-
sula of Florida, it willbe found—after cross-
ing the inlet, sixty miles wide, from the At-
lantic Ocean to the Gulf of Mexico—to inter-
sect the Island of Cuba ata point about one-
third of its length. The northern shore of the
remaining two-thirds of that island winds, in
agentle curve, in a southeasterly direction,
finally terminating at Caps Maysi. What is
known as the “Windward Passage,”” a strait
which connects the Atlantic ocean with the
Caribbean Sea, separates Cuba f:on Hayu;
the distance between ('ape Maysi, the eastern
terminus of the former island, and Cape St.
Nicholas, the western terminus of the latter,
being not more than twenty-tive miles, In the
western portion of Hayti, covering about one-
third of the area of the island, is established
the Republic of Hayti, Port au Prince being
its capital. The easterndivision of the same
island, and by far the most mountainous, con-
stitutes the Republic of Dominica, of which
San Domingo is the capital. The Mona Pus-
sage, another entrance from the Atlantic to
the Caribbean Sea, separates on that side
Hayti froia the island of Porto Rico, the strait
that divides them being about the same
breadth as the Windward Passage—twenuy-
five mniles. It will thus be seen that Hayti
lies exactly midway between Cuba and Porto
Rico, both of which are Spanish dependencies,
and any Power holding these three islands
would be in possession of the ocean gateways
to the Gulf of Mexico, the Caribbean Sea, and
all the States of Central America.

We have been the more particular in de-
scribing the geographical situation of these is-
lands, and their relative positions in rezard to
each other, because intelligence reaches us
from Havana to the effect that Spain has
seized upon that part of the island of Hayti
which is known to us as the Dominican Re-
public, or, more popularly still, as San Do-
mingo, and is about to re-annex it to the Span-
ish Crown. There s nothing at all improba-
ble in this report, though it is not unlikely, if
it should turn out to be true, that the fact of
this reassertion of an anthority which had
been abandoned for nearly half a century will
lead to grave complicatious with this Govern-
ment,

We forbear from making any comment at
this timme upen a movement which may have
been misunderstood, and concerning which
we have as yet but imperfect detwails. Until
we know more with regard to the matter, the
foregoing resume of the history of the island
will serve perhaps to enlighten some of our
readers, and will certainly enable us, on any
turther occasion, to render better understood
such remarks as we may have oceasion to
make upon the question of Spanish occupa-
tion.—Baltimore Erchang

Larer rror Havri.—The Havana corres-
pondent of the New York Journal of Com-
merce, writing on the 26th uit., says:

The news brought by the Pajaro del Oceano,
arrived 24th, from Port au Plutte, St. Demin-
go, does not quite confirm previous informa-
tion, and the authorities here are hesitating
abeut sending down the balance of the force,
and the two vessels of war named in my last.
Three battalions of Cazadores, (light infan-
try,) and two companies of artillery, are rea-
dy to be sent on board the ships. The story
of revolt, and that*‘the Spanish flag had been
displayed by the revolutionists,”” is now tem-
pered with the information that “they do not
ask the assistance or protection of Spain or
Spaniards.” Theemigrants sentdown by Spain
have been a little too precipitate, and a good
deal too certain of their game, as it no w seems.
The Bianca, too far on her way to recall, may
compel a different issue, and involve the au-
thority here in the necessity of forcible action
to justify what has already been done to de-
stroy the independence of a recogmized Go-
vernment.

Since writing the foregoing, I have ascer-§
tained that the Spanish war steamer Pelago
got to sea the night of the 26th, with a detach-
ment of troops, provisions and coals for St.
Domingo ; aud further, that all doubts and
hesitancy have been overcome, and that about
5,000 troops will be displayed in the capital of
the Republic of St. Domingo, that the screw
frigate ‘‘Petroniila” and the war steamer
“Blasco de Garay' will leave for that place
as soon as they have taken on board their
shell, provisions, coals and their quota of
troops. The “City of Norfolk,”” steamer, re-
cently condemned as a slaver, is also loading
with provisions, coxl and camp equipage.—
She will take a detachment of artillery : and
three other Spanish (Government transports
are loading for the same point with fleld ser -
vice stores and supplies of all kinds.

A Frssu WATER SPRING AT Sga.—Mr. W. A
Booth, the coast pilot of the revenue cutter
Harriet Laue, reports the discovery ot a boil-
ing fresh water spring 2t sea, off the coast of
Florida. He says the spring is situated twelve
miles, north by east, from St. Augustine, Fla,,
and eight miles oil’ shore. 1t boils up with
great force, and cin be'described at a distance
of twomiles. When first seen it has the ap-
pearance of a breaker, and is generally avoid-
ed ; but there is no danger in the vicinity, as
there 1s five fathoms of water between it and
the shore. Ten fathoms of water are found to
the seaward, but no bottom can be reached
with the deep sea lead and thirty fathoms of
line at the spring itself. The water in the
epring is fresh,and is by no means unpalatable.
One peculiarity aboat this phenomenon,is that
when the St. John's river is high, it boils up
from six to eight feet above the level of the sea,
and presents rather a forbidding appearance.
This spring has doubtless deceived hundreds,
who have hastily put abeut from, as they
thought, imminent danger, and reported seeing
a “rock with water breaking over {$.” The
Harriet Lane has passed through it several
times, and wateér has been drawn from it by a
bucket thrown over the side, and when drank,
no unpleasant taste or smell has been found.
Its position and harmless character have been
long unknown, but now the supposed danger
Las become, as it were, “a well of water in a
barren land.”

Tae Errect ofF SHor.—A shot does not make
a hole of its own sizeright through wood, but
inderits it, the fibres springing back after the
shock. Generally, the course of shot can only
be traced by a wire, sometines by a hole as
large as a man’s finger. The damage most
often happens in the inside of a vessel, in
splintering and breaking the wood, after the
main force of the shot was spent. Forts
Hamilton and Richmond, which are about o
mile apart, with & vessel lying between them,
could not, with their guns, send shot through
two feet of its timber. There is rarely an in-
stance where a ship was sunk by a solid shot.
Hot thot and shells do the mischief ; the latter
will sometimes make aperturesaf several feet
in extent, through the sidles of vessels.

The Last Visit to the Charleston Batteries

—Important Events Expected-Affairs at
Kort Pickens, &c., &c., kc.

Our correspondent telegraphs us that
‘‘things look squally,’” and to look ont to-day.
The Charleston papers of Wednesday contain
the following items, which are interesting :

We learn that Governor Pickens and Gen.
Beauregard go, to-day, to visitand inspect all
the batteries for the last time, and to arrange
matters for decided action, as all the batteries
are now thoroughly ready. They go in u pri-
vate conveyance, and alone.

A private dispatch was received here on
Tuesday, by one high in authority, from one
of the Commissioners at Washington, to the
effect that no further supplies or reinforce-
ments were to be attempted to Fort Sumter by
the Government at Washington, unless the
Government here was first informed. Itis
also stated that the President had not the
courage to execute the order which has been
decided upon in the Cabinet, to remove the
garrison. The President has now determined
to throw the responsibility of evacuation np-
on Major Anderson, and make him the scape-
goat to satisty the disappointment of the
Black Republicans of the North.

It is also rumored and generally credited
that the ordinary supplies to Major Anderson
will be soon stopped. 1f this is the course the
Government at Washington intend to pursue
towards Major Anderson, it is not only full ot
vacillation but of meanuess and duplicity.

The Courier, in alluding to the snbject,says :

It is said now that the last mortar isin its
place, and that the ammunition and supplies
are all in our possession, so0 that every means
for the speedy reduction of Fort Sumter may
be said to be entirely accomplished. There is
no possibility of supplies or reinforcements
being thrown in from the sea, for there is not
the power in the United States Navy to do it,
and of course the reduction of Fort Sumter is
only a matter of time,

There is one thing clear, that if the Gov-
ernment resorts to force and a sectional war,
there must be a strong and powerful party at
the North opposed to them. This party con-
stitutes the commercial cities and monied
men, and those interested in the industrial
pursuits of that section. This division being
made at the North, compels the Government,
in an issue of torce, to rely exclusively upon
the Black Republican party for the supply of
men .nd money. Whereas, on the contrary,
the Confederate States will present one united
and unbroken front, with no division, but all
ready to defend their homes and their aliars.
Iu such an issue, there can be no doubt as to
the final result. 1In addition to this, if there
be an appeal to force, it will at once throw
the Border States of the Southern country
against the Black Republican party and the
Government. In such a struggle as this, the
total overthrow of the Government at Wash-
ington is inevitable, and confusion and revo-
lution will be inaugurated in the Northern
States that must end in their entire and final
destruction.

The Mercury has a correspondent who says*

Up to this time, two hundred pounds fresh
beef, and three dozen cabbages, have been sent
to Fort Sumter three times a week—besides
potatoes by the barrel. Thus, both officers
and privates have been allowed to have at
least a considerable amount of wholesome
provisions fer seventy men, and what cause is
there for complaint? These facts are derived
from the best authority, and are relinble, Let
the Northern people do justice to Southern
liberality.

About 260 troops from North Alabama
and Mississippi arrived at Mobile on the
28th. They are the Madison Rifles, 100 men ;
two companies from Lowndes county, Miss.,
160 men. About 400 more from Mississippi
were expected to arrive the next morning, by
railroad. They are destined for Pensacola.—
A battalion of 130 men left Augusta, Ga.,
Monday, for Pensacola. The Chronicle says :

A most pleasing incident was one connected
with the departure. As the Walker Light
Infantry were passing through the streets, a
gentleman, whose name we did not learn,
stepped up to Lieut. Russell, and presented
him with one hundred dollars for the use of
the company. Such disinterested patriotism
is certainly worthy of being recorded.

While the companies were at the depot, and
the order to stack arms had been given, some

JJadies who were in the depot waved their

handkerchiefs and cheered the Southerm Uon-
federacy flag, which was borne by Ensign
Ells, ot the Clinch Rifles, and requested him
to allow them to take charge of it, while he
and his company were bidding adieu to their
friends. Of course, the request was cemplied
with, and the beautiful. embiem of Southern
Independeuce was conveyed to the fair hands
of those patriotic ladies.

The Warrington correspondent of the Pen-
sacola Observer says the Alabama Regimcent
has been transterred to the Confederate States
by Gen. Clemens; Col. Clayton has been re-
elected Colonel; Williams, Lieutenant Colo-
nel ; Steadman, Major. A man was shot at
the redoubt on the night of the 27th, in at-
tempting to pass the sentry without the coun-
tersign. He died soon afterwards. No blame
is attached to the sentry, who only discharged
hisduty. The deceased was a member of the
“Red Eagles,” Capt. B. L. Posey.

The steamer Kate Dale arrived at Warring-
ton on the 28th from Mobile, with large quan-
tities of provisions, five hundred stands of
arms and two bhundred thousand ball car-
tridges from Mt. Vernon Arsenal.

The Jacksonville (Ala ) Re‘publicsu says :

Capt. Draper’s company of over sixty stal-
wart men, who left this county last Satur-
day, were nrearly one-half married men—not
more than ten or « dozen have any interest
in negro property, and the three Lieutenants
and Orderly Sergeant are all grandfathers.—
Each one of them can take off a grey squir-
rel’s head every pop, in the tops of our torest
trees, with the rifle.

A correspondent of the Macon (Ga.) Tele"
graph, writing from Charleston, says :

On the subjsct of revenue for the Confeder-
ate States, I am credibly informed that Col-
lector Boston, in Savannah, is willing to enter
into bond to turn out three million dollars to
the Treasury the first year. Charleston is,
with equal confldence, counted for five mil-
lions—New Orleans for seven, and Mobile for
three. There you have abhundance of money.

Charleston harbor is well stocked with ship-
ping, and it is odd t0 see the Uonfederate flag
flying from the Northern masts,

MosTeoMERY, ALA., April 1.—Activeefforts
are making to complete the gap in the rail-
way hence to Pensacola, to facilitate the
transportation of troops to the Gulf. The
work will be completed in a few days.

Nothing important has been received from
Pensacola. Provisions are believed to be
scarce at Fort Pickens. Treops, provisions
and ammunition are flowing into the Con-
federate army at Pensacola. Two thousand
men are expected to leave Montgomery this
week for that point.

The rumgored reinforcement of Fort Pickens
is proncuunced, by reliable authority, to be un-
founded.

The editor of the Fort Gaines Independent
State, recently made an excursion into South-
eastern Alabama. Hesays: Should the sea-
son for grain continue 1o be favorable, the
harvestis bound tg be abundant. We have
lived in Alabama twent{--eun years, and
have ngver seen anything in the small grain
line (J¥compare with the present growing
ciop. 1tis confidently believed that the wants
of the country will be greatly and timely re-
lieved by the early grain crop.
