The New York Express says :
As near as can be estimated, about two

the rear upon theConfederateartillerists; that i
FortSumter will silence Fort Moultrie,which
it is claimed ran be done iv an hour, and that
then the steam lugs will be put into requisi-
tion, and Castle Finckiiey taken by assault.?
There is only a small force in Castle Pinckney,
but from this position, which is near Ouarles-
ton, the city could bo easily bombarded aud
set on fire. Whether there is any truth in
these conjectures or not, the plan they suggest
appears plausible; but a few hours wiil prob-
ably put us iv possession of certain intelli-
gence.
