FROY ANNACOLIN,

A letter from Annapolis, April 29, says:

Yesterday (Sunday) presented a spectacle in
the ancieat ¢ity which has not been witnessed
for years. Some two hundred goldiers attend-
ed worship e St. Mary’s (Uatholic) Church,
while others were busily engaged in carting
supplies from the Naval Academy to the depot
for trapsportition to Washington. The labor-
ers in the yard were also busily engaged in
unloading ships which came in daring the
morning, while others were erecting plank
quarters, &c. Y

But the most novel scene, in this guiet, re-
ligious city, was the departure of a portion of
the Eighth Regiment (New York) for Wash-
ington, haviug the clatter of 4 tull drum corps
in deatening blast as they passed through the
principal streets.  However, just as this body
had passed through the city an April shower
came down in its fullest severity, and the
troops returned to the yard and tok guarters
at the hospital, where they remained until
this morning and then departed for the capi-
tal.
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Four of the Atlantic steamers left for Phila-
delphia in the evening, and will return this
evening with troops and supplies.

Notwithstauding the rain yesterday, citi-
zens were carting their furniture to the whart
for shipment.

A private in the Sixth Regiment from New
York, on Friday, fell prostrate under the se-
verity of the heat, and was conveyed to the
hospital, where he was properly cared for,
aud has now recovered.

Among the numerous strangers from the
North now sojourning in the city, are Thur-
low Weed and John Sherman.

AFFAIRS IN PHILADELPHIA,

Deputy Marshal Jenkins on Friday seized
250 barrels of flour, at the Baltimore depot in-
tended for Baltimore; and on Saturday two
kegs of powder aud six revolvers were found
amonyg the effects of w citizen of Ceeii county,
Md., which were overhauied at the Broad and
Prime strest depot.,

Captain Albert L. Magilton, late of the
United Siuutes Army, has accepted the com-
mand of a volunteer regiment of Philedelphia,
which is nearly tull and ready for service.
Captain Magiiton served in the 4th artillery,
United States Army, for a number of yeurs.,

On Saturday evening a meeting of the na-
tives of Maryland residing in Philadelphia
was held at the American Hotel, for the pur-
pose of devising some means for the support
of the exiles from Baltimore.

On the same evening speeches were made by
the *“ exiles’ from Baltimore at the Continen-
tal Hotel, J. B. Shoemaker, Edward Raw-
lings and I'. Josepn Rogers.

HESSIANS COMMITTING BUICIDE.

A letter from Annapolis, dated April 27,
SAYS :

To day a recruit from Pennsylvania was
punished for some misdemeanor on board one
of the steamers, and after being released
inmped overboard and wasdrowned Another
from the same State, and said to be a recruit
from Noiristown, attempted to commit sui-
cide by cutting his throat. The effort, how-
ever, was ansuccesstul, and his wounds were
properly dressed by one of the surgeons at the
bospital, where he now lies in a dangerous
condition.

GEN. BUTLER TO GOV. HICKA.

In the correspondence which pasced be-
tween Gen. B. F. Batler, of Massachusetts,
and Gov. Hicks, at Annapolis, occurs the fol-
lowing :

I have understood within the last honr that
some apprehensions were entertained of an in-
sarrection of the negro population of this
neighborhood. I am anxious to convince all
classes of persons that the forces under my
command are not here in any way to inter-
fere withor countenanceany interference with
the laws of the State. I am, therefore, ready
to co-operate with your Excellency in sup-
pressing most promptly and effectively any
insurrection against the laws of Maryland.

I beg, therefore, that you announce pub-
licly that any portion of the forces under my
comma:nd is at your Excellency’s disposal, to
act immediately for the preservation and
quietness of the peace of this community.

Gov. Hicks replied :

I thank you most sincerely for the tender of
your men; but 1 had, before the receipt of
your letter, directed the sheriff of thecounty
to act in the matter, and am confident that the
citizens of the county are fully able to sup-
press any insurrection of our slave popula-
tion,

THE “‘PIVHTING ZOUAVES,”'

The New York Journal of Commerce re-
marks as follows :

In connection with George Law’'s letter to
President Lincoln, advising the clexrance of a
path through Baltimore at all hazards, it is a
significant fact that thatgentieman presented
Wilson’s Fighting Zouaves with a pair of re-
volvers each. Itis the unanimous wish of
that regiment—expressed on repeated occa-
sions—10 force a passage through the Monu-
mental city. The samedesire is expressed by
the Fire Department Zouaves, and, in fact, is
universally cherished by the soldiers of New
York. The petition to the President urging
thai the Baltimore route be held by the (Gov-
ernmentatany cost, is receiving numerous
signatures of influential citizens throughout
the city. Col. Learned is organizing a *Path-
finders’ Association,” the avowed object of
which is to cleave a road to the capital
through Baltimore. “Our route is through
Baltimore,” is printed in large letters at the
foot of a poster, stuck about town, asking for
srecruits for the Fifth Regiment of New York
volunteers,

THE CAPITOL BUILDINGS, &C,
Alluading to the present condition of the
Federal Oupitol, & writer says :

At Great Falls to-day
the churches were closed, and a mass reli-
gious meeting was held in Market square —
The Granite State Guard is under orders for
the war.. Each member has been presented
with & revolver, bowie-knife and blinket.—
The citizens have subscribed over $10,000 in
aid of the volunteers.

BosTo¥, April 28 —Qur volunteers go into
the harbor forts on Monday. On Tuesday
another 1,000 men leave this c{l_\' for the South.
Forty ritled cannon, contracied for by the
State some time since, are expected to arrive
ina few days. The First and Tenth Regi-
ments, the Crescent Brigade; aud Fletcher
Webster’s Regiment, are expected to leave
here carly in the week. Buttalion of
Light Infantry, under Major Dodd, are anx-
iously awaiting a call.

HARRIsBURG, April 26.—A confidential agent
arrived here this morning, reports 2,400 men at
Harper's Ferry, and 1,000 marched to Alexan-
drin on Thursday. The officers at Harper's
Ferry believe that General Beauregard is at
Richmond with 7,000 troops.

Purrtavecruis, April 29.—Advices from
Richmond are very interesting. (Governor
Letcher has seized all light draught vessels
and steamers for privateering purposes. The
regular tiners Yorktown and Jamestown are
now being fitted with privateering armaments
and are 10 be manned very fully. The priya-
teering enlistmentis very active, and no doubt
by a4 week hence thirty vessels will be sentout
from Richmond aloné. When these steamers
were seized, our flag was hauled down and
the secession flag hoisted and saluted.

CHicawo, T , April 28.—A gentleman has
just returned to this city, from a business tour
throngh Alabama and Mississippi, leaving
Mobile on Tuesduy last.

He reports that hundreds of men who had
gone to Peusacola to take Fort Pickens ure re-
turning home daily, disgusted, satisfied that
it is nmpossible for the Confederate Siates to
captare the fort. Large numbers of the treops
at Pensacola were sick and dying and in hos-
pitals, from the effects of fatigue, exposure,
and hunger. Our informant reports the peo-
ple of Alabama and Mississippi almost crazy
with excitement.

In view of events at St. Louis, a regiment
wis sentirom Springfield yesterday to oceupy
Alton,

A bill for a loan of 8,000,000 for war purpo-
ses, and another to send 10,000 men into camp
to answer the next call ot the Government,
are before the Legislature., Both bills will
probubly pass to-morrow.

Haggissrke, April 28 —There is general re.
Jjoicing here over the new requisition, the
rejected volunteers being exceeaingly glad.

Commissary (ieneral Irwin will leave for
Pittsburg to-night, to establish a military
camp. Troops will be collected there to pro-
tect the frentier of the southwesrern counties,
it necessury, and also to protect the Union
men of the northwestern counties of Virginia.

The war enthusiasm continnes as great as
ever Clearfleld county, containing 4,000
voters, his 400 men ready to march, and offers
a wholeregiment.

One thousand regulars are at Carlisle Bar-
racks,

Six hundred horses have been already pur-
chused to mount cavalry formerly of Texas.—
They will move during the coming week.

Five regiments at Camp Curtin will be
ready to move at a moment’'s warning.

The (yovernor of Ouio is meving two regi-
ments on Wheeling, one on Parkersburg, and
one at Guyandotte and Point Pieasant, to pro-
tect the Union men of Western Virgiuia.

Tuz ARgesT oF Likvr. Browy 15 BostoN—

Further Particulars.—It hus already been
stated that Lieut. I. N. Brown, of the United
States steam frigate Niagara, at Boston, who
test week refused to take anew the oath of al
leginnce to the United States Government,
threw up his commissicn, and was subse-
quently arrested on a charge of treason.—
From the Boston Post we gather the following
additional particalars :
“Lieut. Brown resides at Louisville, Ky,
and has bren 27 years in the Navy. Upon the
arrival of the Niagara here, Com Stringham’s
instructions that all officers should be required
to take an additional oath, obligating them-
selves to serve the United States during the
1rog, was carried out as regarded the officers
of that frigate. Lieut. Brown said that while
not repudiating any allegiance to the United
States (yovernment,he, just returned as he was
from a long voyage, and unacquainted with
the exact state of affuirs in the couutry, de-
sired to acquaint himself with the condition
of things before swearing to do all the Gov-
ernment might demand, even to shelling the
city which contained his wife and children.—
He wished to be put upon his parole of honor,
and receive his discharge—if receive it he must
—when at home in Louisvilie. The request
wis not granted, and then followed a rumor
that he was about to carry two slaves with
him to the South. This caused a large mob to
assemble at the railroad depot, and there was
miuch excitement until it was ascertained thas
the ruwmor was unfounded. Then he wus
charzed with having stated that he was going
to his plantation, and shouid fight for the 1lag
he fonund flying over it,and for his native State.
His remarks caased some angry feelings, but
he was not molested. Application was made
to District Attorney Woodbury for a warrant
for the arrest of Brown, but after hearing the
statements of witnesses, he said he had no
authority to issue a warrant under the procla-
mation of the President, as rebels by that
proclamation were allowed thirty da}'s to lay
down their arms. Headvised Mr. W. L. Burt,
who was actiog in the case, 10 apply to Gov.
Andrew, who at once commanded his arrest.
In the meantime the crowd visited the Wor-
cester depot, where a portion of Lt. Brown's
baggage was, and broke it open; but finding
no materials of war, disturbed it no further
Lt. B. was subsequently accempanied by the
Mayor to the Charlestown Navy-Yard, and
reported himself to Oapt. Hud=on, thus es-
caping ill-treatment from the Boston mob —
It was thought the charge of treason would
be dropped.

A Nsw BoMB-SHELL.—A new bomb-shell
has been invented by Mr Lofiis Wood, of
Brooklyn, New York, which he claims will be
more destructive than any projectile now nsed.
Its fOorm is similar to that of the ordinary
shell. The iuterior walls are coated with a
non-conducting composition, which prevents
the charge from fusing them. The charge is
molten materinl poured in through an easily-
closed gate or opening. The thickness of the
shell is so arranged that whether it falls
upon hard or soft earth, stone or wood, it
bursts, and the contenis fly in everv direction,
and in all shapes and quantities If it strikes
wood, ignition instantly ensues; and if a hu

man being, it passes down or through the
body with the rapidity and effect of light-

ning. A serivs ol test experimen's have been
tried, both with canwon and projecting by
hand. Inone of the latter trials, @ person

standing imprudently wear the spot of explo-
sion wus struck by adescending piece of the
fitling about the size of & pea on the back of

When
propelled from i cannon iis power of destruc-
tion may be imagined The shell can be made
in the form of & Minnie ball, with & compart-
ment to contain a combustible eompound for
the purbose of more exteasive and rapid con-
flagration. It has been offered by the inven-
tor to the Government, in connection with
his own services. The cost of the shell is
only one-fourth that of the form at present
used.

Personnel of the Southern Army.
We published yesterday, from the leading
Black Republican papers of Philadelphia, a

and we now give the other side of the picture,
as viewed by a correspondent of the Baltimore

xcbange,on his route from Angusta, Georgia,
last week :

Before I left the far Sonth, seven regiments
of Georgiz and Alabama troops had left for
Virginia, and orders were 1ssued on Wednes-
day last to the Atlanta (Georgia) regiment,
and to the Secoud Alabama Regiment,nt Mont-
gomery, to march on Friday. Their head-
quarters will be Lynchburg, Virginia. 13oth
of these regiments are composed of the most
sterling men in the commuunities where they
were raised, and have volun teered for the war,
and not for any specified number of months,
or under any shackling conditions as to where
they will do service.

Tze Second Alabama Regiment was raised
three months since, and wus the first regi-
ment on difty at Pensacola. It was this corps
of men that erected the first sand-batteries
opposite Fort Pickens, and oceupied them for
monthe, anxiously awaiting the moment
for an assault on that fortress. In this they
were disappointed, and the time of theiren-
listment having  expired, they returned to
their homes, but did uot disband. When the
President culled for troops in his secoud proc-
lumation, the Second Regiment held a meet-
ing, and by a unanimous vote tendered their
services for the war. Between twelve thou-
sand and fifteen thousand inen in the States
of Georgia and Alabama have received march-
ing orders for Virginia, and already large bo-
dies of them have arrived.

Along the line of the railroads in Alabama
and (Georgia, the greatest activity prevails.—
The roads are thronged with extra trains of
cars crowded with soldiers. Every kind of
care which can possibly be turned to the pur-
pose of transportation, are brought into re-
quisition. The troops arenot only fully armed
and equipped themselves, but attached to each
train are cars louded with all the arms, habil-
iments, and necessaries of war. ‘L'he Fifth
Georgia Regiment was resting at Augustu,
awaiting facilities for transportation.

At Florence, S. O, I met the famous Pal-
metto Regiment, which garrisoned Morris
Island at the siege of Sumter. They had three
extra trains of cars, which they had just left
to partake of breaktast. This regiment was
the finest body of men 1 have ever seen wear-
ing uniforns. The regiment will have its
headquarters at Richmond, Va. Col. Cabell,
formerly of the United States Army, but now
Acting Quartermaster (General for the Con-
federate forces, who will rendezvous in Vir-
ginia, expressed the opinion that he had never
seen such material in the ranks, and added,
that with such soldiers, defeat wits not even a
possibility, much less a probability.

At the different railroad statious along the
read through South Carolina large bodies of
Ltroops were waiting transportation tacilities,
all eager to march on Washington. On reach-
ing Wilmiagion, N C., & most animated scene
wns presented. The wharf wus thronged
with the appliances of war. There were piles
of ronund ~hot und thousands ot bombs, on
which a number of men were busily engaged,
preparing them forimmediate use. There were
twenty-two pieces of cannon and thousands ot
muskets and small arms,which workmen were
busy ‘i packing in boxes to be sent to Raleigh,
(yoldsborough, and vther points of rendezyvous
in theState. Theenthusiasm in the Oid North
State knows no bounds. Communities which
two weeks since 1t was thought were divided
Are NOW a unit, anxious to march forward ‘o
the relief of Virgiuia.

At the depot in Wilmington was a bady of
two hundred nnmiformed men, awaiting trans-
portation to Ruleigh. They were to depart by
the regular passenger train, and their friends,
in thonsands, filled the depot building and
crowded the streets through which the train
passed, (0 witness their departure and cheer
them with their approbation. More than halt
the crowd were temales, nnd as the train lert
they, with tearful eyes, waved the volunteers
adien, and blessed them and the cause, which
they were leaving their homes to promote and
defend. This was the second detachment from
Wilmington, aud.on Saturday another ol
several hundred would leave. The scene
along the line of the Wiimington and Weldon
Ruilroad, in point of enthusiasm, sarpassed
anything which I have ever witnessed. [ he
communities of Alabama, Georgiu, and South
Carolina, compuared with those of North
Carolina, were tame and unconcerned.,

Atevery railroad station handreds of the
country people had gathered, aud as the train
stopped it was greeted with the most raptur-
ous cheers. In almost every instance 4 ma-
Jority of them in waiting were females ; and
at Bowden and Warsaw at least three-fourths
of the number were of the geniler sex. At
the first-named place the display of men was
S0 meagre that & gentleman asked one of the
ladies where all their men were. She instant-
Iy replied, * Gone to serve their country, sir.
We are sorry that there are not more to go. I
have three brothers, and they are all iu the
service at Raleigh, I am sorry that I have
not more brothers, that they might attest their
devotion to theiwr country by marching to the
defence of her honor.” "Asshe closed her re-
marks there was deafening cheers for the
women of the Old North State, and three more
for the beautiful speaker—for she was really
beautiful—whose heart was so thoroughly de-
voted to the South,

On inquiry L learned that one-third of the
men of the place had volunteered and equip-
ped themselves, and thot the ladies had pre-
pared large quantities of lint and bandages,
which they bestowed upon the State. The
cases of individual feeling were of the most
striking character. There was some kind of
a demounstrat . «t every planter's residence,
cottuge, cab n _ud hut. At the residences
were to be seen the entire household, includ-
ing slaves, who waved hats, handkerchiets
and the Confederate States flag; and frequent-
ly at the cabins one person only was to be
seen, and in most cases that person was a wo-
man, who cheered the train as it passed.—
Gov. Ellis called for five thousand troops,
and on Thursday evening he had accepted
thirty-two thousand, and many of the coun-
ties of the State had not been heard from.

FROM PETERSBURG.
[FPECIAL CORREAPONDENCE OF THE DISPATCH.]

PeTrassrra, April 30, 1861,

Our streets were agnin enlivened to-day by
the presence of Palmetto troops, who arrived
from Weldon by special train at 12} o’clock.
Though we have had to record the passage of
80 many troops, on so many different occa-
sions, through our city, yet the welcome ex-
tended to this detachment of volunteers, and
the interest expressed in and feit for them,
were no less genuine and enthusiastic than on
any previous occasion. Long before the hour
of arrival, squads of gentlsmen and companies

ladies wended their wi,y thither, and every
plce at all prominent or comfortable was ap-
propriated, and thou:inds not so fortunate
Wwere compelled to stand exposed to the sun,
the wind and the dust. The troops were formed
into line, and drawn ap in front of Jarratt's
Hotel, Wwhere they were welcomed in an able
and patriotic address, py the Rev, Theodoric
Pryor, who referred in eloguent terms to the
prestige of their noble 'State,and paidaglowing
tribute to her.preseut. attitude, and tg the bra-
very and patriotism of her undaunted troops.

A blockade must be existing in point of fact,
and to constitute that existence there must be

ower preseirt to enforce it. The famous
erlin and Milan decrees and the British or
ders in council were held illegal because they
assumed, in contravention of the clearest
principles of public law, to impose the pen-
alties of a breach of blockade where no actual
blockade existed ; in other words, to create a
blockuade by proclamation. The United States
Government has uniformly insisted that a
blockade should be made effective by the pres-
ence of a competent force, and have also pro-
tested against the application of the rights of
seizure and confiscation to ineflegtual or ficti-
tious blockade,

A blockade having been established, the in-
gress and egress of vessels are acts treated as
breaches of it, for the destraction of the ene-
my's commerce is the very object of the block-
ade, Itisintended to suspend the entire com-
merce of the place, and a neutral is no more
at liberty 10 assist the traffic of exportation
than of impertation. The utmost that can
be allowed 10 a neutral is, that having taken
in cargo before the blockade begins, she ma
be 1t liberty to retire with it.
