Here is a basis ofcash values which certainly
ought la su-titin any system of la-Bee which
the emergencies ot the war may call into re-
quisition ; and tbe problem for the convention
of bankers i.->. so to utilize these values at to ren-
der ihi-m available for the purposes of thewar.
llHppily for tbe cause of the South, there will
be no question vrhrther those cash products of
the South can be used for the public benefit.
Our cotton, rid-, and sugar planters havelutig
ago put tbat question to rest. Tbey have said
tn the Government, "take our ciops; use, cm
ploy, convert them in any way yon think best
for the muse : wu place them eutirtrly at your
disposal." Tho Government, therefore, bos
only to take such portions of these crops as it
may requin- for its parpoees, giving receipts
lor the number vipounds taken, as evidences
of indebtedness for future settlement. The
hnni.ciai C'-nveutiou has thetefore no problem
before it for solution, except tho single one
hmr lo utilise the values thus placed at the
public disposal. Probably no country was
ever bef iro so fortuimt-s as Ihe Houth in the
possesionr.f resources of credit so intrin-
sically valuable and so readily available for
the purp.s-s oi finance. Wo expect an easy
snd perfectlysatisfactory solution of this most

important problem of the war, from the assem-
bly of financiers about to be convened.

The resources wo have enumerated aTe

those which the South possesses over and
nbovo tbe ordinary cues which belong to
ber iv common with all other nations. She
has, besides these extraordinary values, her
vast landed estate, her personalty, and ber
representatives of wealth in ail its ordinary

forms. She has bet five hundred millions of
acres of land, sixty millions of thorn im-
proved: worth twelve hundred millions of dol-
lars. She has personal property in various
forms worth a thousand millions of dollars,
exclusive of tho value of her four millions of
slaves. Had she no cotton, no rice, no to-
bacco or naval ptores, no export values which
all the world is eager to purchase with gold,

\u25a0be wtuld still possess resources equal to the
demands of the most costly aud protracted
Btruggle. If, therefore, the recommendations
of the financial Oi nvcution about to meet be
wise, aud they be adopted by tbe Confederate
and State Governments, we look for no trouble
in solving the financial problem of the war.?
Public debt will certaiuly haveto be incurred ;
but the war will be a blessiug to the South,com-
puted with the weight and cost of that commer-
cial dependence aud financial vassalage to the
JJorth, which the South has heeu groauiug un-
der for fifty years. The war itself will not cosl
mure while it lasts than thai vassalage would
bave cost tho South during tho same period.?
We save by uon-iutereourse what we expend
for the war. The drain under the vassalage
left penury and paralysis behind : the war wilj
leave independence, wealth, and blooming
proeperity. Capital, by hundreds ofmillions,
will then re«ort to the South. F.nterprize wii]
take up her abode in our land. Wealth and
industry will spring up in tbe pp'pitiouH atmos-
phere thai will then surround thcrn as onr lux-
orisnt vegetation grows up under the genial
influence of the Southernsun.
