The Herald on England.

A late number of the New York Herald con-
tains a most ferocious editorial onslaught upon
England. The wrath and indignation of the
whole North finds free vent in this furious ti-
rade, and its capacity for brag is especially
fllustrated. The North, according to the Her-
ald, can whip England and put down “the
rebellion,” too. What an amazing people!-—
We have no doubt, when the IHerald reaches
England the Premier will shake in his boots,
and all the military and naval officers resign
their commissions.

“U’pon what meat doth this our C.xsax feed,
that he hath grown o great’” When did the
North, as such, ever thow that she was a more
military people than the English? If we
achieved cur independence after a seven years’
war in the Revolution, it was because a
Wasnisaron led armies. In the late
war, the most sigoal victories gained on land
were nchieved by Southern commarders, and
it is no more than fair to admit that England,
about that period, was fighting the whole
world. «The case would be very different were
she now to bring her naval and military
strength to bear upon the Northorn fragment
of a dissevered Union. Detween the Soutl,
on oue side, and Canada on the other, the
Northern States would be crushed between an
upper and nether millstone. Upon the sea,
the destruction of Northern ships would be
universal. It is notorious that the United
States, except in the single item of gunnery,
hae not kept pace with European naval im-
provements, and that the naval power of Grea
Britain is twenty to one of that of the North
A single Dritish squadron would sweep cvcr_y'
vestige of a Northern Navy from the face of
the sca, and destroy its commerce in every
quarter of the globe. Having merely relin-
quirhed the right of privateering for the pur-
yose of disarming its Southern adversary, it
would bo left entirely helpless and without
any possible chance of retaliation. The North
could not injure England now, commercially
or any other way. The North has nothing
that England needs or desires; the cotton, to_
baoco, naval stores, &e,, which have hitherto
ensured the peace between the two countries,are
all in the friendly Sonthern Confederacy,
where England can obtain thsm all the more
readily by falling out with the Northeru
States. The time has gone by when England
could be taunted and defied with impunity by
the North. Sho can strike the North now
everywhere, and the North can find no vital
point to wound in return, Shecaninve i her

from Canada; she cancover the lakes wich her
armed steamers ; she cun bombard and burn
down DBuffalo, Erie, Cleveland, Detroit, Chi-
oago, Milwaukie : and upon the Atlantic bor-
der, she can hlockale every Northern barbor.
and reduce Boston, New York and Philaddle
phia to ashes in three months after the be-
ginning of hostilities, and they can neither
prevent nor avenge it. Iow absurd, then, in
the New York Herald and other journals of
that city pretending to defy the power of
Great Britain!
"And’what is all thisrage for? What provo-
cation has unhappy England given for these
indignant reproaches and appalling threats ?—
None, whatever, except that she refuses to de-
part from her neutrality. It is not enough
that the North har eighteen millions to twelve,
but it iz unsatisfied cven with that odds ; it
is inconsolable because the whole world wi'l
not help it to put down the Southern rebel-
lion. What heroism! What chivalry ! The
neantrality of England would seem to furnish a
casus belli to the magnanimous North. We
can well understand the keenners of its disap-
pointment, that it has not been cheered on to
its work by the whole Parliament and pross of
Great Britain ; but it should net have been' ab-
surd enough to indulge such expectations, and
the disappointment iz a righteous retribution
for the perfidious and wicked course which has
been adopted, to prejudice the whole civilized
world against the Southern States. We have
only been known abroad through the medium
of Northern newspapers; and then, habitual
calumnies have been circulated through every
prees of Europe. Northern travelers have
#own the same faisehoods broad-cast over the
whole face of the earth. Mz, Srows
has held us up to the horror of man-
kind, in a book that has found its way into
every castle and cabin in the whole world.—
Beecuer and his Puritanical crew have
jibelled us every Sunday from their pulpits,
and the Suvuxers and SEwArDs have gone
abroad and sought industriously to dissemi-
nate the poison through the most influential
circles. When the Prince of Wales visited
this country, he was monopolized by the Re-
_ publican courtiers, and did not visit a single
town in the South except Richmond, and
hence a Republican correspondent propagated
the monstrous falsehood that he wae insulted,
and before the truth could overtake it, the
miserable fabrication had traveled all through
Christendom.

~ thaa to spin her the most marve llous yarns,
and she will never by word, look or pretence,
disturb bis complacent conviction that he is
pulling wool over her eyes. But her instinct
of self-preservation is not often found nap-
piog, and the amouant of intelligence she has
suddenly displayed upon the true points at issue,
between North and South, may weli take the
North by surprise. Weo can fully sppreciate
their indigoation thut the§ have told so
many sdmirable lies to no purpose what.
ever, and that the statesmen of Englan! bave
all slong understood the rea! facts of the
onse. No wonder they feel wrathful, but how
can they help themselves?

An Elective Judiclary.

Ooe of the most striking illustrations of the
workings of an elective jediciary occurred in
Obio & year or two before the dissolution of
the Union, which may be recollected with gd-
vantage at this time with a view to some real
reforms that are required in our own Consti-
tution.

In the case of a writ of habeae corpue sued
ont before the Supreme Court of Ohio in behalf
of certain persons under trial cr sentence by
the Cireuit Court of the United States, (sitting
at Cleveland,) fur a violation of the fugitive
slave law in that State, the Judges of the
Court declined to interfere for the relief of the
parties in question. The decision of the ma-
jority of tue Bench to this effect was delivered
by Chief Justice S8wax, sustaining the consti-
tutipnality of the law of Congress under this
head, and declaring the incompetency of the
State tribunal to arrest the proceedings inati-
tuted in the Didkrict Court of the United States.
As this decision was in accordance with an
unbroken line of judicial precedents, arrd more-
over afirmed by the most primary maxims of
judicial propriety, it was supposed that the
decree of the Court would command the re-
spect of law-abiding citizens of all parties.

But mark the result! A political Conven-
tion of the Republican party, of which Chief
Justice SwAN was a member previous to
his election to the Bench of the Su-
preme Court, and which assembled soon
after the above decision of that tribunal,
declined to place him in nomination
fur re-election, for no ether reason than be-
cause he had expounded the law in comformity
with existing rules and his own sense of judi-
cia! duty rather than in accordance with the
behests of a political organizatich or a domi-
nant popular sentiment. The Republicane
openly avowed this shameful fact, one «
them, a Cleveland attorney, who was actively
engaged as counsel for the parties arraigned
before the Court, proclaiming boldly that
“Judge Swax was dropped for the reason thay
be, as a judicial officer, recognized the fagitive
slave law enactment of 1850 to be of binding
force in Ohio; and the other two Judges who
were with him in opinion will be dropped in
the eame way as soon as they are reached in
the order of time. We do not recognize men
to be Republicans, here in Northern Ohio,
who will, for 2 moment, sustain the miserable
epactment.”

This iz but one illustration out of many,
memorable, however, from the subject with
which it is connected, of the disorganizing and
illogical doctrines promulgated under the reign
of that pernicious system which suhjects the ju-
diciary to the exactions of a fanatical pepular
election, by which its independence is not only
compromised but threatened with total over-
throw. Such expressions of & perverted popu-
lar judgment were not peculiar to Ohio. A few
years ago, it was generally proposed t» make
the Judges of the United States Supreme Court
periodically elective by the people. And a po-
litical State Convention of Iowa, in expres:ly
declining “o hold themselves responsible for
“the doctrines of the Supreme Court,” based
that determination on the fact that its incum-
bents “cannot be changed by the action of
parties”—thus converting its highest title to
popular confidence into a source of partisan
suspicion. We trust that the Southern States,
in any future reform of their organic laws,
will eradicate and avoid that most dangerous
of all innovations upon ancient Constitutions
--an elective judiciary.

You may readily
perceive we have a sulliciency of camp labor
to nndergo ; but, as it is tor the good of our
hcly cause and our country, we are content
and willing to perform our duties like good
and true soldiers. *“‘tlonor to whom honor is
due.”” It is the impression in camp that the
15th Regiment will be removed to Richmond
the early part of the week, but how long we
shall remain there we are not informed: as
the boys are anxious to take one more peep at
our noble ‘*‘city of the seven bills,”” we are
quite grateful even for the privilege of pass-
ing through the town. I shall write again
shortly, and I hope I shall then be able to in-
forin you that **We have met the enemy and
they are ours.” J. I

From the Rie Grande.

The Brownsville correspondent qf tb'orr-
veston News, ia his letter of June 11, s

Whilst at Point Isabel I had the areof
meeting Gen. cio Uomo the ex-
President of the Mexican Kepublic, and his
two beautifual and accomplished daughters,
who, after traveling with him for two or
three years through Europe, have decided to
take np their residence in this city. Gen.
Oomonfort is n gentleman of Eaglish ex-
traction, althongh a& Mexican born, and he
warmly sympathizes with the cause of the
South. His party in Mexico seem to be gain-
ing strength every day, and as he believes
that that unfortunate Republic cannot be
ruled but by a central Government, and that
the present power will not be a permanent
one, he has, in my opinion, determined to
. ke his residence among us, perhaps
-, *h the object of waiting for the ‘‘turning of
:%.e tide,” to take a hand in the affairs of his
unfortunate country.

I yesterday had the pleasure of visiting
Fort Brown in com y with Capt. Moore,
of the Uonfederate States Army. ne fortis,
at present, impregnable, and the work done
under Uol. Ford’s command during the six
weeks he has been engaged in it is reéally
astonishing. Capt. Moore, who is a graduate
of West Point, and an excellent officer, was
agreeably surprised with the improvements
made by Col. Ford, and the fine progress of
his troops in drill and discipline.

Qol. Ford is very popular in this region,
and has many friends on the Mexican side of
the Rio Grande. I understand that his per-
sonal influence with the authorities and peo-
ple of Matamoras has had a good deal to do
in making a friend and ally of the neighbor-
ing State of Tumaulipas. The election held
recently in that State has been in favor of
Senor Serna, who is saic to be a good friend
of the Sonth and an admirer of her in2tita-
tions.

Col. Ford received, the day before yester-
day, a communication from a Mexican official,
informing him that there had been distur-
bances on the river above this. He immediat «
1y ordered Uapt. Littieton to take a detach-
ment of men and make reconnoissance in the
vicinity of Edinbargh and the settlements
above it. It is believed here that the party
mentioned is commanded by Theodoris 1amo-
ra, the second in command to Cortina. He
was, about twelve days since, at the Mesa
Rancho, forty-five or fifty miles above Mata-
moras, and on the main road to Camargo, and
had about forty mea.

The marauder, Cortina, is said to have one
hundred thonsand dollars furnished him by
an agentof Lincoln. The political chief of
Matamoras has received an oflicial communi-
cation from Reynosa confirming the above,
and stating that Cortina was on the Rie
(3rande, above Edinburgh, endeavoring to en-
list men, buy horses, saddles, &c. All concar
ia saying that Cortina is on this side of the
Rio Grande.

Fortunately, Col. Ford is acting in concert
with Gen. Guadalup Garcia, of the State of
Tamaulipas, and as their troops are scatiered
from Fort Mclontosh down to this.point, it
will not be improbable if we will, before long,
hear of the capture of the Mexican bandit.

Dorxas 1x TRE NorTEwest.—The corres-
pondent cof the Cinginnatl Commercial, un-
der date of June 234, furnishes the sutjoined
items from Grafton, Va.:

The Confeds are getting *‘sassy.”” At Phil-
lippi the pickets keep up a constant skirmish,
and yesterday one ot the guards of an Indiana
reginent was killed while on duty. Last
night three privates in Company I, Obhio
Twentieth, were shot at the first station west
of Glover's Gap, where they were guarding
the Baltimore and Ohio Road. They were
shot in the breast, two of them, it is feared,
mortally wonuded. To-day, when the artil-
lery were out practising, buta little way
from here, over the nortbern hills, they were
fired into by a monnted scout of the rebels,
who had pushed out that faron the road from
Puillippi. Some of our Ohio boys are after
them, aad it is hoped will bring them in. The
pickets report this eveniag that they have
been fired npon.

Lieut. Hamilton, with ten men of Company
K, Ninth Indiana Regiment, went out to-day
and captured five ** Secessionists’ about four
miles north of here. One of them named Poe,
and his over-grown son, had been a nuisance
for some time, intimidating their Union
neighbors, and threatening to shoot this and
that man for whom they had a dislike. They
made a show of fight, but had to come down.
Nix or eight gnns were fouud in a bed in Poe’s
house, and a fine horse belonging to the rebels
wus “‘attached.”

Avorutk Rerorr.—We copy the following
from the Memphis Bulletin of Thursday last,
but have seen no allusion to it in any other
paper:

1t was nnderstood last Saturday that there
were abcut 890 Missouri State troops encamp-
ed at Jacksor, Mo., fifieen miles back of Cape
Grirarderu. ‘1ne steamer City of Alton, with
1,000 troops and two six-pounders, left Uniro
on Saturday night, with sealed orders, under-
stood to be destined for Cape Girardeau. The
Alton proceeded to Commerce, Missouri, ten
miles below Cape Girardeau, which latter is
about fifty miles above Cairo. Persons start-
ed from Commerce immediately on the arrival
of the troops at Commerce, to prevent the
surprise of the State troops. The Federal
troops took only two day’srations with them,
and at last accounts had not returned.

Frowm a passenger who reached the city last
night, on the steamer Conway, and who left
Cairoon yesterday, we learn that a report had
reached that place, that the steamer Oity of
Alton had been captured at Cape Girardeau,
together with 590 prisoners. 7The report is
believed to be entirely correct, as it 18 well
known that much uneisiness was felt at Cairo
on Monday night, on account of the non-
appearance of the steamer City of Alton and
her crev.

IuroRTANT Feov BerMmrpa —Files of the
Bermuda Gazatte to the 11th ult., have been
received. Great activity prevailed at the
islands, in congequence 5f the additions mads
and to be made to the sirength of the North
American squadron—in view, it i3 supposed,
of the war in the United States,

The Admiralty has chartered the sailing
transports (Gondola, (Queen, Wanderer, Eliz-
abathy, Peninsula, Sumaria, Hero of the Hull,
Black Egle, Patrician, Eva, Rambler, Duch-
ess of Sutherland, Nerthumberliund, Britan-
pia and Wyo, to take military stores from
Woolwich to the West Indian station and the
British possessions in America. A large
number of Armstrong gnns for the different
fortifications will be seut by thesa vessels,

will be placed on & war footing.

The (azette, in another article, has the fol-
lowing :

Her Majesty’s Government have decided on
adding largely 10 the number of ships on this
command. The Mersey, 40, sc., Capt. Cald-
well, C. B., which splendid frigate was re-
cently here on her way home trom Jamaica,
left Portsmonuth on the 12th urnder steam for
this station. Four other vessels have also
been commisgicned—we have the names, how-
ever, of only three, viz: the Driver, the Ri-
naldo, and the Challenger,

The Driver, 6, paddle wheel steam sloop,
Commander Horatio Nelson, has received, in
addition to her other armament, a 100-pounder
Armstrong pivot gun. The D. is said to be
exceedingly well manned, both in officers and
men. The Rinaldo, 17, s¢., Commander Hew-
eit, V. U, is just commissioned. The Chal-
lenger, 22, £c., corvette, Captain John J. Ken-
nedy, C. R., has a compliment of 250 cflicers
and men. Another first-class steamer and
six gunboats will =oon te ordered to join the
fleet under the commmand of Sir Alexander
Miln, who has received special instructions
for his guidance in the difficult and ticklish
work before him.

Now, everybody is in
favor of it. f! i3 a treasury filled with grand
and holy memories—a little Eden, perfumed
with flowers—the offerings of affection oo the
altar of memory, roofed by trees planted by
pature and art, and glorious in its quiet love-
liness. All, therefore, should seek more and
more to make it what its founders intended it
to be originally—an ornament to our city.
Hollywood must, indeed, to all who have
friends buried therein, be precious “while wood
grows and water runs.” It is better adapted
for the use to which it has been devoted than
any similiar piece of ground we know any-
where. The murmuring waters of James river
sound a perpetnal requiem to the memory of
the dead entombed above them.

Town and Country.—~The country abounds
with attractions at this sesson of the year.
Nature has assumed her greenest and brignt-
est livery. The vales are carpeted with grass,
and the orchard trees ladened with fruit, while
they ard their furest brothers abound with the
ricnest foliage. The air is * redolent with
sweets,” the fountains leap with life and the
many streams rush rlong merrily and joyously.
