The Richmond Enquirer publishes the fol-

lowing extract of a Jetter from Charleston,

Aanawha county, the present headquarters

of General Wise, Alluding to the General, the

writer says:

He seizes traitors. and the enemy crosses the
river somewhere and seizes citizens who are
Woyal, to hold as hostages. The General’s time
is half taken ap with trying traitors; the
other day we caught a spy, (A German Jew,)
with a clothing *tore worth $5,000. Me was
canght fair, and too plain 1 deny, and 80 he
torteited all his stock, which clotbes our r
mountain boys. He was warned by the Gen-
eral that he would have td kneel apon his cof-
fla, which made him turn pale; and when he
was told that he had lost all of his pack, he
blubbered like a baby.

Three nights ago we had to select 350 men
to rush up to Ripley; the Richmond Blues
started at 1 o'clock, on one hour’s noiice, and
got thirteen miles up Pocotalico river bafore
they were overtaken by the horses sent to
take them up. Lieut. Uol. Patton wase in
command of two corps of cavalry, and three
companies of infantry. The Ohio troops, 2%
strong, had run to Ravenswood. The mext
day while scouting, our cavalry got into a
hornet's nest of sharp-shooters concealed on
a high hitl. Oune of our horses was touched
by a rifie ball, sut no one hurt. The cavalry
stopped and sent back for infanty. The Blues
rushed forward, and suddenly came upon the
enemy posted two hundred teet above them
T'he Biuese went round the bill to get in their
rear, and they immediately fiad. he Blues
deacended to an old mill, which they found
parricaded, but unoccupied. Direcuy they
«aw Lhe enemy coming down the hill. The
Blues rushed upon themn, headed by their
Uapiain, who cried out, * Let every man pick
his man and fire.”' They hereupon opened a
gulling fire upon them, killing a Capt. Bur-
dette, mortally wounding many, and securing
eight jrisoners, They then took possession
of the mill, in which they found some provi-
s1ous, percussion caps, &c. The Biues are a
legion here; let Richmond hurrah for them !
We coutinue Lo muster in companies, but need
new arme, rifles, powder, and two or three
12-pound howitzers,

We are permitted to make an extract from
s letter written by a member of the Richmond
Blues to his friends in this city, dated Ripley,
Jsckson couuty, July 1st :

“ We left Charleston, Kanawha, for this
piace lagt Saturday uight about 8 o'clock, and
arrived here ou Sunday night at 7 o'clock
The distance 18 40 miles. The reason of our
oming £0 quick was that a party of the epe-
mmy came upon this little town and forced all
we men in it to take the oath of fidelity to the
United States. They raised a Union flug,
stayed In the town about zu hour, and then
l#1t, so our company could not get here in
time to have & brush ; but yesterday morning
we heard they were about eight miles further

, and we started in pursuit. When we
hed the place they tled to the mountains
rboys followed them, and a few shots were
exchanged. No one hurt on our side. We
hunt-d them all day, and st nighttall came
back to this place. .

*1do ot suppose we will stay here long.—
The peopla met us very cordially, and apoear
o be very glad that we are here. They were
all ecared nearly to death, and many had lert
iheir bomes, but are now returning. The ene-
my arres'ed the postmaster and placed arvo-
ther in the cffice; but when the news arrived
that we were coming, the fellow ran off and
hue rot heen heard from since.

“Thepeople generaly appear to be willing to
abide 1y ube ueclelon of the majority, and
irom the way the old mountaineers usre
coming in, I think Western Virginia will yet
prove true to the honor of the old Common-
wealth

‘*Atthe camp of the enemy yesterday, we
fonnd two arums, threa bags of coffee, six
barreis of flour and three barrels of sugar.—
This will Jast us twoor three days, as we
leftall our stores at Charleston. We also
found two flugs, oune of which will be pre-
ferved 10 place in the Biues’ armory when we
return.'’

THE ENEMY'S ACCOUNT OF AFraAlIRS,

The following correspondence of the Cin-
dnpati Commerclal pute down the loss of the
"‘rebels” at seven 0o many, and wiltully mis-
states other circumstances of the engagement;
uevertheiess, it will be read with interest.—
This skirmish appears to have taken place on
e day previous to the fight reperted yester-
day, in which the First Georgia Regiment
was engaged :

Brvcgnassox, Va., July 7.

Agallantband of fifty Buckeyes, lrlurd Ohio
Regiment, under Oapt. O. A. Lawson, of Co-
lumbus, made a good record yesterday after-
uoon, at Middla Fork Bridge. Friday after-
noou, without Gen. McOlellan’s krowledge,
Gien. Schleich ordered Col. Morrow to detach
fifty men for & scouting expedition. Surgeon
McMesns sccompanied the party, five men be-
ing taken frowm esch company of the regiment.
The expediiion proceeded by bridle paths
wcross the Lills, to a point on Beverly Pike,
five miles this side cf Middle Fork ridge,
und encamped for the night.

Laweon rcaled a rough mountain and croes-
~d Mitdle Fork in the moruing, two and a
hulf miles ubove the bridge. He followed the
*tream with greatdifficulty, through uanbroken
thicke's, until he reached a good ambush
within musket range of the bridge, which
was crowded with rebels. The epemy dis-
vovered Dis party, and an advance guard of
five cautiously approached him from the
bridge, all ready with their muskets. His
men stood ug, and both ties fired simulta-
neously. Three of the rebels tell at the firat
round, aud the other two dropped immedi-
slely afterwards. -The enemy now opened
upon hie little band from three sides—from
the bridge, behind its embankments, and the
thickets on the hillgide.

In order to get better oy portunity, he moved
bis men into an open space seventy-five yards
from, and commanding the eastern entrance
of the bridge, and poured into the crowd of
rebels & galling fire ; the effect was awful,
imprecations and screams of “murder’’ rend-
iug the air. His men obeyed orders with ab-
solute composure. A number had already
been hit, and one was killed in the actof
firing.  After firing four rounds into the
bridge he ordered a retreat and the lade back-
“d slowly into the bushes, carrying their
wounded.

The casunlties were as follows : Samuel W.
Jobus, of Hamilton, Butler county, shotdead
by a ball through the breast; Corporal Joseph
High, of Columbus, shot in the right foot b
4 Kebel from the hill-side. The ball struc
vu the top of his ancle,and passed downward,
shattering the small bones of the foot. Nicho
las Biack, a Brighton butcher boy, of Cincin-
Latl, was struck in the forebead, over the right
*¥¢, by a buckshot, which lodged bstween the
tkull bones—a severe wound, but not danger-
oue. He fell, snd, rising again, he took two
more shots at the enemy., eo. W. Darling,
ot Newnrk, was shot in the left arm.

David Edson, of Harnesville, Belmont coun-
ty, slightly wounded in the right arm; Jos
Backus, of Newark, slightly wounded in the
left leg; Wm. Dening, of Hamilton, Batler
county, had the skin above his right ear cnt
by & bull; seven or eight of the men received
= ratches, aud had their clothing riddled.—
Uapt. Lawsou and his men are confident that
sume were killed in the bridge. Seven were
killed outside of the bridge. All acrounts
Sgree that the rebels were about 300 strong,
mostly Gieorgisus, including 40 horsemen,
Wwed with Sharpe’s carbines.

Frodx ArKANsAz.—The Memphiz Appeal
publishes a letter, dated Johnson ccunty,
Ark.,June 30th, from which we extract the
following :

Exprese riders from Fort Smith and Mis-
gouri have been flying through this ceuntry to
all parts of the State for the pastday or two,
spreading the alarm that the iiincoln mercen-
aries and thieves from the three great aboli-
tion States which beleaguer Missouri west,
north and east, were pouring into that State
in overwhelming numbars, and driving the
Confederates before them. Yesterday I saw
acouple of Arkansas soldiers from Fort Smith,
who reported that McCullech, with his com-
mand, was woving toward Missouri. They
also contirmed the reports from Missonri —
They sinted that Gov. Jackson, with’ 1,500
COonfederates, was retreating before cver-
whelming forces, and falling down upon the
Arkansas line ; that he had given battle three
times. We have received here a printed pro-
clamation from Ben McCullcch in reference
to the above, and calling upon all citizens to
rally to the rescue of Missouri with such arms
as they have. Heorders them to report and
rendezvous at Fayetteville, where they will
immediately organize into companies and
battalions.

Every man nearly, that is left ia our sec-
tion, is arming and getting ready for the field
immediately. I was busy all day yesterday
putting in urder some old rifles and double-
barrelled shot guns.

The invasion by the Lincolnites will be
checked before it reaches our line. We will
give them a taste of Arkansas hospitality—
right between the eyes! Wa had already
sent, as we thought, nearly ail the effective
and available men to the tield; but this sec-
oud turnout will astonish you. Nearly all
the good, serviceable horsesg are already in
the field, and the rest for the most part will
have to go afoot.

Gen. McRae passed up to Fort Smith a few
days since, staying over night here. We are
looking for stirring times all along Mason and
l‘)ixon'- line, and especially at Cairo and in
yirginia.

I Ehould like to hear of the capture of the
great mud hole (Uairo), and also of the bom-
bardment and destruction of that infamous
and ineolent sink of iniguity, *‘Sinsennatty,”
which could easily be done with a few colum-
biads and mortars planted opposite on the
Kentucky shore. It is to be regretted that
the course of Kentucky has been such as to
forbid our investing Oincinnati in the man-
ner mentioned. 1t would ba to strike a terri-
ble and trenchant blow where itseffect would
be terrible and disheartening to the foe.
