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Death of the Chancellor of England.

The crlebrated jarist and writer, the Rlcht
Honorable Jno O-mpbell Lo mg&
lor of the United Kingdom of Brlm-
and Irela n& died very cnddnly
on m: 233 of June, from theraptureof a blootl
veasel.

He was the sevent'h and youngest child of
tha Rev. (George (Jampbell, minister of Cupar,
nnd Magdalen, danghterof John Hallyberton,
Feqg., the hud of & iamily posses-ing large
ianded eetalss in Fnrfushin, Scotland, and
weas born at Unpar, St. Andrews, in the cona-
tv of Fife, Scotland, on the 156th of September,
1751,

His linssge war noble, and counld be traced
on his father’s side to the Dacal house of Ar-

le.

Ha was edacated at St. Andrew’s [Tniver-
sity, commencing at an urlr age under the
‘-uwrahlp of the Rev. G. Hill, of St. Mary’s
Uolisge. At the age of twenty ha had a'l-
ready taken the degres of Mastsr of Arts, and
l‘ni!!‘t‘d on the studies of the Eoglish Bar in

During the period of his probation,
Cempbell was eroployed as A writer of theat-
rical criiiques in the Londen Morning
Cluroricle, then tho o'gan of the t Ghas.
Fox and his adherepts, and made his mark as
a writer of abiiity in a walk entireiy at vari.
ance with the dry staaies he was asaiduous-
ly'rynrﬂ ing.
these efforts ho weaa largely indebtad for
his means of subsistence nnd success; and
rustained by untirieg industry, was ealled io
tie bar in the Michacimas term of 1806.

From that moment he began to rise,although
chec lw.! in hic career by many drawbacke.
1r volarmes of Nisi Prius Reportsgave
atation; and upen Lord Eldon’s death
ho succeeded to the position of Uounsel to the
Crown.

In 1530, he entered the House of Commonas,
where he was a trequent pnd admired spealiter
on tho Whig side in politics. Tn 15832 he was
made Solicitor (General and thea Attorney
Ganeral, suoceeding Sir W, Horne, under the
Whig '\Ilm'«u-y

In 15341-he wes made L.ord Chanceilor of
Ireland, on the resignation of Lord Plunket,
and with it received a peerage, with the ritle
Lord Qampbell of St. Andrews, County Fife,
Scotland. His party—the Whigc—going out
of power the same year, he devoied nimaeld
1o itterary labors, )mviu' resigned his Chan-

cell ‘r~h|p in \epr.nm“ﬁ" It was doving the
period thai elapaed until 1315 that he prepared
& considerabls portion of his “Lives of the
Lord Obancellors aud Keepers of the (Great
Seal.” In 130, wien Sir Robert Peel came
into power, Lord Uampbell was made Chan-
celicr of the Dachy ot Luncaster, and in 1850
necamo the snccesscr of Lord han'nm, 2s
Lonl"UhnT Jusatice ot the Courtof Kiug's
HBench,

When Palmear«ion succeeded ithe Derby Min-
fatry, Lord Campbell was, st leagth, made
Lord High Ohaue —uu, of tha Realm, and held
that exnlted offica with great distinction an-
til tho day of his death, having thon paseed
the ripe old age of eu,hoy yesrs.

Ha qied full of honors, leaving o proad titls
and a nobdle reputation, a: o man of Kindly
dispesition ana great -ialeilect, w those who
iplberit his name and his «states,

Lord Campbell married, in 1821, Mary Eliza-
beth Scarlett, danghter of Lord A'szer, and
was the father of seven cnildren, thrae =ons
and four dsughters. Oone oi his sous renre.
sented Cambridge in Parliament, and anoiher
ey ;-i Englan d in Bengal, in thearmy cf the
late Esst India Uompany.

Sir Richard Bethel, wio haa been raised to
the wool=arck ax the successor of Lord Oam
bell, ic a native ot Bradford, and was born fn
" rduating at Oxterd, he adopted law
ns his profession, and was called to the Bar
in 1823, and made Queen’z Connsal in 1840, In
1852, when tho bouor of Knightheod was con-
I'erred upon dSir Richard, ha was made Solici-
tor General in the ulmyry of Lord Aber-

deen, u position he neld until the wanefar of
Sir Aloxander Occkovrn to the Beach, when
he Loecame Attorney Qeneial. »ir Richard
Bethel occupied, by genaral consent, the posi-
tion ol leuder ot the Eugtieh Har.
