The Militia roll, are like the census tsnles.

They serve only to valuable depositories of in-
formation. From t.'ie one, 'he tiovernment
may aelcct it- saMc-i- of taxation; from the
other, it- BuU-HM !"T the field. The American
system of volunteering bas deprived the mi-
litia of the practical utility it once had. lt
ha* been copied by tirest Britain with great
HBtoUBUi and that kingdom f-.inridcrs itself itn
pregnable against French lavaatoa from iti
large tir.i wall trained volunteer forces in
every county. Ihe British Government has
paid much attention M this new service, and
the militia system has virtually g"ne "id <?\u2666
use in the kingdom.

Uur (toverninerit has been wry negligent ol
Loth services. It has allowedthe militia sys-
tem to degenerate into a mocLery, and ii ha,a
taken no pains to provide a substitute, by en-
couraging the vdiirreer aytaaa. The States
bave relapsed into » eiiuii.al negligence on
the subject tl defer.ee. They have leit the
whole business af arms and the army to tha
Federal tiovernuicnt. Our own Virginia \riu-
ory w»« turned iLto a Bearing mill. Not a
gun was in -tinfactvred in the State,except ea-
casionally ? rifle by some gunsmith of the
mountains, who had almost forgotten hi. trade,

and who would sometimes make a gun to keep
tip fhe recollection of hia calling.

Th-' only htaeea of military kaewledg* and
skill remaining in the Stat** were the result "f
private eut-rpris- and individual talent. The
people alone kept the military -pint alive : the
State Governments igßcfed and neglected .'?
Volunteer . mpanies would spricg up aud
fiourish a while, then tbey would languish and
fall into decay. The prospect of war would
kindle the flume- ; the decline af ih.- danger
or of the probability, -aould extinguish them
again.

more men have volunteered in Virginia I- than have been accepted into the service.?
Those who have beeu rejected hove been re-
jected for tbe want of arms. If they would
eiirure (heir acceptance into the service, they
have only to provide themselves with anus-
The uio-t practicable source from which these
may be obtained, is from the large stock a*
double-barrel shot guns still in the country.?
A bayonet attachment has been invented for
this arm. and the use of the Minnie ball or
the wire buckshot eaitridge makes it as effi-
cient as art of tbe improved arms. Tbe
?emutry rifle, also, may often be obtained iv
s-iflicient numbers to equip a companyor two
tv a county. The use of tbe Minnie int-tead
of th* round bell in these, makes them fully
a*dcßtructi ye aa the famedEnfieldrifle. Let the
volunteers understand this fee.: Ne company
will berejected, but every<>nepromptlyreceived,
provided it is armed : and as many as twenty-
five thousand volunteer force* may lie raised
in \ irginiain addition t» those now in the field,
armed with the weapon* we have pointed
our.

Sad jQasuiilty?Xn' Richmond Zouave*.?
Thia cpu-Bi'uity cray muclj pained yesterday
to beat oi the aca-ioent happening to this gal-
lant company, by w-ich three of it* members
were instantly deprived of life. Some of thr
most estimaWe young nen of thia city were
members of the corps, which was on its way
to the battle-field, with the hope of assisting
to drive tbe invader* from onr soil. The for-
tunes of war have thus far given as no more
?[-regnant instance of the uncertainly of hu-
man expectations, or made us realize tnire
forcibly and painfully the 'ft quoted adage,
" in tbe midst of life we are iv death."

The accident to which we have alluded oc-
curred on last Friday, the particulars, so far
as we have been enabled to gather them, being
aa follows:

The company being under marching orders,
had taken ita departure for Laurel Hill. A
number ofthe BBSS*, the night being very dark
and rainy, had seated thethaelves on the hea-
vily-loaded baggage-wagons. While one of
these, containing R. 11. McConnell, a brother
of the Captain, Lieut.Brightwell, private Plea-
sants, and six companions, was passing Eigh-
teen Mile Mountain, the wagon upset and roll-
ed down a declivity, falling on andcrushing to
death the three member* named above. Tbey
were instantly killed. We believe tbeir bodies
were brought down by the Central BUM yester
day. The death ofyoung McConnell (a native
of thia place? is a sad bereavement to his fam-
ily and numerous friends here. Iti* a conso-
lation, though a sad one, to know that they
perished in resisting tyranny and oppression.
Peace to their souls.
