It is precisely at this point that the burden
wupon the community begins. The object of
the call is to furnish effective soldiers. That
object can be accomplished much better by
devising s judicious system of regulations for
the employment of substitutes than by any
other procesz. The furnishivg of substitutes
for the militia service could be greatly im-
proved upon, by allowing the substitute to be
mustered as a twelve month’s velunteer. The
moment it was known in Kentucky, in Mary-
land, and other quarters, that soldiers could
be enlisted bere as substitutes and provided
with arms, immense numbers of men would
flock to Virgioia for the army, and many
hundreds already here could find rerdy places
in the volunteer cumpanies, being provided, as
they would be, with arms. The rule in regard
to the minimum age of the recruit might also
be modified 50 as to allow persons not less than
seventeen or gixteen to substitute others on
being provided with arme. Thus a very consid-
erable army of armed and effective volunteers
might be obtained by the call for the militia,
provided only some pains were used in good
faith by tho Executive looking to the or-
gunization of soldiers, rather than to putting

unnecessary burdens on the people.
Unless some measures of this sort are taken,

it is clear that the call fur the militia will
prove a miserable abortion, and bring disgrace,
as it bas already brought odium, upon the
beads of its contrivers.
