Oapt. Fulsom, of the Twiggs' Volunteers,
leaves our camps for a few days to recruit his
health at the springs He complains of rheu-
matism, which gives him some displeasure.
The Uaptain is & young man, in the vigor of
life, and from his experience in the Kansas
war against John Brown, he will prove ade-
guite 10 every emergency in the present war.

A British Cotton Route Through Mexico
Recommended.
[From the London Post, (Government organ,)
June 28 )

On the 21st of last month an act was passed
by the Cougress of the Southern States at
Montgomery, prohibitung, under heavy penal
ties, the exportation of cotton or of cotton
yarn, ‘‘except through the seaports of the said
CUonfederate States.”” And this prohibition
is locontinue =0 long as any of the ports of
the Sonth are blockaded by the Government
of the United States. The objsct of this act
clearly is to retaliate upon the Northern
States, by preventing them from obtaining for
their manufactures a supply of the raw ma-
terial overland. It would appear, therefore,
that for the present all commerce in Ameri-
can cotton is effectually cut off. The block-
ade of the Southernpasts by the navy of the
North on the one hand, and the strict pro-
hivition against the inland traflic on the other,
must entirely shut up at least the ordinary
channels of traflic ut there i1s a clause in
the recent act passed by the Confederate
Siates which indicates that & new outlet may
be found in the present crisis for the great
staple of the South. The provision to which
we refer is in the following words : “Nothing
in this act shall be so construed as to prohibit
exportation to Mexico through its contermi-
nous frontier."

Now, as the Northern States are at peace
with Mexico, they cannot of course interfere
with any exports that may be shipped from
that country. Still less can they blockade
any Mexican port. The guestion of the prac-
ticability of establishing a transit for cotton
across the Mexican frontier is, therefore, one
of very great imporlance, and more espectally
‘o ourselves. We may remember that during
the Russian war 2 traffic of a similar kind
was established with great success. Although

-1l direct intercourse with Russia was pro-

hibited, the produce of that country found
its way overlard to the ports of Prussia, and
was thence shipped, without let or hindrance,
to England. The land traffic had, no doubt,
the effect both of raising the price and dimin

ishing the guantity. But we deemed it bet-
ter 10 submit to this inconvenience than to
the still greater inconvenience of bzing
deprived of Russian produce altogether. The
truth is, the more commercial the world
grows, the more difficult does it become to en-
force the laws of war regarding trade. The
spirit of these laws is so essentially opposed
10 ‘he spirit of commerce that we need not be
surprised at this, nor at the various attempts
which have been made of recent years by dit-
ferent commercial bodies, both in Eyrope and
in America, to overturn the ancient doctrines
upen thissubject, and to introduce an entively
new maritime code.

Whether or not the contemplated cotton

traflic through Mexico is likely to succeed, we
are Lot prepared to say. Tampico, we be-
lieve, is the nearest port to the American
froutier, and the route from thence through
Texas to the mouth of the Mississippi is long
and difficult. But we know that in India,
cotton is still brought from the interior of the
country by the most primitive modes of con-
veyance ; and in the event of a protracted
struggle in America we have no doubt thata
poruon of the produce of the Southern States
will find its way to Mexican ports, and from
thence in neutral bottoms to Europe. It is
astonishing to what channels commerce will
adapt itself when its ordinary course is in-
terrupted Nuapoleon could march in tri-
umph from the Tagus tgsthe Vistula. He
overthrew, as if by magic, the best appointed
armies and the most ancient dynasties in Eu-
rope. He could make and unmake what laws
he choose, excepting only one—the simple
and eternal Jaw of demand and supply.
His famous Milan and Berlin decrees were
more injurious to his subjects than to his ene-
mies. British commerce found its way into
the heart of bis dominions in spite of every
obstacle, and American cotton will find its
way across the Atlantic in spite of all the na-
vies in the world. Bat itis possible—nay,
highly probable—that the demand for it will
diminish in the event of a protracted contest
There are numerous instances in the history
of commerce where the accident of war, or
even the alteration of a law, has entirely de-
stroyed some particular branch of trade. The
present state of things has stimulated and
must continue to stimulate the production of
cotten, not in one, butin many countries.—
Who can tell that the misfortunes of America
may not prove the salvation ot India? Rev-
olutions in commerce far more remarkable
have frequently occurred, though to the
Southern mind such acontingency may at
present seem beyond the bounds of possi-
pility.

lnythe meantime the fortunes of war seems
to tavor the Northern States. Instead of ad-
vaucing upon the Capital, which according to
the public boast of Mr. Jefferson Davis’ ad-
herents, ought to have been in their posses-
sion a month ago, they have not only made a
retrogade movement, but they have evacuat-
ed Harper’s Ferry, a post of greatimportance,
which they had taken all possible pains to
fortity.

Gex, Garserr.—The Uharleston Mercury
writes of this neble and gallant defender of
the cause of justice and his native South—

Robert Selden Garnett entered the West
Point Academy as a Cadet from Virginia, in
September, 1837. He graduated in 1841, and
received the appointment of brevet 2d Lieut-
enant, 4th Artillery. In July, 1843, he was
detailed as instructor of infantry tactics at
West Point, and continued to occngy that po-
sition until October, 1844, when he was at-
tached t> Gen. Wool’s staff, in the capacity
of aid de-camp. On the breaking out of the
war with Mexico, he joined Gen. Taylor’s
column, and distinguished himself by his
braveryin the battles of Palo Altoand
de la Palma. In August, 1846, he was made
1st Lieutenant, and called by Gen. Taylor to
his personal staff, on which he served until
January, 1849. For his * gallant and merito-
rious conduct in the several conflicts at Mon-
terey, Mexico,”” he was breveted Uaptain; and
again, on the duﬁnu fleld of Buena Vista,
he was breveted Major for *‘gallant conduct.”

Since the close of the Mexican war, he has
been attached to 7th Infantry, U. S. Army.
Upeon the dissolution of the Union he resigned
his commission, and joined his fortunes with
those of his native State In noogrlmf
his merits, he was appointed b t
Davis Brigadier General in the Provisional
Army of the Oonfederate States, and placed
in command of one of the corps d'armee sent
to crush out the Abolition traitors of the Pan
Handle. }le died nobly in the performance o
his duty, the first general officer to fall in the
cause of Southern independence.

Execution and Confession of a Murderer.

The negro, Toney Johnson, alias Thomas
Shaw, whose capture we have noticed,
we un derstand was hung by the citizens of
the District Friday morning, at the Dean
Forest Bridge, on the Ogechee Canal. The
following is his confession :

“] was brought by Henry Tucker from Vir-
ginia when I was seventeen years of age; I
am now about twenty-four yearsold. I was
sold to Dr Briggs, in Troupville, Ga , and
was sold by him to B. L Johnson. I ren
away from Mr Johnson in December, 1860,
carrying a boy with me to Savannah ; said
bovy has been returned to his owner, having
been taken on the Savannah and Charlestou
Railroad, near the Savannah river. I was
captured also that time, but made my escape
afterwards, and returned to the city of Sa-
vannah, and have beexn in thecounty of Chat-
ham ever since.

“On March the 4% I murdered Mr. P.
Bradv, in the city of Savanaah, in Yamacraw.
Mr. Brady saw me pase his house several
times, and took me to be & ‘auaway. He in-
vited me into his house, saying he wonld give
me something toeat. 1 wen %0 the door, and
he arrested me, saying, * Yo: are my prison-
er.” I had a kaife, and stabsed him in the
left arm, al:=o in his left shoulder, which
killed him in ten minutes. I inimediately left
his house for the woods.

“1 killed Mr. Sam’l W. Williams on or
about the 15th day of June, 1561. 1 was per-
suaded 10do so by & negzro mau, namead Gay,
belonging to Mr. James ) Hines. I saw Guy
on Mr. Hines’ place two or thiee times, and
he persuaded me to kill Mr. Williams, and 1
agreed to doso. 1 saw (Guy the same morn-
ing 1 killed Mr. Wiliinms—he told me to stand
in the bushes close to the bridge, and that Mr.
Williams wou'd cross the bridege. Guy then
went to the fleld. After I had killed Mr. Wil-
liams I went to the field and saw Guy and
told him I had killed Mr. Williams. 1 then
asked Frank for a hoe to bury Mr. Williams,
telling him I had Kkilled him; he told wmel
would find one under av old hou=a. 1 buried
Mr. Willinms by myself, about 6) or 10 yards
below the Dean Forest Bridge. He was shot
on the opposite side of the canal—he was shot
with a double-barrel gnun, loaded with buck-
shot.

“1 met Frank, & slave of Mr. J. J. Hines,
in the month of March, and told him if Mr.
Wiliams did not mind I would kill him. He
replied, ‘Well, it you will, we will take a big
drink on it.'

*“Adam, a slave of 'Mr. James J. Hines,
now in jail for the murder of Wililams, igin-
nocent.

“The hoe with which I buried Mr. Wil-
liams is in the ¢anal, nhout five.feet from
where the head of Mr. Williams was; (the hoe
was obtained in the spot mentioned ) 1t was
Mr Dotson’s gun thar I shot him with Mr.
Willinms was shot about six o'clock in the
morning about thirty steps from the bridge.—
After I left Mr. Williams I went to a camp of
Messrs. Bradly and Giles’ negroes, eight in
aumber, near Mr. Shaw’s plantation, but
soon left them and went to McAlpin’s, where
I stayed until the 16th of this month, when I
was arrested by Constable Jones and others,
and was shot by Mr. Mitchell.

“I have committed various robberies in the
county. I robbed Mr. Schnider, on the Au
gustaroad; Mr.J W. Wilson, on the canal ;
Mr Dotson, on Cherokee iill, of gunpowder
and shot; John H. Crawford’s smoke-house,
and trom many others who I do not know.”'

The abov» confession was read to Toney, and
ha read it himseif, and signed it under oath
I1le was a very sensible negro, and could both
read and write, and has been, in his own
words, the most desperate boy in Chatham
county.

AR IxcipaNT.—A correspondent of the New
Orleans Delta writes as follows from Vir.
ginia :

“1have heard of a significant incident on
the upper Polwomac, which goes to show that
the hearis of many of the Union soldiers are
far from being warm in the work of invasion.
A partof the enemy’s pickats, it is said, cali-
ed across the river (o a party of our pickets,
and proposed that delegations of two from
each side should meet in the middle of the
river and take a drink together. The propo-
sition was accepted, and accordingly two of
the ¢* Yankees " stripped off their clothes to
prove their peaceful iutent, and armed w..h
nothing but their canteens, took a canoe and
paddled out into the stream, where they
were met in like fashion by a cougic
of CQoufederate soldiers. After a qu?
interchauge of drinks and compli-
ments, the Confederates jestlugiy remarked
that they had a strong mind to taike the Yan-
kees prisoners. The latter replied that they
would rather b2 prisouers than not. They
were heartily sick of the war, they said, since
it proved to be a war of invasiou. They were
willing to fight for defence, but they could
only ba dragged by force of military discipline
to go with sn invading army into Southern
territorv. Their time of service would be out
on the 10th of July, and, with thousands of
others, they would go home with an unaltera-
ble determiration not 1o take up arms again
in the same cause. This is only soldier’s talk,
it is true, ncr was this meeting of equal pomp
and consequence to that of Napoleon and
Alexander on 2 raft; but such testimony tells
more in regard to the morale of the enemy's
army than the magnilocqueat bulletins of its
Generals.

A TovcuiNg IncineENT —The foilowing, com-
municated to the New Orleans Delta, is an il-
lustration of the spirit with which our troops
g0 out to battle:

The last of Hampton's Legion left this
morning ; the first detachment went off last
Wednesday. They marched in early in the
morning, aad halted in the shade back of Mrs.
Hampton’s, to await the hour for the cars to
leave. Tbe scene, before the tcoops resumed
their march to the depot, was very imposing
The Lieutenant Coloa=l had them drawn up
in double line, and saill, “Soldiers, it is prop-
er at all times to acknowledge our dependence
upon God, butmore especially at this time;
and for this purpose the Rev. Mr. Barnwell
has been requested to lead us in praver.” It
was an affeciing scene, when they uncovered
and bowed their heads reverentially, while
the petition was presen ted ia their belhalf, and
the iear was brushed from many an eye.——
The last detachment left with like exercse.
