A NEW PLAN OF THE CAMPAIGN,

Henry J. Raymond, of the New York Times,
who is now in Washiugton and enjoys inti-
mate relations with General Scott and other
military men, makes the following sugges-
tion in & letter to his paper:

The Baltimore South says :

By reference to
the account pablished by George Wilkes, of
New York, and ihe official enumeration of
regiments, and the disposition made of them
befcre the battie, we gather that the rightand
central attacking columns consisted of 30 regi-
ments and 14 batteries, while the left wing;
under Colonel Kichardson, which was also
engaged, consisted of 4 regiments and 1 bat
tery, making « total of i regiments and 15
batteries a tuully .n the fight, equivalent 1o
trom 5,40 to 40 000 men  Besiaes this force
netively epguged, nearly the whole of which
was concentrated agaiust the left and the left
ventre of the Confederates, the Federalists
Lad in reserve, under Colonel Miles, ¢ regi
ments and 2 baiteries, and under (General
tlanyou, 7 regiments, making a total of 16
reginents, or about 15,004 men in reserve.

The }ederal loss is more diflicult of compu-
tation as the lists of casualties are stubbernly
witaheld by the (GGovernment. This is in
striking coutrast with the coaduct of the Con-
federates, who publish in their journals the
names in full of the sufferers as rapidly as
they can be obtuined. Nome Federal regi-
mental oificers have, h ver, made returns
and the mortuary stat s 0t 17 regiments
show aloss in them of 2,460, In this list none of
the casualties among the regular Lroops,
which were heavy, 18 included, nor does it
embrace the loss in some of the volunteer re-
giments which suitered most severely. The
total Fede~al ioss cannot be computed at less
than 5,000,

SLOW REBURUITING IN NEW YORK.

A letter from New York, August 7th, says :

Kecruitivg still goes on lu this city, but re-
cruits douot come up by the hundred, endea-
voring to crowd into fall ranks, whence they
must ot necessity be driven away, as wus the
case with one or two regiments on that fa-
moug Sunday, the Zlst of April—two days
after the march of the Massachusetts Sixth
through Baltimore. The feverof military en-
thusiasm which then pervaded the city has
given place o & moderated sentiment. The
work of fliiing up our mew regiments has be-
come A steady movement, so that the military
associations now in progress here proceed
with system and regularity.

A
strong scout was immediately sent out to se-
cure them, but have not yet reported.
