TrSEDAT'S 8BlBB;gH IX FAIBFAX.
The following is from the Washington cor-respondence of the New York Herald, datedAugust27 : /
Yesterday a picket guard of fifty of theThirty-eighth New York Volouteers, underCaptain Dennett, were sent out from.theircamp, nearthe FairfaxTheological Seminaryto Hailey's Oross Roads, abou-. five miles dis-tant. Captain Dennettplaced his main picketat the aJross Roads, and stationad detach-ments at importantpoints in advance. Oneof thes.i detachments, numbering ten men,occupied a position on the L«eesburg Turn-pike, one an-i a half miles from the OrossRoads, on a prominent hill commanditg vview of the surrounding country. This de-remained in undisturbed possessioncf the position until ten o'clock this morningwhen it was attacked by aforceof seven hun-dredof the enemy, composed of cavalry andinfantry,with onepiece of artillery. Theat-tack was made so suddenly that lire of theparty were made prisoner*. Tne other fly«managedto reach the medn picket at thecrossroads insafety.
Tne assaulting partycr*-pt npon theguardunder coverof thick woods on on* side and acornfield on the other, by which they werecompletely concealed until the momant theyprecipitated themselves upon the picket.
As soon as intelligence of theattack reachedOapuia Dennett, ac started with the mainguard to .'he relief of his men, but was verysoon overu.ken by Captain Allison, of thesame reglme.it, the brigade officerof the day

who was on his way with another company
ot the Thirty-eighth New Yorli Volunteers torelieve Captain Dennett's Uuard. Upon con-sultation as to the expediency of attempting
to dislodge the enemy from the hill it wasconcluded to be unadviaable, on account ofthe great disparity in number. Tbe Ualouforce, b?ing nat more than one-seventh thatcf the entmy, who were also provided withcavalry am one piece of artillery, via* with-drawn, and the rebels left in possession of thehill.

Tbe oflcr of the Thirty-first New YorkRfg'ment who was captured by the enemy tvSunoay last, nearBailey's Cross Roads, wasnot a Lieutenant, as leported, but CaptainFish The company to which he was at-tached were on picket duty lr. tbat vicinityand while he and bis two lieutenants andeight or ten men were searching for some ofthe men who bad stragglsd off, theystrayedaboutan eighthof a mile beyondour line ofpicket, when they were fired upoa by ailargebody of rebels. Several of the men werewounded, among whom wae Oaptaln Fish,who was shot in tho breast Atthis juncturebis hone stumbled, fallicg upon him, anabefore he could extricate himself, the enemywere upoo him and made him a prisone*-
Captain F. was from New Orleans. Theothers ofhis party escaped.

KOBE szißnißHiro.
The following is from the Washington Star:
Aiixahdbia Oouhtt. Va., (near Bailey'sCross Roads,) August 2s.?Yesterday, shortlyafter noon, our picket guard, 12 m«n strong,

at Mußson'a red hill, a mile aboveBailey's
Otos6Roads, was surroutded suddenly by a
force of about 300 Secessionists, who openedfire upon them, killing one man. Anotherwas killed by being shot in the back by one of
his own comrades. Six of the twelve werecaptured by the enemy, and theother foures-caped back to our guard (of a company) atIi uley's Cross Roads

Mr. Daniel Munson, hearing tha fireso nearhis resileace, mounted hi a horse to ride to-wards our lines. As he emerged from his gats
on the turnpike, a volley was firedfrom thehill, two hundred yards up theroad, oneshot
bringing his horse to the ground. The horsefell, and he extricated himself and ran acrossBti ley's field in thedirection cf B.'a house.?Nothing of bis whereabouts has since beenboard here. He probably gotoff safely, how-ever.

The Secessionists pursued the four retreat-ing mea to a point near Bailey's Oroes Road ?,when theappearance of a company of regu-lar cavalry coming to the reinforcement ofthe guard there, caused the enemy to faceabout and make again for Munson's hill.Heretoforethat guard has been but a sin -gle company. Ido not believe that It willsoon again be set upon in aoysuch fashion,unless agenersl attack he designed by theenemy.

The twoFederal companies retired, m presence of thesuperior fi-rce, in excellentorder.About thirtyround* were exchanged, andCarroll, of Elmlra, waskilled by a shot
from the enemy. He was a young man aadwas verypopular with his regiment. An-other ot our mea was wounded la the reck
and had a finger shot off. Whether the Con-
federates suffered any loss is notknown. Ourcompanies and the pickets fell back to the
camp abouthalf a mile beyond Arlington.

Col. Hi ft man and the ? t uarteruiastorof theRegiment, hearingtbat a largeforce of Con-
federateswere In thevicinity ofFalls Church,
took a circuitous route, and got on the top of
a house, abouta mil* from the church, tore*conroltre. They had agood glass, bat wers
unable to detect tbe presence of troops in aayforce la that vicinity.

Every man whohas yet been killed or woand-ed along thewoods beyond us has been shot
from an elevation. The overhanging rocksandhills affordbreastworks more securethan
any which could be erected by the hand ofmaa, while our volunteers are exposed toopen roads or closely walled passes. Count
t>>* bristles upon th* back of a hog, and youmayfoim some idea of the almost impenetra-
ble bill sides between which onr troopsare
compelled to march, exposed to a murderous
firefrom both s'des. An openfoecan always
be met with equal weapons, bat oar bravevolunteers, Ignorant of the country, fight
against odds, throughthe hills, ravines and
passes of Western Virginia. They trudge
along unmoleetiag, and are nhot down in
their track*. They seek the enemy, and find
scarcely a feot-print.
