We throw out from tiwe to time these crude
suggestions by way of stirring up those who
have fuch matters in charge to the moat
thorough, intelligent, and enargetic provision
for the healtk of our men. The daily food of
those who are well, their cookery, their pro-
tecticn against the weather, and everything
connected with ensuring to our army the
highest degree of pbysical and meral cficieney;
the treatment of those who are sick, and the
management of hospitals in all their details,
deserve the meet profound counsideration and
energy of the departments to which they are
entrusted. We are sure that numercus de-
feots and causes of complaint must be feund in
the beginning of great military operations in a
ccuntry and amoug a genersation wholly un-
used to war, and we refer to this subject in no
fanit-fladicg mood. We know that a vast deal
hss been accomplished in those branches of
tha servise whioh are respousible for the health
acd comfort of the soldiers; more, perhaps
than could have been reasonably expected.
But there is abundant room for improvement
yet, and we have no intention of losing sight
of the subject till we have attained perfection
as nearly as possible. ‘There is nolack of offi-
cers charged with these duties, and the oo-
operation of the public with them, in every
way and to any extent that may be required, is
a thing they may calculate upon as surely as
the rising of to-morrow’s sua. A8 a corres-
respondent of the Wilmington Herald observes

:; in relaticn to another branch of the service,

the peopie, who farnish ths sinews of war and
fight the battles, have a right to demand of
their officials the moet faithful, intelligent,
and efficient service. “The widow’s mite and
the widow’s only son are being laid on the
altar of freedom. A people bringingsuch sac-
rifices, not grudgingly, but with cheerfuluess

| and alacrity, have a right to scrutinize and
| criticiss the public acts of their servants

They bave a right to demand that their free-
will offerings be applisd to the best purposes,
at the right time, and at the proper place.”

" National_Airs.

“God sxve the King”,was composed by Dr.
Joms Buiwn, Professer of Music in Gresham
College, and first sung at a banquet given to
JauES the First and Prince Hexzy, at Mer-
chant Tailor’s Hall,in 1606. The musio is very
grand. The celebrated Colonel Jauzs Ixms
used to say that nobody was worthy to write
ths worda for it but MiLton.

“Hail Columbia” was originally ealled
“Prioce Ferdinand’s March,” it having been
composed in Loner of that General when he
commanded the British and Hanoverian
srmiez during the seven years’ war.

The old song “When Bibo went down to the
regions below,” was much in vogue about the
time of the last war. Fraxcis S. Key wrote
the worde of the “Star Spangled Barner” and
sot them to that tune.

The 5farzeillaise Hymn, or,as the Franch call
iy “march,” was written and composed by
Roveer pe L'IsLE, a young French officer of
a family attached to the royal cause. Lamar-
TINE gives a very romantic account of the
ongin of the song, and of Roveer himself.
It was not writton, a8 its namoe would
seem to imply, at Marscilles, but at Strasburg,
in an oppcsiie quarter of France. A large
body of Marseiliais, who went up to Paris to
ags1st the Jaccbins, passad through the coun-
try einging it as they weut; hence its name.
How they gut hold of it, since it bad not be-
fore been sung or publisked, as far as we
know, is a mystery. It soon became the na-
tional antkew, 2nd is the most widely known
and moet famous musical production of which
there is any account. It is the grest revolu-
tionary anthem—the eong that addresses itself
above all others to the heart of the multitude.
Tiere is no country in Eurcpe, except Eng-
laxd, in which it is allowed to be sung,
It always has the cffect of arousing the crowa
to a pitch of frenzy whkich a military foroe is
often neceszary to suppress, There iz some"
thing inexpressibly wild and animating in the
strain. We recollect to have been present,
some years ago, at an exhibition in whieh the
cxhibitor exposed to view the Northern shore
of the Mediwrranean. As each coast appear-
ed, a band of music played the national air of
tig particular country. Nobody seemed to
pay zny attontion to the music, until the coast
of France came in view and the band struck
up the Marseillaise. It acted like elestricity,
and the houss instantly resounded with thun-
ders of applause. LAMARTINE'S narrative of
the circumstances attending the eomposition
of the Marseiliaise, and of the author’s per-
eorel history, are exceedimgly interesting.—
His mother (an old royalist) wrote him from
Paris that they were singing an awful bloody-
minded song about the streets, and that it was
£aid he wrote it. She begged him %o eomtra-
dict the charge. He was seon proseribed as
an aristocrat, and fled for his life. As he was
passing over the Alps, the muleteer who walked
by his side commenced singing the Marseillaise
liymn. He asked him who ¢omposed the song,
and he replied, a royalist and a traitor, named
Rovucer pe LiLe, adding a strong wish tkat he
had te deal with him, Rovesr lived until
1830, when, after the Revclution, he was
elected to the Chamber of Deputies.

The Batile ef Cross Lanes.

We give b2low a letter from a gentleman

who was in the engagement at Uross Lanes :
Caxp Gavier, Gen. Frorps’s Briaaps,
August 28, 1861

General Floyd met the eremy in position at
Oross Lanes, within twemilesof Uamp Gaa-
ley, on the 76th, under command ot Col. Ty-
ler. Qol. McOaureland’'s regiment encoun-
tered the enemy on the left, breaking the cen-
tre, and Uol. Heth's regiment attacking the
enemy on the left. Capt. R. B. Linkous, with
his company, belonging to Col. McUauseland’s
regiment, was stationed in a ravine in 2 most
exposed position between the right and left
wings of the enemy, and thus encomntering
front and rear fire. The Uaptain had three
men badly and two slightly weunded. Tbree
companies of the enemy retreated on the
rear of Uaptain Linkons, Captain F. P. Tau-
ner's and QOaptain Fife's companles giv-
ing fire as thev passad, taking one man
a prisoner, with the fl.g of the *‘‘Boone
Rangers.” The man whbho was taken
was waviog the flaig to his cempany, and
unarmed—a trophy witkoutany homorattech-
ing to its capture. The ‘‘Boone Banpgers''
were on the right of Oaptain Linkoas’ com-
pany, firing on the enemy at a church.

The ne of the enemy fled in disorder
and were pursued by Uol. McUauseland's re-
giment, on the 20th, some eight miles, and
some were captured. The pursuit has been
continued for several dnz:; and the enemy
saken in rfquads, the num now amounting
to nearly two hundred. The enemy lost
in killed between fifty and seveaty-flve —
We lost four killed, seven badly, and three
slightly wounded. Several of Heasslans
are yet scattered v _the woods, and will pro-
b.lbf; be taken. We capti fear ons,
with some stores and one surgeon's ge.
Among the captured of the enemy, we have a
free negro, a Massacbusetts mulatte by birth,
recently a restdent of Cleveland, Ohio.

Ool. ler ordered hiz men to a ‘‘domble
quick” and then fled by a bridle path, leav-
ing his regiment under the command of Cap-
tain Shurthff, who was taken p:isoner.

General Floyd was greatly exposed,and the
gallant officer was delighted at our success,
and showed bis gratitude tohismen.

Commenweaith vs. Charles Mu:phy, charged
with felonioualy causing the death of Albert,
s slave.—This case came vp before the
Mayor again yesterday morning. As it is
an important ome, we give & synopsis of
the evidencs. Seth Mack test:fied, that
having heard several persons in the Cen-
tral Railroad machine shop say that Murphy
was whipping Albert, he wont to the place, and
saw Murphy beating him with a short leather
strap or paddle. Murphy occasionally ceased,
and sat down. The whippipg continued for
half or three-quarters of an hour after Mack
reached the scene. The negro, who was hand-
cuffed, was whipped upon every part of his
body, but the whipping was at intervals and
not continuous. Richard Smith gave, almost
verbatim, the same testimony, adding that he
heard the negro call for water, which Murphy
gave him, and cffer to tell M. the truth
about the stolen goods, but M. replied that he
had told him lies enough, yet listened to his
story. When the whipping was over, the ne-
gro called another slave to help him put on
his clothes. Martin Alley was present for
some twenty rainutes while the whipping was
going on. Patrick Callahan testified, that
Murpby said on Sunday he was going to whip
Albert, and get the truth out of him. Saw
Murphy and the negro Monday after the
whipping. The negro asked for water. It
was given to him, and he drank twice in a
short time. The negro and the prisoner start-
ed up the hill; the former went about a square
and then sat down. Prisoner pinched him,and
started kim again, but he had not gono far before
hea gccord time satdown. Prisoner pinoked him
again. The negro got up, started, staggered
againstthe fance, and sat down. When he had re-
mained there sume five or ten minutes, prisoner
said Aibert was dying, and he would go and
rurrender himself to the officers, and requested
witness to take care of the negro, who soon
afterwards bresathed his last. S.D. Lowry

l,was present at the whipping, but didn’t then

“think the negro was seriousiy hurt, and saw
none of his skin broken. Robert James went
to the zcene of the whipping; saw the negro lying
on gome ttraw groaning, but supposed he was
“putting on;” no handouffs on the negro then.
Marcelios Lane heard and saw the prisoner
whipping Albert. Officer Chalkley said he
had taken the negro to jaii Sunday in good
health apparently. Officer Bibb said he on
Monday, by order of the Court, had given Al-
bert thirty lashes; Murphy was present, and
said that was nothing to what he would give
him; that he would mnake him see hell before
night. Dr. Thomag, Deputy Coroner, testified
that there were no evidences of unusual vio-
lence upon the negro’s body; the skin was ex-
ooriated. His Honor remanded the prisoner
to jail to answer anindicunont in the Hustings
Court next Monday, deciding that the case was
not a bailable one, and reccgnized the wit-
nesses in the sum of $300 each to appear
and give evidenoe at the same time.

Magor's Court, Yesterday.—Fannie Taylor
was gent to jail, for boing drunk and disor-
dorly in the streets.—Anno Kearns, charged
with assault and battery, committed upon her
lawful spouse, Michael Kearns, was discharg-
ed with a few admonitory remarks.—Samuel
Schwartz, Charies Sauntry, Miles Talley, and
Thecdore Frick, were arraigned on the charge
of fighting and using obecene language in the
Second Markst. Mr. Frick was discharged as
entiraly innocent. Talley was fined $5, for
which he offered to give & note payable in 60
days, declaring at the same time that he would
never interposs in a fight again, even i{ he
saw one man killing another. Schwartz and
Sauntry will be before the Mayor again this
morring, for a further hearing.—Stephen Hun-
ter was fined $3 for driving his eart acroes the
sidewalk of 2:h street.—Patrick Brannon was
ready with his witnesses, after three days’
effiorts. He was required to give surety in
$150 for bis good behavior.

Four of the Hospitals in this city occupied
by sick and wounded Confederate soldiers,
were vigited by us yesterday. In the first, a
very small one, we found a lady ministericg to
the wants of the patients with gentle hands
and tender earcfulness, unassisted at the mo-
ment by any of the other sex. In the second
one, were several ladies and a clergyman, re-
lieving the wants of those under their charge,
entitling themselves to tho grateful remem-
branos of the soldiers and the approbation of
the publie. In the third were namerous pa-
tients and a wall-trained corps of attendants en-
gaged in the same praiseworthy “labor of love.”
The fourth was the St. Charles Hospital,where is
the well-known HenrysMyers, whose natural
slement is where suffering humanity craves as-
sistance. This hospital has on an average
three hundred patients always in its wards, and
sinoe the 27th of July, when it went into op-
oration, there have arrived fourteen hundred
patients at its doors. Thae deaths in all this
time and out of this large number, have been
only twenty-one. Hoere, too, we saw the roft
hand of woman pressed upon the brow
of feverish patients, and beard her gen-
tle voice uttering words of kinduess.—
This hospital is well supplied with nurses and
attendants, who Koep everythtng in order and
guard against all uncleanliness that can pos-
sibly be avoided. We learn, however, that
the physician in charge has by no meansa
sufficient number of medical assistants—a fact
which we mention in the hope that, if they
ean possibly do so, the autherities will supply
the deficieney. Verily, our people are en-
nobled by the war. Hard-vis selfishness
has been transformed into bright-faced benefi-
canee; avarice has been exehaoged for gener-
osity; the love of “Althy lucre” gives place to
philanthropy, and we may truly say that, in
a different sense from that which the poet had
in mind, “Grim-visaged war has smoothed his
wrinkled front.”

““James Hewitt, Esq., of the firm of Hewlitt,
Norton & Co.yof Livexiwol. New York and New
Urieans, has lately arrived here fiom Richmond,
and is anthority for the following strange state-
meat, now rumored extensively sbout this city:

“‘Since the bittle of Manassa the utmost de-
moralizaticn and disorganization among tue army,
and financizl distress among the pevple generaity,
have existed. Thecity was filled with men anc
women from the more distant States, hun.ing ia-
formation of relatives—information wh ch, awing
to the secresy maintained by the Governmeant,
they could mot obtain. No report of the killea
and wounded had been made up, nor was it likely
that any ever would be. The greatest dis.ress
prevailid, and complaints were loud, deep and
earnest. Boldiers weie demanding their release
and their pay, refusing to fight azgain, and ex-

nctes of the dtate banks, coin, especially British,
being a jarticalarly scarce article. To these
murwurings of the mob of Richmond eicy tnere
wera aidea other murmurs, Rot so loud nor &0 1n-
#oient, but marmurs distinctly uttered and dis-
tinctly heard, that were coming up from every

art of the Confederacy, complaining of ihe ex-
Lt‘.nx state of affuirs. ’(‘ho“ compiaiuts and the
financisl trcub.es of the Governmen: were hav-
1ng their «ffect; and learning oz a scheme it had
on hand, kr. Hewitt te:egraphed to xichard at-
kinsoa, of this city, his agent, to write by tke
first steamer to the honse ta Liverpool to seil all
the cotton oa hand at existing rates as soon as pos-
sible. Mr. Hewitt has since reached this city,
and his agent has been hurriedly disputched to
New York. The plan of the Coafaderaie Gov-
erament, which had had such an efiect on Mr
Hewitt, was that of rescnstruction. A propoei-
tion is to be made in a few days to the Uulted
dtutes Government for an armistice for sixty days,
during which time 1tis proposed to hold'a cou-
vention at Loulsviile, Ky., for the purpoge of re-
constracidng the Unioa.
