chargeagainst an elderly man, named Thus.
Stone. The complainantm heraffidavitstate*
that, being deserted by her husband, and be-

quantityof poison, attempted to .carry out
herdesign,but through the timefy interfer-ence of Capt. Helme and others, her life

nious intent, stimulated her tocommit suicide,and said that if deponent would draw Bl,t*vfwhich she had in the Savings Bank, he would
pay :heexpenses ofher funeral, and if by anyaccident she did not succeed in the attempt
he -would hand herback the money ; that at
the time said Stone knew she wasmelancholy
and almost crazed, and suffered her to attempt
her life without interference. Upon being
restored she made several attempts to seeStone, but he always eluded her; and on one
occasion, when she did succeed in seeing him,
he repudiated her and her money. Themagistrate issued a warrant for the arrest ofStone, and upon his appearing in court heheld him to bail in thesum of83,000 toanswer.Mr. Benjamin Q. Clark, one of the proprie-

for the prisoner.

duty, and returned to tha neighborhood ivwhich he resided, on Back Creek, in this
county. On Monday last two men were de-tailed from Capt. K. Smith's company,
quartered in Winchester, to visit the com-pany's district and notify all snbject tomilitia duty to proceed to join their companywithout delay. As the two men were goingthrougha corn-field, with their guns on theirshoulders, they discovered three men emerge
trom a grapevine thicket and run at the topof their speed. On approaching the thicket
they discovered a coat, a haversack with pies
in it, and a canteen, which tho fugitives hadleft behind. Proceedingon in th* directionwhich the men ran, tlieymet some individu-
als who stated that Shuler suddenly dropped
dead whilst running, as his companions had
informed some females whose house they
passed in their continued flight.

On paper we were informed at
the company's office in Richmond the charge
would be 82 60 per hundred to Strasburg.?

Our people cannot afford to pay double price
for family seppliea and indispensablearticles,
now alone to he obtained at Hichmoud or
other Southern towns, and at the same time
pay nearly the valueof the articles tor their
transportation hither.

two weeks' trip,) for groceries, salt, ic.?This looks strange, in view of the fact that
there is an excellentrailroad extending from
Richmond to our very doors."
