SOLDIERS.

Lincoln a* a Letter Writer.
The New York Herald lias not ii very ex-

alted opinion of Lincoln's epistolary abil-
ity, and undertakes to give theuncultivated
worthythe following hint* :

We have already referred to a recently-
publishedletter or two of President Lincoln
in reference to the war. One of these, a fa-miliar, off-band note toSecretaryCameron,
suggesting the immediate appointment ol
Lane, vi Kansas., as ,i General of Volnnte. re,
was very much to thepoint in tins particular
instruction: "Tell 'iiin, when lie starts, to
put ii through;not to hewriting or telegraph-
