"At tins period/ says
one of her naval historians, "tiie naval
force of Britain, so multiplied sndsoexperl
from lonir practii c, h id acquired an intimate
knowledge ol tloar (tbe French) harbors,
meir bays and creeks; hereTficajßknew tike
depth "I water, apd the realatanee lßtely to be
met with in every situation." t.'n the Other
hand, tliese harbors aud towns were frequent-
ly atxipped of tln-ir garrison a by the necessi-
tiesof distant wars, being left with no other
defence than their fortifications.and militia.?
And yet, notwithstanding all tbto, they es-
caped unharmed (tiiriu-r tlie entire contest. -

They were frequently attacked, and in some
instances the most deept rate efforts were
made to ellect a jiermanen t lodgement ; but in
no case was the success at all commensurate
with the expense of tiie and treasure sacri-
ficed, and no permanent hold was made on
either the maritime frontiers of France ir
tier allies. This certainly was uwiiiir tt: no
inferiority of skill and bravery on the part
of the British Navy, aa the battles of Abou-
.<ir and Trafalgar, and the almost t.-i.il
annihilation of the French marine, have
but 100 plainly proven. Why, then, did
these places escape ! We know of no other
reason than that they were fortified, and
that the French knew bow to defend their
fortifications. The British maritime expe-
ditions to I'utbcron, Holland, Boulogne, tiie
Ni li'iiii. Constantinople, Buenos Ayres, etc.,
sufficiently prove the ti! success and liie
waste of life and treasure with which they
mast always be attended, tint, when her
naval power was applied to the destruction of
the enemy's marine, aad in transporting their
land t ires to solid bases ofoperations on tbe
soilot ber allies, in Portugal and Belgium,
the fall of Napoleon crowned the glory of
their ai bievements.

Down the Bio Grande?Tbe Trip from Me-
siila to Brownsville.

A party of four adventurous gentlemen?
Mr. Louis Bucha, merchant; Dr. Bradshaw,dentist; Air. Hrackett, uisitiier; and Mr.
Patchitt, miner?arrived in this city on Sat-
urdtiy last lrom the town of Mesilla, iv tlie
Territory of Arizona, aft.-r a voyage of two
mouths down the Rio Grande. The party
left Mesilla on the 29th day of June last, aud
have been on the river ever since, without
stoppingat any place more than a day nuttl
they arrived at Davis ranche, where they
stopped lour (lavs.

The experiment of navigating the Rio
Grande from El Paso, fifty mihs this side of
Mesilla,has often been talked of, but no per-
son has heretofore performed the hazardous
nndertakiag. The gentlemen who arrived
here on Saturday were solely prompted to
the voyage, which they have so .success-
fully" accomplished, by the de:-ire to do
what no many bud talked of, and which wis
pronounced aa impossible journey. At pres-
ent considerable bets are pending in MeaiUa
on tbe result of the undertaking, aad maay
promises of reward will have to be fatillled
by tiie public-spirited citizens of that place
towards the successtul voyagers.

Tbe party first cons trueted two willow ca-
noes, which they lashed together and loaded
with their provisions and In the
next place, they erected about tbe sides of
their rait a breastwork of bides, to protect
them from the Indians, who were the first
danger of which they were warned. Thus
fitted out?the party started upon their novel
trip. They flouted along with ibe current,
using the paddles but little, and directing the
course of their raft with a rudder. They
travelled duringthe day only, always Bash-
ing fast to the shore and camping on terra
Brian at night lo avoid accidents in tb- river.

The Itio Grande did not treat the party
\u25a0pughly until they came within sixty miles ol
Eagle Pass, where, iv descending tlie hills in
the river, tlie raft upset. Tbe water w:t'- not
sufficiently deep, however, to ewantp 'heir
baggage, consequently they boob righted
themselves at that place. A short distance
this side of Laredo, the raft capsized and in
descending some fails, but without loss, lit
what teknown aa tiir Ten-Foot Falls, near
Coma, the raft capsized.for the ilitia time,
and the party lost all their biiKcage, anil Dr.
ilrmlshaw lost a valuable set oi dental in-
struments. These fulls are commonly under-
stood to b.a solitary fall, where the river
precipitates itself over a shelf ten feet ;
bin Mr. Bueh.t corrects this report, and says
that there are three falls at that point, two t;'
Which are ten test iiifrh, and one of which

posing the above party, that it will u"ver be
practicable to navigate the Rio Grande above
the I'en-loot F.Hs; as the current of the

ofthe uver is interrupted by frequent falls
and ledges of rocks which no rise of water
will sullic to overcome.
