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. | Canadian Politicians and the Grund Trunk

Railway.
[¥row the New York Herald |
Itis not long since an article appeared in

the London Post adverting to the low tone of
political men in Canada. It stated thattie
members of the Provincial Government

were chieily lawyers, who were not alto-
gether innocent of complicity in those jobs
witich have inade the Grand Truank Railway
a scandal and diszrace to the Provinee., We
could not help ot the time instituting 2 com-
parison between our own pubiic men and
those referred to; and no doubt, if the secret
operations of the members of our State Le-
gwslatures and those of the Canadian politi-
inns were laid brire, side by zide, a very close
1ity wonld be presented between them.
e have long been well aware of the corrup-
tion which underlies politieal life in this
country, butare only just opening our eyes
to the fact that matters are very little becter
in Canada. Greatas the Grand Trunk Rail-
way Job has ualready been, we observe that
there is & probability of its beiog made & still
greater one. A number of influential gentie-
men in Canada are agitating the extension of
the line to Hahifax, and the Gevernment jour-
nals maintain that the work is indispensable
to the iailitary protection of the ‘*Canadian
empire,”’ and that the British Government
must at once suppty the connecting link of
such inter-colonial railway; and they contend
thatif the British Government leaves Can-
ada to defend itself, “Canada will not do it;
and on thut ground will not itseif go to the
expense of cousiructing the road.” Thisis
very kind of Canada and the gentlemen and
Journals “oncerned; but we thought that ¥ng-
tand had already paid €0 heavy a bill for the
Grand Trunk Railway, withoutany prospect
of return, that she had firmly set her race
againgt paying anything more, and,moreover,
that her disgust was =0 great that she sin-
cerely hoped siie might never hear the name
of the concern mentioned again. It seems,
however, that importunity has not yet died
outin the land of the Biuwe Noses, and that
the Canadians, notwithstanding all they hava
consumed and wasted, still, like Oliver
Twist, asik for more.

Undoubtedly a railway in Canada, and es-
pecially the Grand Trunk Railway, is o very
fine thing for the country; but why the Rrit-
ish Government should be pestered apd the
British treasury taxed to extend itto Nova
Scotix, we cannot discern. If the enterprise
is likely to be commercially remunerative,
by all means let it be undertaken, and let the
weaithy men of Canada come forward and
invest their money in it. But if it is so
obvious that the undertaking would not
piy that no Canadians can be found to
tuko shares in is, we cannot recognize the
Justice of their appealing to the British
{iovernment to do ithe work for them. Un-
doubtedly there would be more nice pickings
for politicians and contruactors if a shower of
gold from the Hritish treasury was rained
down on Canada, than if Canada was left to
herself as regards her railways ; but we think
the chance of such occurring is so remote
that we would advise those interested to
abandon the anticipation. The British Gov-
ernment and the British people have had
enough of the Grand Trunk Railway, and,
in future, are likely to studiously avoid such
jobs. We have every respect for the people
and press of Canuda, as friends as well as
neighbors—for the majority of both are in
favor of the North in this great struggle to
preserve the iuwirity of the Union—but we
would suggest 0 them the propriety of exer-
cising a listle more self-dependence than is
exhibited in this railway extension scheme.

General Order No. 1%. -

I. The attention of diviston and brigade
commanders is called to the requirements of
General Ocders No. 2, from the headguarters
of the Division of the Potomac, of July 30,
1861, which have of l1te been to a certain ex-
tent disregarded. No oilicer or soldier can
absent himsell from Lis camp and visit

Washington except for the performance of
some public duty, or for the transzciion of
important private business, for which pur-

poses written permits will be given by bri-
gade commanders. The permit will state the
object of the visit. The number of pisses
granted at present is far too great. Brigade
commanders will hereafrer iimit their ap-
provais 1o thoge permits which are cieariy
within the restrictious of the order. Brigade
comnmanders will observe that they can only
give passes to the troops, or to other persons
connected with the army. They are prohibi-
ted giving passes 1o citizens having no con-
nection with the troops.

The Danger of Rebellion in the North!

Hven the telegraph
1t St. Lonis is used to spread mutiny through
the North. Under these circumstances it is
the duty of the couservative elements to come
forward nnd sustuin Mr. Lincoln and denounce
the Abolition traitors, who are the prime
cnuseof the presentmisfortunes of the country,
and are doing their worst 10 render perma-
nent the mischief they have wrought. The
Governnent iwelf, cousulting its own safety,
