If .o carry on the war we were to borrow in
Eagl&nd two hundred and fifty millions of
dollars, at the proposed rate ofinterest, prin-
cipal redeemable iv "ixty years, wo should in

millions oi dollar-; besides paying back theprincipal. One thousand million; ot dollars
would thus be transferred from oi"- Confed-
eracy to England. We should mncb
ihe poorer, and England that much thewealthier, by the operation.

If we borrow that amount from our own
citi/ens, \v>> should save iv sixty years one
thousand million-, ami the nation "in the ag-
gregate be not one cent the loser or thefloorer
for the loan.

All interest is but taxation. Iv the iir;t
case the tax collected would go to foreigners
and reduce to thai amount our nationalwealth; in the latter case, it would be paid to
our home creditors, and v.oiild not diminish
our national wealth.

When we borrow money abroad wo butacquire tbe privilege of using our own credit,
for money doe'- not breed nor labor, and
therefore has no value in the ase, human
labor abme producing all values, and money
being the mere counters which keep thegame
of trade. If we would credit one another, we
should not need nion \u25a0??;,-. Enirland tried thisexperiment with Big ml success duriag the
long period of the suspension of her National
Bank.

Tin* credit of Government is always bet-
terat home thaa abroad, and the prudent andsensible statesman will never borrow oneI cent abroad,because ne thereby makes his
country tributary to foreigners, aad dimin-
ishes national wealth.
