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mits of doubt that the enemy intend to make
Kentucky henceforth the battle-ground of the
presont struggle. Je is concentrating a large
force at Lexington, inthe heart of the State,
with & view, it is thought, to making an ad.
vance upon Cumberland Gap and our great
back-bone line of railrond connection with
the Southwestern States. He is concentrating
another large body of men at Louisville, and
preparing for a push upon Nashville with an
jmmense army. Thirty thonssud troops are al.
ready in rendezvous about lnui-vino,md.v"y
considerable number of men are assembled
about Lexington. Besides these main camps,na-
merous smaller ones dot the State. There ure
twenty-five hundred men at the mouth of the
Big Sandy River, on the Virginia line, and a
thousand more st Louisa, fifty miles above, at
the junction of the Tug Fork and the Louisa
vivers. At Maldraugh’s hill is a considerable
camp, and stjll other forces are in front of
Generai ZoLLICOFFER in the Southeast, aud
Generals Harnxx and Pouk in the west.—
The forces collecting at Louisville, Lexington,
and on the Big Sandy, are from North of the
Obio. Those nearer our own forces are chiefly
pative Kentuckians.

Delighted at the prospect of having the aid
of such brave men and good soldiers as those
of Kentucky to help them fight their battles,
the Yankees #e giving much attention to thei,
eause in that quarter, and are lavish of arms,
munitions, and men, in strengthening them-
selves there. The Southern Confederacy
strategically considered, is more vulnerablc
from Kentucky than from any other quarter;
and this advantage, united with that of enlis,
ing$ Kentuckians under their banners, has
made Kentucky the most attractive and popu
lar theatre of the war inthe eyesof the North
They know very well, too, that the regiment:
which they recruitin the Northwest are vastly
superior in prowess and courage to thos
raised in the Eastern and Middle States; anc
it is mach more politic to precipitate those
Northwestern regiments in vast bodies upo:
Kentucky, than to send them far West inte
Missouri or Kansas, or as far East as Wa:b-
ington and the Potomac.

The Southern cause, on the other hand, is
embarrassed in Kentucky by the political posi
tion of that State. Gen. JOHNSTON, a8 we se+
by his recent proclamation to the Kentuck)
people, bolds a defensive attitude, and doe:
not feel at liberty to take such decided ana
aggressivesteps o confrontandresist the enew
as he would do if Kentucky were a member
of the Southern Confederacy. Of all the
States, Kentucky is the cne in which t?n:
enemy is concentrating hLis largest forces and
assuming the most offensive and formidable at-
titudes; and yet it is in Kentucky in wh%ch the
hands of the Confederacy arctied most tightjy,
and where we are least at liberty to resist and
counteract the aggressive meusures of the
enemy.

The pride of the Kentucky people is such
that we cannot hope for their rallying under
the banners of the Confederate Generals in
any very great numbers. Four-fifths of the
fighting men in Kentucky, on a guestion of
sympathy between the North and South, are
Southern men; and yet they have, by the
adroitness of the submission leaders in that
State, become g0 committed to the Unton as
against Secession, toat the greatest pains wili
have to be taken, now that the question has
really Yecome one of mere North and South,
to prevent them from fighting for what they
may still cousider the Union cause. They
eannot be brought right by the appeals of the
Confederate Generals or authorities. They can
be rallied to their own section only by  their
own native citizens, to whom they have been
in the ha%it of looking up in the past contests
of parties. Mr. BRECKINRIDGE, Mr. PoweLr,
.Govemor MacorriN, Colonel MarsHavLp,
Colonel Wu. PrestoN, General BUCKNER,
Colonel Hawxkins, Mr. STEVENSON, Mr. Bur-
xx1T, Dr. PEYTON, and wen of that characier,
can bring Kentucky into line with the South,
if allowed to conduct the work in their own
way; but it cavnot be done from the outside.

Meantime, large forces ought to be rendez’
voused along the Southern and Eastern bor.
ders of Kentucky Confederate Go'6
ernment, with a view marching in, and
holding such positions as are of military im-
portance when necessary ; and with the fur
ther view of being ready to meet the enmemy
in any force, and of forming rallying points
for true Kentuckians who may have to come
out of hostile neighborhoods in the State to
join the Southern banners. We understand
that the mission of Messrs. BRECKINRIDGE,
PrestoN, and MarsuALL, to Richmond,is in
reference to these important affuirs.

DissATISFACTION AMONG WALL STREET
Bankers.—GEN. McCLELLAN'S ViEWs —The
intelligent Fairfax (Oct. 10,) correspondent of
the Savannsh Republican hears that much
diseatisfaction exists among the bankers in
Wall street, and throughout the North, on ac-
count of the hesitating policy of McCLELLAN.
It is reported that they frankly admit, that
neither they nor the country can stand a long
war; and they claim that when they agreed
to furnish the means for the prosecution of the
war, it was only on condition that short werk
should be made of it. These accounts are
oonfirmed, in substance, by Maj. Gen. SuiTH
and Brig. Gen. LoviLL, who lately arrived at
Fairfax from New York, where they enjoyed
the best possible facilities for getting reliable
information. They represent the distress pre-
vailing a' the North, growing out of the de-
rangewment of comimerce, the stagnation of
business, the shortness of the grain crop, and
the uneasiness of capitalists, to be almost
jneredible. The correspondent suggests that
JonnstonN and BRAUREGARD may have lain
idle for the reason that an active campaign
might have stimulated the efforts of Northern
cupitalists to assist their Government. Whilst
he thinks that an active and offensive policy
sfter the battle of Manassa would have been
the bost, yet he confesses that the opposite
policy pursued by Jousston and BEaUrk-
eArD has not been without its good results.
If what we hear through the Nerthern press,
aud other channels be true, then we are whip-
ping the enemy by standing still. Their ex-
penses are enormous, being $8,500,000 per
week. No nation can stand such a drain as
thie long. Hence the clamors of baukers and
oapitalists agaiust McCrLxLLaN. The prospoct
of the most frightful suffering among the
poorer elasees this winter, only complicates
the difficulties of the Government. Ships are
rotting at their whnv:;hﬁdorhs are idle,

mechsuics are out of e yment, the
tive and uneasy. The whole groans
sad sagyors under the mighty load which
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expeditic o
there meed be no doubt; but the eeason hus
not yet arrived for them to sail. The men
who will go upon these expeditions cannot be
spured until the campaign near Washington
bas been closed by the ice and snows of winter.

The correspondent says he has good reason
to conclnde that McCrELLAN hasno such force
abont Washington as he would have us be-
lieve. Since the battle of Manassa 67,000
troops have passed through Baltimore on their
way to Washington and points in Maryland.—
Nearly all of the three months volunteershave
retarned home, and the regulars are scattered
along the line from Fortress Monroe to St.
Louis. The forces, then, at and about Wash-
ington caunot much, if any, exceed 75,000
men, many of whom are disabled by sickness.

NoORTHWESTERN VirGiNIA.—The new State
Government  in Northwestern Virginia is
said 1o be carrying matters with a high hand.
CArLiLE, PiErPoNT, JacksoN, HARRISON &
Co., are playing LincoLx on a small scale, but
in a epirit of trugulence and cruelty which
even that ferocious tyrant might envy.—
Large numbers of true-hearted Virginians
nave been dragged from their homes and im-
prisoried in the Ohio Penitentiary, in Golum-
bus, whilst hundreds have been indicted for
treason before a Federal Court, under the aus
pices of JoHN, J. Jackson, of Parkersburg,
who styles himself Judge. The FEuguirer
states that handreds of good citizens iA West-
ern Virginia have been seized and manacled,
and some even put to death in the most barba-
cous manper by the armed bands from Ohio
and the other States. Besidestheseindividual
sufferings, it is said that the obatacles thus pre-
sented in the collection of the State's revenae,
will lose the sum of four Lundred thousand
dollars to our finances the present year, unless
Le enemy shall be expelled from Northwest-
ern Virgiuia.

WiLsos, o Massacnuserts.—This vulgar
Scnatorial bully has raised a regiment in Mus-
sachusetts, and delivered a glorification speech
ipon the occasion of a flag presentation, in
which he makes an allusion to the assault on
a Massachusetts regiment in Baltimore on the
19th of April, showing the mean revenge for
that outbreak which still lurks in the Yankee
heart, and which no doubt has prompted the in
dignities which noble Maryland bas since suf.
fered. WILSON says in his speech; “Some of
ihe men in my command were born on Massa-
chusetts soil, and have the blood of the Puri-
tans in their veins.

FROM NORFOLK.

[SPROIAL CORRESPONDENCE OF THB DISPATCI.)

Norrorx, 21st October, 1561.

This morning, about three o’clock, 2 lieu-
tenant in the Federal army, who says his
name is Hale, was nrrested by the guard at
Pig Point battery. He was, at the time, in a
small boat,and approaching the shor«-. Ilearn
that he stated that he had deserted from the
Federal service, and wished the protection of
the Southern authorities. Thisisimprobable,
and is not believed. It is suid that the first
question he asked the guard showed that he
supposed he was about to land at New-
port News., It is qaite probable, therefore,
that he had been detained until an unseasona-
ble hour on board of one of the ships in the
Roads, and in attempting to land at Newport
News, was driven by the wind, which was
blowing quite strong from the Northeast
across the river and over to Pig Point,

It is rumored that this prisoner is related
to Senator Hale, of New Hampshire, and also
to Gideon Wells, the Federsl Secretary of
War. He is confined in jail in Pertsmouth.

The steamer Arrow went to the Roads on
Saturday, with a flag of truce of course,
taking down a number of passengers. The
Federal steamer IIuntingdon met her, and
the passengers were landed at the Fort. Wool
requested that no more flags should be sent
down for the present.

There are, as 1 have hefore stated, a large
number of vessels in Hampton Roads, in-
cluding about tweniy stemmers, mostly gun-
boats. There are also several ships of very
large size, the nimes of which I have given
you. These, with many schooners of various
sizes, make up a fleet of about 70 vessels, pre-
senting an imposing appearance, and indica-
ting an early attack somewhere, possibly
upon our batteries at this location.

Gov. Letcherarrived hereon Saturday, and
is comfortably quartered at the Atlantic. He
has visited the wvarious batteries in the vi-
cinity, reviewed troops, &c. He went down
to Craney Island yesterday, and was saluted
by the heavy guns of the barteries.

Yesterday a difficulty occurred at the toll-
house of the Norfolk draw bridge, between
Mr. Hughes, the keeper, and several persons
who had crossed on the bridge and returned,
during which’ Hughes, who is & large and
vowerful man, was knocked down and very
roughly handled. Several arrests have been
made.

The weather is very rainy and stormy—
wind blowing from the northeast. The tide
is high.

There are numbers of wititors here. The
hotels are well patronized, and supply the
various substantials and delicacies peculiar
t this favored section in plentiful abun-
dance.

The Methodist Conference wiill meet here
in a few weeks. On account of the troubles
of the country, the sessions will no doubt be
short, but the number of visitors will pro-
bably be large.

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The Great Eastern in a Storm—5She Experi-
ences a Terrific Gale and Breaks her Rud-
der, & san
The steamship Great Eastern arrived at

Queenstown on the 17th ult, She experienced
a terrific gale when two days out, about two
bundred and eighty miles west of Cape Clear.
The tarniture and luggage on board were
maostly destroyed, and some of the passengers
injured. It wasexpected every momentthat
the ship would go down, and in that case the
loss of life would have been very lurge. Tem-
porary steering gear was finally fitted, and
the ship put back with her crew, going ai the
rate of nine knots an hour.

A correspondent from Liverpool writes as
follows:

Further getails of the disaster to the Great
Eastern in#tate that the calamity entirely
arose from the breaking of her rudder. The
scene on board the vessel was tearful in the
extreme. Everything breakable on bourd wis
broken. She ship rolledso violently that her
boats, although placed thirty or forty feet
above water, were wuashed away., Twenty-
five persons sustained fractures from concus-
sions, and cuts and bruises were innunierable.

Alter
thive days ol 1niteuse anxiely a temporary
SLeCTING gear was constracted, and the ship
proceeded towards Queenstown. When the

Syxop 0P VIRGINIA—Fourth Day.—Afier the
devotional services of the morning, the ses-
sion of the Synod was taken upin adisenssion
on domeslic missionary operations—one of
the most interesting subjects under discussion
yet before the Synod. A report of a com-
mittee on this subject was then unanimously
adopted.

In the afternoon Rev. Dr. Bocock, formerly
of Georgeton, D. C., but recently duven back
to his mother State by the Federal troops,
was admitted to a seat as a corresponding
mewmber, and made a most touching and elo-
quent appeal in behalf of one of the tamilies
of the church, which had been deprived of all
means of support by the barbarous cruelty of
the enemy. 7

Rev. Richard McIlwaineappeared and took
his seat as a member of the Synod.

Previous to the adjournnient, the Synod
unanimously voted resolutions of thanks to
the citizens of Petersburg for the generous
hoepitality extended by them to the members;
also to the several religions denominations of
the city for the kl[l}l Offer of their ehurches,
and to the South-Side Railroad Company for
the liberal deduction in the fare of ministers
and others attending the Synod.

The proceedings of the Synod throughout
the entire sesslon Were of the most interest-
ing and engagi& character, and the discus-
sions on the several quesiions and reports
that came up for consideration, were very
able. Some o©of the finest intellects of the
State were present, and took part in the pro-
ceedings.—Peiersburg Erpress, 21st.

Law AFFECTING RAILWAY Passexarrs.—A

To ejecta passenger from a railroad car
while in motion is so dangerous an act that it
may justify the sume resistance on the part of
the nger as to a direct attempt to take
his life. While the passenger is lisble to
ejection in a proper manner for refusing to
pay fare, his resistence to the attempt to ex-
pel him without stopping the car does nos
Krmn, t a case of concarrent negligence on

is part. Where, in such a case, the princi-
pal is responsible for the act of his agent, he
is, it seems, also responsible for any- circum-
stance of aggravation which attends the
wrong. Under thisdecision, a passenger who
was ejected from a car whilein motion, ob-
tained a verdict of $4,000 against the com-
pany.
