OF THR FIGHT AT M'COY 4 MILLB=—THE FALL or

COL. CRUOVHAN,

A correspond=nt of the Cincinnatl Gazesze,
writing from Fayette county Court-House.
Via., Nov. 15, gives some poarticulars of the
Lite fightat MeUoy's Miils, bevween the Fed
eral forces, under Gen. Benbham, aud a por-
tion of the Confederates, under Geu. Floyd.
We gnote &s foltows :

Qur skirmishers, underthe command of the
galiant Capt. Garduner, of Yhe Thirteenth
Uhio, were in advance of the column on botis
sides of the road, and proceeded cautigusly.
Just & reached a bend In the road, one
of 'he company crrwled over and sspiva Ltwo
ns of cavalry, nander Col Croghun,
¢t Ky., and here commenced the batile of
MceCoy's Mills,

A volley wrsinstantly opened on the ene
my, who were, as their wounded afterwards
ackuowledged, taken completely by surprise
At the first tire several saddles were empried,
and Col. Croghan teil wortailv wounded in
the abdomen. The rebels, though surprised,
showed dght and retired slowly, jiriug as
tLey went | butour men having possession
of the elevated ground on both sides, exposed
them (o a g.lling cross-fire, and forced them
bick. The main body then ndvanced, hav-
g, as before, strong parties of skirinish-
ers., Colorel Croghan was carried to the
nexarest house, and wae sared for as weil
as the state of the case would admit ot
by Surgeon Chase, of the Oliio Thirteenth —
“e was a gallant man and an accomplizhed
officer. and though an eunewmyg the sight of
his dying agontes ““drew tears from the eyes
of men unused to weep.”” The Colonel's
father and Gen. Benhsm were old scquaint-
ances, (in fact, I believe, classmates ar West
Poiut,) and the intervi-w between them was
of conrse unasually painful. We dald all we
could for the unfortunate mau, vut haman
aid was vaig, and ne ecpired the sume afier-
noon. Webronght down the body ca our re-
turn, and Gen. Benkom intencs forwarding
it io his friends at once.

Atl2 20ouradvance reached MeCoy’s mills
and a sharp action atonce ensued. The ene-

They helg
their own agaiest our skirmishers, and hav-
fng the advantage ¢ grouud, bid 1air to give
us considerable trouble aud delay, for some
time at least, in onr pursuit of their main
force

(Gen. Benham at once ordered theSeventh,
under Col. Ureighton, and haif ot the Thirty-
seventh German, to take possession of » ridge
on the right of the road. The advance, cou-
sistiug of the Thirteenth, Col. Smith—who
did the work a8 w1l as man conld do il—oocy -
pied the Jeft, and Capt. Schneider's batt
being brought to the extrems froant, we pre-
pared to dislodge them.

Col. Smith discovered & large bady of
cavalry in an exposed part of the hill, within
fair range, aud the galiant German took de-
liberate aim, and bang went the gyu, whiz
went the ball, snd—away wen! the cavalry
ander cover.
