last seen, waa going off under aguard with axerycrest-fallen face.Tne most deadlycontest of the day occur-
red between a member of the Massachusetts
Fifteenth and EixhthJVirgisia regiments ?

The latter, as is well known, were at one
time retreating, with the Fifteenth hotly
pursuits/. The rebel rear waa brought up
by a most determined fellow, who turned
repeatedlyand discharged his musket st our
ranks. Animated bythe samepersonal dar-
ing, a Federal soldier rushed beyond the
head of his column, firing continually. Af-
ter thepursuit had continued tor some dis-
tance, it beina-feared that our men were to
be drawn into a trnp, they were ordered to
retire. The order was obeyed byall save the
volunteer who had led the advance, and be-
fore many minutes he was seen struggling
with the laggard Virginian, Whose own col-
s m n had gone ahead.Three bnrrels of a revolverwere discharged
at the rebel without seeming effect, and the
Virginian, mailing npon his assailant with a
hugeknife, was about to stabhim. His knee
wason theother's breast, aad the loyalist had
ahut his eye*. The knife, however,fell from
tbe other's grasp, and he reel*d over lifelese.
All three of the pistol shots had actually
BsJrXBX effectupon him, yetsoeh was his cver-
raastering brute ferocity, that*abr ?orae in-
stants his wounds were without effect.

Our informant adds that more reckVaa
courage, upon both sides, was never remark-ed. AH consciousness of organization was
for a time abandoned, and men,fightiD,r upon
their own responsibility, presumed, even in
the face of death, to set example-of bravt>ry.

h»w strongly the army here is posted. Therearesoldiers enough, 1 believe, to whip tbe
Grand Armyof Ahe Lincoln, and to annihi-
late it. Let it come whenever General
Al. I'lelliiu pleases, and our numbers willreport them their full strength.

It is a magnificent sight to stand on tbe
parapet of oneofthe fortifications nearCen-
trevilie, aud see as it weiespread ont before
yon a city encompassing several mllea. Here
it. a larger hi my than your correspondent
ever believed be would live to behold en-
camped in the Old Dominion ; and, notwith-
standing his eyes see large batteries on every
side, snd "any quantity" of regiments of
brave and patriotic men armed to the teeth
and clad in armor ready todoordie ; habita-
\u2666inas till reee-ntty blessed "altft #r*»-rey f*»s-.
lles now deju-rted, Ileitis laid wa«te, aad for-
ests destroyed ; yet it is hard to realize that
war with its sad realities exists in this once
happy and prosperous country. May the
great Ruler of the Universecontinue to favor
.loti bless the ConfederH te States a« He has
done up to the present time, and make us a
people loving holiness, humblyand devoutly
serving Him. The recognition of Heaven is
abovethat of all the potentates and princes
of the earth.

The opposite bank of the creek is
steep and rugged, a single road winding
town it towards the shore at a point where
there was formerly a bridge, but which is
now destroyed.

Two miles below Occoquon village,on the

Half
a dozen questions were asked at once, and he
wa.. soon hemmed in by an anxious band
so that his progress wa* entirely stopped.?
"Haveyoa a Ditpatck r" said a dozen voices,
nad as soonas it was ascertained he had the
desired paper, there was no peace until one
ofthe party had it In his hands. The village
miller.was the fortunate person, and follow-
ed by an audience, went into the hotel to
read "tne news."

On *->aturaay l visited lien, j . j*. h. Stuart
at his headquarters, about five miles below
Oentreville. On my way thither I sawmany
houses vacant, the windows destroyed, sta-
blf s andbarns from which the planks had
been torn off, and farms desolated. For miles
nearOentreville the fences and land marks
have been destroyed and carried off.

Gen. S. is perhaps the yonngist man in the
Southern Oonfederacy who has attained to
such a high position as he so worthily fills,
havingonlyreached his -iSth year last Feb-
roar}'. In hia manners he- is courteous, affa-ble, and gentlemanly. An inferior may ap-
proach him with ease, as he displays none oi
that hauteur which some officers assume. He
dispatches business promptly, and at the
same time converses with his visitors in a
social and friendly style that at once secures
confidence and commands respect. While
sitting in the business room ot O-en. S.f his
Sergeantannounced a visitor; he wus admit-
ted? a youthof perhaps II yt-ars, the Serg't
Mnjor of Oolonel Ransom's North Oarollna
Oavalry ; intelligencebeamed from his bright
flashingeyes, and after his report wasmade,
General S. and he conversed with as much
familiarity and freedom as if they were
equals in rank, and then followed an invita-
tion for both of us to dine with him. After
dinner, another visitor came into the Gene-
ral's office while he was asleep; he took his
seat by the sleeper, spoke to him, and heopened his eyes, attended to the business de-
sired, and then in a twinkling was again
in the land ofnod. In less than five minutes
GeneralS. was upagain, and took us to the
portico ofhis house andshowed usthe Tenth
Virginia Regiment returning from picket
duty; he then showed us a formidable Ilel-
ginn-12-poundritie cannon,which hadbeen run
throueh the blockade, and wassafely stand
ing in front of hla lioime ready to speak for
itself whenever the enemy visited his quar-
ter*?. Long mayhe live to serve his country
and win unfading honors and glory.

On Sunday, 1 witnessed the burial of one
of the members ofOaptain Orisp's Artillery;
the baud of the Nineteenth Regiment played
a mourn!.:l riquium, the cannon boomed
over his grave, and the sod was turned over
his remains. A few months since, I stood by
the graveof myoldest son, who had died iv
the service of bis country, when similar
honors were paid. 1could not help droppiug
a tearover the grave of this soldier, wba was
doubtless a dutiful son, a fond, affectionate
brother, a good citizen and patriot.

To-day I witnessed a grand and imposing
scene?it was no less than the whole army in
line. This was done to assign the different
regimentsthe positions they were to occupy
whenever the enemy makes his appearance.
Gens Johnston, Beauregard, and Longstreet
passed in fiont ofthe entire column. The
day was cold and nncomfortable, snow hav-
iiitf fallen, and Ice an inch thick was formed
the previous night. Before the Generals
made their appearance, two of the regiments
in line near Fort Beauregard, where 1 was"landing, xave a specirnea of the Yankees
ranninga* the battle of Bull Run. It was
trulya laughablescene, and creatud shouts of
applaaee. It was "tall running.'' aud a few
of themimickers had longlegs and madera-
pidand astonishingstrides.

For the past fivedays I have bivouacked
with the 19th Virginia regiment,commanded
by Lieut. 001. J. B. Strange, who is atpres-
ent sick with the jaundice, ("yaller jan-
?lers," as the disease is usually called,)wiii ti
is prevailing In the army. It is endemic;
blue mass and the usual medicines do notef-
fect aeur.-. while mustard plasters applied to
the stomach and cuppingwill accomplish the
object.

With your permission, Iwill hereaftergive
you a sketchofsome things in camp Ufa that
Ihave seen while among my friends, v- igh-
nors ami kinfolk, who have come up here to
lliflit the battles of us who stay at home,and
perhaps think and say, too, what lazy fel-
lows the soldiers are. Oould the grumblers
come and see lor themselves, aai bave done,
the fiv« miles of fortifications and breast-
works which the army has thrown up, they
would never utter anothercomplaintduring
tbe war.

This morningIt. was rumored that a fight
was expected by the picket, (tbe 16th regi-
mentis now on that doty,} and that Gen.
Stuart intended making an advance on theenemy. As the Bth regiment was also sent
early this morning on picket, It gave comecolor to tbe report; bat 1 find rumors and
reports her- are like thosewhich float shoot
in the cities snd towns?they have no good
foundation. This evening I learn the enemy
at Evansport are constructing pontoon
bridges to croas the Occoquon. Thin, too,
may be mere rumor. It la evident tbat the
Yankee nation are anxious for a forward
movement Moimosj.i
