It
will be noticed that the demand is restricted
for the prezent 1o the eurrender of the Sguth-
ern Commissioners on board a British ves-
sel; and that a dispatch bas been sent to
Admiral Milne direciing him to proceed at
once to Beston harbor with a fleet of forty-
five veszels. We have every reason to be-
lieve that the statement which we have
given is correct in every particular.”

The New York Times in an article counsals
the Government to lay an embargo on ship
timber against Great Britain in retaliation
for her embargo against the exporiation of
arms acd munitiors of war,

The Baltimore News Shees, of the 20th inst.,
has a long editorial on the subject of the ar-
rest of Messrs. Mason and Slidell, from
which we take the following extract:

The affair of the Treut occuples so largely
theattention of the Earopean pre:s, and is,
moreover, regarded as s) serious a provoca-
tion to war that we continue to republish
from the English joorsals such articles as
may serve best 10 indicate the present tem-
per of the Eaglish people towards the United
States. That the British Governmentis pre.
pared to go to war on this question is as cer-
tain as that it deprecatss a resort to hostil:-
tles if the appeal t0o arms esm be avoided
withoat lowering the dignity of the flag. It
is alsuequally clear that on this as well as
the general cour:e of policy which isto be
pursued with regard to American affairs the
tvovernments of France and England are
actlog in perfect accord.

The impression scems to_be gaining ground
in political circles that Mesars, Msson and
Slidell will be given np. The New York
Times—g0o0d antherity upou matters relating
10 Secretary Sewasrd's Department—states
that a Oabioet meeting was held on Tuesday
1ast, where, in the absence of Lord Lyon's
dispatches, the question was informally con-
sidered. The conclusion reached was that
there must be no quarrel with England—in
other words, that the demands of the British
Government should be cemplied with. The
reasons given for restoricg Messrs. Mason
and Slidell to the deck of a Hritish vess«] are
curious enough. *The Government is prob-
abfy satisfled,” says the correspocdent of the
Tiimes, *‘that this ciamor for a war with Eng.
land originates with and 1is propagated by
sympathisers with the Southern rebellion.*’
