forces, little better than militia, poorly pro-
vided with arms and amwmunition. And te
crown all, the splendid weather invited them
w0 the charge.

Then was presented the golden opportunity
w0 strike at every one of these pointa. Bold,
effectivg blows, etricken then simaltaneously
oy all their armies, could not have failed to
crush our .irength in several quarters, and
put & gloomy fuce upon our affairs. Succees
at Columbas and Bowling Green would have
been alinost aunilulating to our foitunes in
the West. Succese at Cumberland and Pound
Gups would have cut our conuections with
Lennessee aud Kentucky irretrievably. Sue-
cess in capturing our army in the Kanawha
would have laid open all middle Western Vir-
ginia ext spring to the easy invasion of the
¢nemy. A vigorous pash from Beaufort upon
ihe Charleston and Suvannah Railroad would
have separated those two cities, and cut our
army ot the seaboard {n two.

Butthe enemy have let the golden oppor-
auity slip through their fingers. They have
allowed us time to make good our defences in
every threatened quarter. The energy of the
Souihern people has been aroused by the im-
minent danger, and we are now safe in every
point where before we were so vulnerable.
Qur danger is passed, and we are now at lib-
erty to speculate upon the blindness or imbe-
cility which prevented the cnemy from using
an opportunity which will never return to
.

To what cause is the enemy’s failure every.
where to advance attributable? It clearly
was not due to the want of men, to the want
of supplies, or to the want of preparation in
tacilities of every character. Notroops were
ever better nrmed, better clothed, or bLetter
farnished wit' provisions and ammunitior-
T'his was not .he case with particulur
corps, bat was ase with all. And yet,
though fally p- d for effective operations
though the whoie world was expecting heavy
blows to be struck and decisive results to be
achieved, their srmies everywhere either re-
mained stook still, or ignominiously and most
strangely and suddenly stampeded from an
imaginary and non-pursiing foe.

There can be but vne solution for this most

strange phenomenon. The Yaukees do not
enlist to fight; they enlist only to draw pay.
The cessation of Southern trade having put a
stop to their factories and mechanical trades,
the operatives have had no cther means of
livelihood than enlistment; the clerks and
foremen have, under the eame necessity, taken
lieutenancies and captaiucies; and the bosses
are forced to play colonels. They have all gone
into the army as & means of livelihood and
without any sort of intention to throw away
their lives. They took to the ariny to keep
body and soul together, and without the re-
motest thought of employing that method for
separating the two. Accordingly, when Me-
Clollan orders an advance from.the Potomae,
ashe is said to have done repeatedly, these
well fed, well clothed, well pdid and salaried
men of war persistently do not march. So in
Kentucky, where they had every opportanity
for & vietory; and so at Beaufort, when the
panic ereated by their landing invited an ad-
vance. All around the frontier they exhibit
+his same fragal regard for life und cvmfort,
and the same stolid immobility under orders
for an advance. We regard the last four
weeks as decisive of the war, not merely by
its results, or rather barrenness of results fa-
vorable to the enemy, but by its clear develop-
ment of the fact thatthe Yankees have enlist-
ed in the army for a living and with a tixed
objection to hard fighting.
