?light, heat, life, quickening energy, fertil-ity, pnrity, love, joy, elevation, glory, thsfervid rays of the natural sun darting ononrSouthern land, the favor of Deity, «;hris
tiatity, tho National Constitutional Govern-
ment dispensing iv blessings to all the
Mates, and forming the centre and bond of
unitybetween them, as the sun holds to-gether, illuminates, warms, and cheers tbesolar system.The other parts, white and red, are de-signed simply to give variety of color, dis-tinctness, and effect to the Hag. The whole,in the writer's estimation, would constitutea beautiful and striking banner, eminently
appropriate as the ensign of our Southernnation. Althoughthe stars areretained, yetas the sun is the central and most conspicu-
ous figure upon it, it may prcperiy be de-nominate, "Ixb Flao or the Sra." it is truethat when the sun shines tbe stars are in-visible, but still they are in the heavens, andthe track of the sua is among them. Hence,

I think I can satisfy yo* in a few wordsthat you have no serious occasion to feel con-cerned about our relations with Englandifas her rulers profess, she has no disposition toencourage tbe dissensions In America.In the first place, it is almost superfluous

to aay to yon that every instinct of prudenceas well as of good neighborhoodprompts ourgovernment io regard no honorable sacrificetoo rreat for the preservation of the friend-ship of Great Britain. Tbis must be obviousto all the world. At no periodot our historyhas her friendship been of more importance
-j our people?at no period bas our govern-
ment been ia *condition to make greasercon-
cessions to preserve It. Tbe two nations areunited by interests aud sympathies?commer-
cial, social, political, aud religious?almost
as the two arms to one body, and noone ia soignorant as not to know that what harmsone must harm the otner in a corresponding
degree.

1 am persuaded that the British Govern*raent can entertain no doubt upon this sub-ject ; but if it does, I feel tbat I mighttnkeitupon myself to say that the President of theUnited States, when made aware of it? exist-ence, will lose no opportunity of dispelling
it.

Nor is there anything, I venture to nfflrrn,
In theseizu.e of these rebel emissaries wbicbought to receive an unfriendly construction
from England. Her statesmen will not
question the legal right of an American ves-
sel-of-warto search any commercial vesselsuspected of transporting contraband ofwar ; that right has never been surrendered
by England, it was even guaranteed toher
by the treaty of I'm is, and British guns,
frowning down nearlyevery strait and inlandsea upon the globe,are conclusive evidencethat she regards this right as one, the effica-
cy of whieb may be not yet entirely extin-guished. Of course there is much that is ir-ritating and vexatious in the exercise of tbisright under the most favorable circum-
stances, and it is to be hoped the day is not
far distant when the maritime States of theworld will agiee in placing neutral com-merce beyond the reach of such vexations.

The United States Government has been
striving to this end for more than fifty years;
to this end, early in the present ceutnrj,
and in its infancy as a nation, it embarked
in a war with the greatest naval,power iv theworld; aad it is even now a persistent saitcr
at every maritime court in Europe for amore
liberal recognition of tbe rights of neutralsthan any of the other great maritime na-
tions have yet been disposed to make. Buttill those rights are secured by proper Inter-national guarantees, upon a comprehensive
and enduringbasis, of course England can-not complain of an act for which, in all itsmaterial bearings, her own naval history
affords such numerous precedents.

Whether the captives from the Trent werecontraband of war or nor, jS a question
which tbe two Governments can have no
serious difficulty in agreeing upon. IfMr.
Seward cannot satisfy Earl Russell that theywere, I have no doubt Earl Russell will beable to satisfy Mr. Seward th.t they were
not. It they were, as all authorities con»ur
in admitting,agents of the rebellion, it willbe difficult to satisfy impartial minds thatthey were any less contraband than a file ofrebel soldiers or a batteryof hestile cannon.But even should there be a difference ofopinion upon this point, it is very clear thatour Government had sufficient grounds forpresumingitself in theright to escape the sus-picion of having wantonly vklated the rela-tions of amity which the two countries pro-
fess a desire to preserve and colli vate-The pretence that we ought to have takenthe Trent into port, and had her condemnedby a prize court, in order to justify our seiz-ure of four of her passengers, furnishes avery narrow basis on which to fix a seriouscontroversy between two great nations.?
Stated in other words, an offence would havebeen less if it bad been greater. The wrong
done to the British flag would have been
mitig* ted, if, instead of seizing four rebels,we bad seized the ship, detained all her pas-
sengers for weeks;aad confiscated her cargo.
i am not surprised tbat Capt. Wilkes took a
different view of his duty, and of what was
due to the friendly relations which subsistedbetween the two governments. The re-nowned common sense of the English peo-
ple, I. believe, will approve of his effort to
make the discharge of a very unpleasantduty as little vexatious as possible to all In-nocent parties.

If, under these circumstances, Englandshould deem it her duty, in the interest efcivilization,to insist npon the restoration ofthe men taken from under the protection ofher flag, it will be from a conviction, with-
out doubt, that the law of nations in regard
to the rights of neutrals,wbichshe has takena leading part in establishing,requires re-
vision, and with a suitable disposition onherpart to establish these i ghts upon a just,
humane and philosophic basis. Indeed, I
am happy to see au intimation in one of theleading metropolitan journals which goes
far to justify this inference. Referring to
the decision of the EnglishAdmiraltyCourts,
now quoted in defence of the seizure of theAmerican rebels on board the Trent, theLondon Times, ot the 2Sth of November, says:

"So far ax theauthorities go, the testimony
of international law writers is all one way ;
that a belligerentwar cruiser bas the right
to stop and visit and search any merchant
ship upon the high seas. * * * But itmust be remembered that these decisions
weregiven under circumstances very differ-
ent from those which now ocenr. steamers
in those days did not exist,and mail vessels,carrying letters wherein all the nations ofthe world have immediate interest, were un-
known. We were fighting for existence, and
we did in those dayswhat we should neither
do, nor allow others todo, nor expect our-selves to be allowed to do, in these days ''
IfEngland,as we are here encouraged tohope, is disposed to do her part in stripping

war of half its horrors by accepting the poli-
cy longand persistently urged upon her by
our Government, and commended byevery
principle of justice and humanity, she'Will
find no ground, in the visit of the Trent, for
controversy with our Government. I amsure the President and people of the United
States would be but too happy to let these
men go free, unnatural and unpardonableastheir offences have been, if by it they could
emancipate the commerce of the world.?
Greatly as It would be toonr disadvantage at
this present crisis to surrender any of those
maritime privilege* of belligerents wbicb
aresanctioned by the laws of nations, I feel
that I take noresponsibility in saying that
the United States will be faithful to her tra-
ditional policy upon this subject and to tbe
spirit ofher politicalinstitutions.

On the other hand, shouldEngland be un-
prepared to make acorresponding sacrifice >should she feel that she coald not yet af&ird
to surrender tbe advantages which the pre-
sent maritime code gives to a dominant navalpower, of course *he will not put herself in a
false position byasking us to do it. In either
case, therefore, 1 do aot see how the friendly
relations of the two governments are In any
immediate danger of being disturbed.

The over-prompt recognition, as belliger-
ents, of * body of men, however large, solong as they constituted a maaifest minority
of ths nation, woanded tbe feelings of my
countrymendeeplyI will not attempt to de-
ay, nor that thatact, with some of its logi-
cal consequences which hay* already oc-
curred, baa planted in tbe breasts of many
tb* suspicion that their kindred in England
wish them evil rather thaa good, but tbe
statesmen to whom the political interests of
these two greatpeople are confided act npon
higherresponsibilities and with better lights,
and yon may rest assured that an event so
mutually disastrous a*a war between Eng-
land and America etanot occur without
someother and graver provocationthaa baa
yet been given by either nation.

Nashville, Dec. 27, 1861.
The activity displayedby the enemy a few

days ago near Green river, threatening ap-
parently Bowling Green, hr.s resulted in
nothing but to cause us to strengthen our
position more, aud to make greater prepara-
tions to meet them. When the report came
first of the immense force of the Federals,estimated as high as sixty to seventy thou-
sand men, prepared to march on Bowling
Green, and as a large column of it having
crossed to this side of Green river, some un-
easines* was felt. We believed that Ggn.Johnston, with inferior numbers, couldwhipthe enemy, but felt tbat against suchodda the accident* ftßd cSajae*,of wmi TnlJth4,
place our brave army in a tryingor criticalsituation. No one doubted that a battle,
uadorsuch circumstances, would be most
desperate and bloody. W* might have lost
thousands of the beat and bravest men with-
out producing any other resu It than mat6i
successfully defending ourselves. But theenemy have not had courage to advance be-joudGreen river. A large portion of the
fort' that crossed to this side has r ecrcssed.
Gen. Buell is making himself as famous by
bis marches aad counter-marches as the
aacieutKing who raarched up the hill and
then marched dowa again.

All the excitement that existed a few days
since, in anticipation of a battle, has died
away. It wax my opinion, as expressed in
the DispiuJt, that there would not be any
great battle on that field, notwithstanding
the demonstrations made by the enemy and
bluster by tbe Northern press. I need not
repeat the argument Imade. Facts show my
reasons were well founded. General Bnell
would have accepted battle, had General
Johnston been foolish enough to have offered
it, with ha'f the force of the enemy and be
fore their entrenchments. It is not there we
should attempt to force our way to Lexing-
ton, Fraukfort, aad the Ohio. The time has
passfd fjr such a movement, unlets we can
draw off the immense Federal army there to
some other point. Although I have no Idea
the Federals will presume to march on Bowl-
ing Green, still we are much better prepared
to receive them now, and there Is less cause
for uneasiness, than there Was when they
threatened to do so a few days ago. ?

General Floyd's brigade is expected In
Nashville to-day, en route for Kentucky.?
The people are prepared to give a hearty
welcome to this noble corps. No troops
have done better or suffered more iv the war
than General Floyd's. The number of the
brigade and its destination is not made pub-
lic. Wherever it goes it will dogood service.
It might be rendered most efficient in co-
operation with Zollicon'er and Marsall in a
movement towards Lexington and Frank-
fort. The line of communication to Nash-
ville by way of Bowling Green is well de-
fended. The active should be intheBlue Grass region and most populous
part of Kentucky.

Reports continue to come in, which appear
well founded, thatOeneral Crittenden, withtwelve thousand federals, are threateningHopKinsrille. It is stated that this force isdivided into three columns, to march fromClinton, Greenville, and Madisonville, at
the same time. Col. Jackson's command is
united with that of Crittenden. Gen. Clark
is near Hopkinsvillewith 3,000 to 1,000 troops.
There is great excitement in that section ofthe State. Great numbers of Kentuckians
were flocking to the Confederate flag with
whatever arms they had or could find, while
others were moving their stock and other
property, farther Soath. We shall hear Boon,probably,of desperate fighting in the neigh
borhood of Hopkinsville.

The recent fire here in the ordnance stores
of the Oonfeder.'.te Government is less dis-
astrous than it was supposed to be at first.
It will not be of so much inconvenience to
the service. No doubt is entertained now of
it being the work of an incendiary. A tho-
lough, though secret, investigation is going
on as to tbe cause. The city authorities are
placingtbe city under an efficient guard.
