It is situated upon the Elisabeth river, aa it
widens out to the sea, eight miles from
Hampton Roads, and thirty-five from the
ocean It baa somewhere in the vicinity of
fifteen thousand inhabitants, exclusive of the
soldiers stationed near. The harbor is large,
aafe, easy of access, and defended by Crane-
Island, Sewell's Point, Fort Calhoun, and
Fort Monroe.
I turn from the lest words of this slight

historical sketch to light a cigar, and listen
to the rain beat against the window. All
day long It hue been wet and stormy, but
with an occasional hour of fair weather.?
One cannot always tramp for newa, and
aland at the street corners to catch the items
of gossip which float on the current of pub-
lic talk, and on such days, how better ceuld
"your own" employ himself than in reading
np iv the old time records of the town in
which he is a sojourner, and of learning
what Interest attache* to its olden associa-
tions. In a time when every day makes his-
tory of greater interest, people are apt to
care little for the history of the past; but if
$omr. out looka over my task with pleasure I
shall not feel these evening hours have been
spent in vain.

WBDNra>AT MORNING...JArf KAM
FBOBI NORFOLK.

[OtIR OWN CORRESPONDENT]
Norfolk, Jan. 18.

"On the 16th of May,'« y . that aoven-
tnrous traveller Captain John Smith, "on
the 16th of May, IW7, they fixed upon a pe-
ninsula on the North aide of James Hirer
about fifty miles from its month, and then in
the possession of the Paspaheghs. This was
pronounced a very fit place for avery great
city; but there was some contention about it
between Captain Oosnold and Wingfleld
even after the provisionswere landed. Here
they commenced the settlement of James-
town, which was, as it proved, the small be-
ginning of our now great and prosperous
Confederacy." Hence the city of James-
town. The subsequent struggles of the new
colony, its growth,the exploits of its found-
ers, Smith, Oosnold, Newport,Ratcliff, Msr-
tin, and others, have become as familiar as

| household words Ujrough the page* of his-
tory. For the next century the record of the
Colony was one of many difficulties, but of
gradual growth. The two ensuing sum-
mers were spent by Smith and his compan-
ions, in exploringthe numerous rivers, bays,
inlets, and creeks surrounding the country
by Jamestown, and in conquering them by
arms, or winning them by treaty with the
Indian owners. Slowly as time progressed
the Colonial wilds of Virginia became in-
habited by English emigrants, and one by
onethe daring adventurers who first settled
them passed away. Englishmen ofwealth
and influence became planters, purchased
lauds in the new world, and brought out
tenantry to cultivate them. The culture of
tobacco became a source of wealth,
and hundreds were tempted by the
prospect of gain to leave their Eng-
lish homes for the new found El Dorado.
For the next twelve years after the settle-
ment of Jamestown the number of planters
rapidly increased; but still the affairs of the
colony did not thrive equal to the expecta-
tions of the people. In 1620, the same pear
Miles Suuulish put bis foot on the "blarney
stone" of Mew England, twelve hundred
and sixty-one additional settlers were in-
duced to emigrate, but they soon became
dlssat sued, and cherished the hope of a
speedy return to England. Like men who
rushed to the Pacitic coast in the years 1b49
and isvj, they left the comfortsofcivilization
for the Kike of gain, and soon found out the
difference between -a comfortable home in
Britain and life in. the wilderness But then
there were few women in the country; and
What else could have been expected. In older
to attach them moreclosely to the settlement,
and to render the colony more permanent,
ninety young women, oi a reputable charac-
ter, were sent over to become the wives of
theplanters. So good an effect did these
ninety young women, ofa reputable charac-
ter, have upon the communityin the bush,
that they were soon foliowed by sixty more,
(of whose character orcharacteristics history
says nothing,) sent at the expenseof the Eng-
lish Colonial Company. Thereafter women
came in every ship, the planters payingthe
cost of their transportation; and so well did
these young womenconduct themselves that
the price of a wife rose from one hundred
and twenty to one hundred and fifty pounds
of tobacco. After this there was very little
discontent, and the settlements increased
rapidly. The next year the London Com-
pany granted their Colony a written consti-
tution,and a local Government was formed.
So things went on prosperously until the
reign ofKing James was over; then came
Charles I, Cromwell, Charles 11, and finally
the Georges. And through all the years?
throughmany difficulties?the settlements in
Virginia continued to grow in wealth and
importance.

WAR MATTERS.
Oar summary is made up from late papers

received at thisoffice :

A VISIT TO TUB BXITISB STBAB FBIO&7B "lUXOBjr
TALITB."

The Annapolis correspondent ef the New
YorkHerald, under date of the 12th instant,
furnishes us with the following extract:

This morning the Governor, Speaker of the
Bouse of Representatives several members of
the Legislature, accompanied by ltr. Thomp-
son, paid a visit to the British frigate ltnmor-
talite, now lyingin our harbor. They left
the dock at eleven o'clock, on board a small
propeller, and in a few minutes were stand-
ing on the deck of John Bull's defender; and
a right noble vessel she Is. She carr.es S3
guns, 60of which are 32-ponnderc; oue large
Armstrong, 100 lbs , and two'mailer Arm-
strong guns, -be is worked by screw and
sail, and can make thirteen knots an hour
eaaily. Her mission to this port was to take
off_iord Lyons, in case there was war; and
when she entered the bay, and the captain
saw the large fleet which was lying here, be-
longing to General Burnside, he hardly
knew how to act.

After examining the vessel thoroughly, the
parry were entertained with luncheon at
which the wines and ale (hale) of old Eng-
land were merrily discussed We returned so
shore about twe o'clock, well pleased with
our visit and the gentlemanly officers of the
vessel; and one wish, I am sure, was unani-
mous?"that she may never visit our shores
with any hostile intent."

THE FTB2RAL OF THB LATH COL. BAMUHI. COLT.
From the Hartford (Ct.) Courunt, of the

16tb inst., we gather the following account
of the funeral ceremonies of the late Col.
Samuel Colt, of revolver notoriety :

The funeral of Col. Sam Colt took place on
Tuesday afternoon, at his late residence on
Wethersfleld avenue. The lime for the ob-
sequies was fixed at three o'clock ; but two
hours before the appointed hour the people
began to gather on the avenue in front ol
the house aud on the grounds about it. At
two o'clock there w«s a stream of people
upon both sides of Main street tending to the
place. Upon no occasion have the people of
the town come out in such force as they
came out yesterday to testify their respect
to the man who had added so greatly to the
prosperity cf his native city.

At three o'clock there was a dense mass of
men, women and children packed upon the
walks and street in front of the house. At
that time, too, theworkmen in tbe armory,
marshalled by Wm H Green, Esq , a con-
tractor in the establishment, marched from
the meadows, preceded by thearmory band.
The gate opened, and two by two they tiled
into the north wing of the building,through
oneof the parlors where the body lay, took
their last look of their late employer, and
passed throughthe library to the exit on the
southern side of the building. There were
ever fifteen aumired of them all, and about
an hour was consumed in their parage. . The
Celt Guard, Company A, Twelfth Keglment
Connecticut Volunteers, followed, under
command of Capt. Geo. N. Lewis. Theu
came the Putnam Phalanx, Captain Gordon,
and a few of the multitude in waitingoutside
were admitted.

The body lay in a parlor, encased in a me-
talic coffin and looked very natural. Upon
the ease were laid wreaths of camelias and
white roses in evergreens. The services were
conducted by the Rev. Mr. Washbnrne, of
St. John's Church, assisted by Assistant
Bishop Williams, and the Rev. Messrs. Aber-
crombie and Fisher. The Episcopal burial
service was read, aud tbe pall bearers, Gov.
Thos. H. Seymour, lion. Henry C. Deinin«,
E. K. Hoot, James H. Ashmead, A. W.
Birge, Horace Lord, of this city; Col May.
of Palo Alto fame, (of New York,) andChas.
Woodbury, Esq., of Boston, bore tbe body
to thetomb, which is situated near tbe lake
upon the grounds surrounding tbe house ?

Here there were prayers, and then the re-mains were lowered to their final resting
place.

The armory band played n solemn dirge,
and the vastconcourse dispersed The ser-
vices were not concluded until a late hour?
Among the notabilities present besides the
gallantMay, there were Col. Denting, of the
Twelth Reeiment Connecticut Volunteers,
and his staff, Mrs. IU H. Sigourney, Hon.
Isaac Toucey, late Secretary of tha Navy,
and others.

With the number of emigrants increased
the amount of tobacco raised in the \ irginia
Colony, and it soon became necessary to form
townsfor the purpose of concentrating trade
fer facilitating the exportation of tobacco,
and for the promotion of commerce. In se-
lecting locations for these towns none seemed
to offer better advantages than a districtcalled by Capt. Smith, ffantamund, situated
on the Elizabeth river, and on the 6th day of
Jnne, in the year of our Lord one thousand
six hundred and eighty,seventy-three years
after the settlement of Jamestown, the As-
semblyof Virginia passed an act directing
the purchase of fifty acres of land for the
town of Norfolk. Extraordinary induce-
ments were offered to lawyers, bricklayers,
artizans,and mechanics, to take up their resi-dence within the fifty acres; and they were
exempted from arrest, and their propertywas not liable to seizure for debt. Owingtothe health fulness ot the location, the fine
harbor, its facilities for trade, the place in-creased graduallytowards the dimensions ofa town. September loth, 1736, by a royal
charter from George -11, (about whom Mr.
Thackeray tells somany pleasant stories,) It
was formed into a borough : and that is how
the city ot Norfolk came about.

From 1786, the date of its chapter, to 1770,
the town of Norfolk grew rapidly. Ita fine
location and its excellent harbor gave an
importance few other towns possessed.?
Trade from all partsof the Stata flowed into
its streets, and avenues were opened to com-
merce with the world. At one time there
was but a singlerival in thecolony,and that,
Dumfries, a Scotch settlement on the Poto-
mac, now a ruined and desolate burg. The
year 1770, saw Norfolk the richest and most
flourishing city in Virginia. It had in-
creased In size until its inhabitants number-
ed six thousand; and had Increased in weaitb,
of which its fine streets, its stores and ware-
houses, its wharves, its churches, and ita
elegant private residences, wece evidence.

Wben the American Revolution begun,
Norfolk was in avery prosperous condition.
At that time many of her sons joined tbe
Sopular Massachusetts clamor against " the

ling,*' and assisted in the overthrow ot
British Government in theColonies. When
hostilities actually begun, the city was the
sceneof stirring events and suffered severe-
lybefore the close of tbe war. Early in the
difficulties, the British fleet, under Eord
Dunmore, made Norfolk harbor its principal
rendezvous. The Virginians commenced
makingpreparations to defend themselves,
and tbrew up fortifications around the town.
The first battle fought was at "Great
Bridge," on tbe nortb bank of the Elizabeth
river, a tew miles from the city, which took
place on themorning of December nh, 1775.
Eord Dunnore dispatched 200 regulars ana
300 falacks and torles to capture, the bridge
which was defended by 100 "ehirtroen" as
they called the Virginians,but they met with
a severe detent and returned With n)o«s of
102killed and wounded. This victory deter-
mined the Virginians to take thecityof Nor-
folk; but, like the Yankees at Portsmouth,
the British commanders became alarmed at
the noise around them, and the fortifications
were hastily abandoned. Twenty pieces of
cannon were dismantled and spiked before
Eord Dunmore took to bis ships. Owing to
the increasing hostilityof thepeople the fleet
could not getprovisions, and Lord Dnnmore
sent vord to the Virginia authorities that
unless they furnished bim, he would bom-
bard the town. No attention waa paid to
this, and on the Istof January, 1776, after a
notice to aon-oombatan ts to leave tbe city,he
opened fire. The wooden buildings by the
water were soon in flames, and owingto high
winds the conflagration spread until nine-
tenths of the city was destroyed.

Several times after the British fleet came
Into Bampton Roads, and two or three Mmea
Portsmouth, immediately across tbe river,
was occupied. That town also suffered se-
verely dnring the wttr and waa frequently
used ts places of rendezvous, as Annapolis
and Old Point are used by the Yankeea. On
tbe IStb ofApril, KM, a large bodyof British
troops, under Maj. Gen. Phillips and Brig.
Ger. Arnold, embarked atPortsmouth on aa
expedition for the/purpose of destroying
some American stores. A body of light in-
fantry was sent up the Ohickahomany ten or
twelve miles, where severalarmed ships.sun-
dry warehouses, and some ship-yards ware
burned. -

General McClellan will force the rats from
tbeir holes at Manassas,attack them at three
points at once, and fulfill his modest pledge
that the war will be "short but desperate."
