Lieutenant-Uolonel Maynadier, in execu-
ting, or attempting to execute, the order of
Floyd, for the tramsmission of 141 ot the
largest cannon from Pittebnrg to the Gulf
of Mexice, did it with the full knowledge
thatone of the forts was unfinished, and the
other not even begun. It is scarcely less
clear that Maynadier must have known or
believed that the object of Plcad in giving
the order was to disarm the Government,
und to arm its rebel enemies. He is conceded
10 be one of the most intelligent men in the
army, and has been in the Urdnasce Depart-
ment as assistant for nesr y twentiy years.—
He speaks with eyident pride of the confi-
dence reposed in him by Jefferson Davis and
Floyd, of their frequent consultations with
bim in preferenoce tv his superior, Uol. Uraig,
and it is, therefore, not to be believed that
he would have withheld an opinion from
the Secretary of War in regard to the
impropriety of sending o¢annomn to the
Gulf coast to aria fortifications which had
no _existence, from motives of mere
modesty. He says that'‘his duty was obe-
didnce; not questioning.’”” On the 17:h of
September foliowing, Colonel Uraig was re-
lieved trom duty as head of the Ordnance
Bureau, and on the 23d Maynadier was sub-
stituted in his place. The day preceding the

This fact is taken from Hel-
knap’'s evidence before the Military Uom-
mittee of the last House of Representatives,
rt No. 85, which your committee have
fels at liberty to use in this connéction.

“As originaily written,’’ says Belknap, ‘‘the
Ppro| was for two dollars per gun,but
the words ‘and fifteen cents’ were interlined
before the paper was presented to the War
Department.’

On the back of said letter is the following
endorsement: ‘“The within proposition is
accepted to the extent of oue hundred thou-
sand muskets, and as many more up to the
maximum number as the service will s;
Signed, J. B. F‘°¥.d' Secretary of War.’

Subsequently Floyd, by a straoge fi
professed todiscover that the price for which
the arms were sold was less than he supposed
when he accepted the bid, and said that they
should not be delivered sor less than $2 50 per
mosket. Belknap leaves us to infer that
the new terms were accepted, and says that
« Secretary Holt refuses to give me the
guns.”

Lieut -Col. Maynadier speaks of this trans.
action as & mere bid on the rxt of Belknap,
and declarssthat *71ot-a singlemusket has
been =old to Belknap atany price.” Accord-
ing to the testimony of Col. Uraig before the
Military Committee, 100,000 muskets were sold
to G. B. Lamar on the 24:h day of November,
1860, 5,000 to theState of Mississippi on the ith
of December, and 5,000 to the State of Louisi-
ana on the 16th of the same month. All
these sales, then, occurred within less than
a month after the removal of Uelonel Craig
and the appointment of Lieut. Uol. May-
nadier, and immeojately subsequent to the
sppearance of Col. Caaig’s report, in which
he protests against the sale of more small
arms.

Col. Oraig states that omly 50,000 of the
141,000 arms sold during Floyd’s administra-
tion of the War Department were advertised
as required by the law of 1525, and that he
protesied against further sales conse-
quence was his removal and the substitution
of Lieut.-Colonel Maynadier, under whom
these immense sales were made to aid the
cause of treason by a corrupt violation of

law,

The 20,000 last mentioned were sold to par-
tiecand to States in open or threatened re.
bellion against the Government, and the
fact was as well known then that they were
to be used against the (Government of the
United States 8s it is now.

In the evidence of Belknap, he mentions
George Sarders, a well-known traitor, as
one of his advisers in the purehase of the
100,000 muskets. The whole-conduct ot Floyd
leaves not a doubt that he believed he was
making a sale to partles in the interest
of the rebellion, and it were affacta-
tion to supposs that, in annulling the
original agreement at the rate of $3 15, he
was actuated by honirable or patriotic mo-
‘tives. The only rational explanation of
conduct in cancelling the contract, there-
fore, is to be founda in the sup tion iba-
he discovered that a mistake been made,
and that his fellow-conspirators could not
obtasin possession of the arms. g
Here, then, we have incontrovertible evi-
dence that within a month after Lieuntenant-
Uolonel Maypnadier was placed at the head
of the Ordnance Department twenty thon-
sand stand of arms were #s0ld to the rebel
enemies of the country and thatone bi:ndred
to two hundred and fifty thousand stand
were bargained for, evidently with the expec-
tation that the{ were t0 go into'the same
hands.

Jackson’s brigade, with Imboden’s, and five
pieces of Walton’s battery, had been sent to
take up a position along Bull Ran to guard
the interval between Coucke’s right and Bon-
ham'’s left, with orders to support either in
case of need—the character and topographi-
cal features of the ground having been shown
to Geeneral Jackeson by Uaptain D. 8. Harris,
of the kuginee s, of this Army Uorps.
So much of Bee's and Barwow's brigades,
now united, as had ~rrived—some 2,50y mus-
kets—nad also been sent forward to the sap-
port of the position of the Stcne Bridge.

The enemy beginning hus detour from the
turapike, at a point nearly half-way between
Stone Bridge and Uentrevilie, had pursued a
toriuous, narrow wrace of a rarely used ro.d,
through a dense wood, the greater part of his
way, uutil near the Sud.ey Road. A divi-
sion under Colonel Hunter, of the Federal
regular army, of two strong brigades, was in
the advance, followed immediately by
another division under Uolonel ueintzeiman,
of three brigades and :even companies of
regular cavairy and twelity-four pieces of
artillery—eighteen of which were rifle guns.
This colamu, as it crossed Bull Run, uum-
bered over 16,000 mea of all arme by their
own accouats.

Despite this vdds, this intrepid command
of buteleven weak companies maintained its
front to the enemy for quite am hour, and
antil Gen. Bee ctme to their ald with his
command.- The heroic Bee, with a soldier’s
eye aad recogunition of the situation, had
previously disposed his command Wil
skill—Imboden's battery having been admi-
rably placed between the two brigades un-
der shelter bebind the undulations of & hill
about 150 yards north of the now fa uous
Henry House, and very near where he subse-
quently fell mortally wounded, to the great
misfortune of his country, but after deeds of
deliberate and ever-memorsble courage.

been, indeed, the iospiration of the cause,
and cousciousness of the great stake at iasue,
which thus perved and animated one and all
to stand unawed and unshrinkieg In such
extremity.
