Those prisoners
came futo cur conntry in their own wrony, en
the most brfital and savage errand. They
came upou our territory, to the doars ot
our homgps, to shoot down oar people, o
outrage onr women, to plander our property,
and to excite our slaves to insnrrection. They
came 10 Jet loces all the faries upon our keads,
and to roam and run riot with fire and faggot
over the Jund. We caught the savage intru.
dera la she act. We ghould have bLeen justi-
fied in patting them instantly to death. We
should have exacauted a righteous ven-
geance upon them, if we hed, after the
waoner of the wboriginal savages of the
forest, tied them to stakes, aud, amid
dances and rejoicings, put them by elow
andexcruciatiog torture to death. They clioge
1o ontlvw us from the pale of humanity, and
avowed their parpose to deal with us as in-
fawous persons whose existence was a curse
to the earth. They repudiated the thought of
allowing us the awmenities of civilized war-
fure. They baniehed humanity and Christian
wmoderation from Uisir pwposee, and eawe to
exterminate us us beasts und brutes of the
forest. All this was before we had caught
their prisviers.

We had a right to tuke them ut their own
word, aud, if we were to encounter the treat-
ment and fato of outlaws, to retort upon them
ihie desperate resiziance usuul with hostcs fin-
mani generis. 'They were two or threeto one,
their men alone came against nz, and oar
wives and children were.to meet a common
fate with ourseives.

We might have maimed and left
them lying upen the grouud, to becowme a Liv-
ing prey to wolves and buzzarde.® We might,
in mock humaunity, bave wusped their wounds
with witriol, and poniticed them with pepper

We might Luve pinched their tiesk with hot
irons, and practiced apon them those very
cruelties which their lying tougues had so

often accased ns of visiting npon our slaves.
We might have buried them alive, and, with
# refinement of savagery, have inserted
tubes from the surfuce,and by protraciing res
piration, protracted the awful fute to which
we thus cousigned thew

Bat none of these things did we do. We
retarped good for evil; we chowe the part of
yood Bamsaritana. We gathe togsther
their wounded aud sick in h..q»‘s, and we
deccntly buried their dead when their defeat-
ed comrades had not the humnnily and deceucy
10 a8k to bury them themzelves. Their Gov-
erument, with anexamgpled bratelit
clared all mo

- had de-

cines contrabund of war, and pro
hibited their introduction within our honnda-

ries. Notwithatanding this infamous decree,we
edmiuistered to them, of onr ecunty supplies,
insufficient for our own #ick, that wh®h their
own (Government thus denied them, though
costing u3 four prices; and in all respects did
we cure for them as we cared for the brave
sick and wounded who had been tighting for
our ltberty and security. The lives of our
own sick and wounded soldiers were very
precions in our sight, and their comfort and
Teoovery were very nearto our hearts; bat
not even these cherished men receivad a
kindlier attention, than those who had come
to slay, violate, rob, rnin, and externfinate us

Since the period when thousands of these
kired emissuries fell into our hauds, it has
suited the tactics of the enewmy to assame a
Jess savage tone toewards our esuse aud peo-
ple. The “pirates,” taken om our priva.
teers, which they would have ignomini-
ously hung up by the meck amid the zhouts
of au exultant mob, bave pgradaally bLeen
metamorphosed into  prisoners ” of war,
uud, in order to extricate thelr own prisoners
sunong us {rom the fate which they know we

canld make as severe as weo desirad, they are

willlag to exchange man for man.

That measure we will consentto; but when,
with bypoeriifeal professions of plilanthropy
aud affected solicitnde for soldiers of whom
their cold-hearted rico raheed to bary the
dead, they would seud deputations to confer
with their prironers and to spy out our re-
sources and defences, it is proper that we
ghould rebuke them by a prompt and con-
temptuous refusal of their command.

The Demuuds of the Crisis,

The South should heuceforih siernly set her
faoe ngaiust the natural disposition to look for
assietance from Farops, and to expect others
1o do for us what we ought to do for our-
welvea. That the Weatern nations of Europe
will, sooner or later, opea the blockade, we
have not now, any more than we huve ever
had, a shudow of a doabt. Bat great bodies
proverbinlly move slowly, and it would be
anreasonable to expect prudent and ragacious
Governmente,whateyer their interests or sym
pathies, to involve themseives in the conse
juence of an opening of the blockade, with-
sut such & guarautee of our capacity to main-
¢ain our independence as only our own acts
can give. They wait for us; if we wait for
them, it will induce a degree or lethargy and
secarity amoung curselves which will lead to
diaaster, and render even more distant and
doubtful the period of our recoguition. We
should mot allow oanrselves to be lulied to
fulse security Ly the increasing appreben-
sions expressed by the Northern press of
Earopean intervention on behalf of the Nouth.
‘That there is gronud for vhese apprelionsions,
we fully believe; bat, to make them certsin,
we must beatir ourselves, and be prepared at
least to muintain our own in the present strug-
gle. Weare aware thut there is no sbate-
meut of zeal amony our people, and that the
tiame of patriotirm burns among the masses
with a steady aud increasing light. Bat our
legisdators and Congressional representatives
must act speedily in providing for the military
defquce of the country, Instead of permitting
any @minution of our forces on the frontier,
ulready luferior tothe enemy in everything but
courage, constancy, and virtae, we should
provide for a large end immediate iucrease of
our forces. 1o this connexion, the meugure
of first importauce is tLat which concerns the
re-enlistwent of volunteers.

This momentous question is ope which
sfter all, wast depend upou the patriotism of
the vauluuteers thomeelyes, though the Legis-
lajure awd Cougress may, by wise activn,
greatly fucliitzte thut resnlt. However we
may svpply s dirsinution oi uumbers from
$lis goaice, it is unguestionably trus thet we

sidea and the homes of the Bouth from in-
vasion und defilement. We exn well nude,.
stand thai she volunteershave had severe trials
of their patience and their tewper, not only
1a the great hardabips which they bave
undergone, and the monotonous inaction of
camp life, but fn the intense relfishnes which
has been munifested by greedy speculators
who have not enly refrained from aiding the
Southern cause in any way, either in person
or by contribution, but have greedily and
basely rpeculated upon the wauts of those
who wera defending their homes and property
at the peril of their lives. It is hard for the
bravest mes to toil on amid sach discourage-
ments as thLis, imagining, perhape, that the
whole counntry, as well as these sharpers,
are looking with inditference upoun their
tute, and only nsing the war aa an engine
for the aggrandizement of their individual
foriupes. Sach a suppoeition would, hew-
ever, do” great injustice to the masses of
the BSouthern people. It is only a certain
class, greedy harpies, who are to bLe found
in every country, and who are a disgrace to
humanity, who speculate upon the necessi-
ties of the whole community as well as
the soldiery, and are indifferent to their
sufferings, their triale, and their glories.—
It may at least be said of the helplese class,
of the mothers, wives, and daughters of the
South, who have labored iacessantly for the
comfort of the soldiers since the beginning of
the war, who have nursed them in sickness,
and provided by their cheerful aud patient in-

We caunot be-
lieve that at the ecnticul juucture now ap-
proachivg they will fulfill the malicions gx-
pectations of their enemies, and perwit the
Southern cause 10 perish on the very bamks

Un Wednesday, the dry dock was taken
into St. Augustive Ureek, to be suak in the
way of the approach of the Federal gua-
boats ; but on the first sight of the huge
monster approaching, the fleet Yankees
hoisted anchor and steamed away from the
presence of the dreaded bdattery. They have
suggested 1o us the only proper and eficient
use to bd made of the dock, and one which,
no doubt, will be soon effected. It is capable

formidable. The dock has not been keptin
its destined position, the force of the tidal
current having veered 1t aboat in all direc-
tions before the morning of ‘l'lnpdny.
