prisoner, recently returned from Richmond,
is relating bis experience in the Rochester
K.yrut. He indulges In personal lmpertl
neneee in relation to Hon. Alex.Stevens, but
in conclusion describes him as of a reserved
demeanor, but agreeble in conversation, and
while talkingwith theprisoners, seem to stu-
diously avoid any remaik that could be sap-
posed to injure their feelings. He visited
quite often.

We were also '-honored" wiui acaU fromthe editor of theRichmond Dtx/MucA, who camein disguise, and regaled the prisoners withping tooaoop and cigars, protested thedeepest

sympathy, and was exceedingly inquisitive.
The day following he spread before ids read-ers an account o. his observations at thehospital, whereiu he took occasion to de-nounce us in the most nasnrpassiug terms.Tray,.Blanche and Swßeihenri joined iv thedemoniac howl, and for a sea«on little elsewas advocated by the Richmond piess than aproposition toremove " iaij Yanxees" io thecoal mines, as soon as u.uu wounds wereheated, and compel them to work, for theirliving. The editor of the Vur auh suoaequeuuyrenewed his visit,and w..» lecognued.
The boys, however, proteased io regard himas a stranger, but took occi.s on to iatiodues
tbesaid editoras a topic 01 <v Hussion, andberated him to their satisf-cuon. Believing
himself unknown, he bore lt without remon-
strance, but didno trsmain lop g, and ws neverlooked upon his liks again.

We had visitors of everyclaw. I was lean-ingupon the balconyoneday,when an elderlylady approached me, saying that she desiredto pass into the ward where the Confederatepatientswere confined, but she did not wantto see any of tbe 'horrid Yankees." I hadunderstood that ths popular superstitionre-spooling the Federal soldiers savoredofhorns
and claws: but not calculating tbe effect ofa sudden disclosure, I remarkei, in winning
accents and with the pleasanteet distortion
of countenance of which my facial muscleswere susceptible, that I was a"beastof Ephe-
bus myself:'' The dlsoloeure seemed to takeeffect in the pit of the lady'e stomach, for af-tsr a momentarycollapse she wildlyflungup
her arms, exclaiming, "Oyah-ugh!" and
vanished.

Wo-men, whose hands never knew toil before,now ply the needle and the loom from morn-
ing till night?the tottering grand,dame andtha little child arealike devoted to the work
ofmercy. The silks and the satins whichwerewont to be sjen on ths daily promenade
havegiven place to theplainergarbs ofhome-spun, while the pleasures of visiting and so-ciability are exchanged for the tender cbari-
fee which flow la loviugstreams at the bed-side of the sick.

Tbe men are all in arms?even the aged,
whom the law has exempted from military
duty, have formed themselves into corpt it
retcrvee, and await the moment of actionwhen they may be called upon to defend their
homes. The young men are in camp at va-
rious points In the State?tome on the coastand some In the Interior, but all armed,
drilled, and ready for the foe. A few, a very
few from the grand mass are at their homesdischarged or on furlough, bat tbe first note
of alarm will carry them into the ranks of
the army again, to dpbattle wherever danger
calls. Of sick, there are, alas ! too many ?

monla, and other camp diseases, have their
vic.ims.aud.nothwithstandingtheadmirablesanitary regulations of the State, the best ofnursing,good weather, and all the comforta-

encompass tbe voluuteers.bothhospitals and
private bouses present asad arrayofhumani-
ty suffering from the wqret of "Ills that flesh
Is heir to." 60 much for thesocial aspect of
Charleston, aud, Indeed, of South Carolina

Tbe Commander-in-Chief ofthe expedition,Brigadier General Ambrose Everitt Burnside,was bora at Liberty, iv Union county, In-diana, en the 23J of May, 1814, and is conse-quentlyaowin bis thirty-eighthyeur. In 1842

fete entered the West Point Military Academy,
and graduated in 1847, With the rank of Sec-ond Lieutenant in the Second: United States
artillery. In September of the same year hewas transferred to the Third artillery, andwas attacked to therebel General (thea cap-
tain) Brage's company, with v/hicu he
marched ivihediviilonofGeueral Patterson
to tne city of Mexico, and there remained un-til the close of hostilities. With this com-pany he also was engaged for three or louryears in the Inoian border wars ofNew Mex-
ico, distinguishing himself in anencoutterwith theApache tribe, in August, 1549, nearbus Vegas, where he completely routed them,killingeighteen and taking nine prisoners,
besides capturing anumber of horses.

He retired from service in Ociobar, 1863.
Shortly after his retirement from the army
ne tamed his attention to the manufacture
of a breech-loadingrifle?well known as the"Burustde rifle"?lnvented byhimself, and
possessed of peculiar and superior merit.
During the administration of Buchanan it
was submitted to Secretary of War Floyd,
who gaveassurances that it would be adopt-
ed. It transpired subsequently, however,
that Floyd had made a bargainwith another
inventor, with whom he was to share theprofits, and General Bnrnsiae, who had in-
curred considerable expense in bringingbinweapon to perfection on the strength of
Floyd's promises, was consequentlyInvolved
ia some pecuniary difficulties, from whicn
an uprightand honorable character and per-
severing industryhavesince entirelyrelieved
him. He sold the establishment inBristol,
where his rifie was manufactured, to hiebrother-in-law, who has since carried it on
and luruiehed a considerable quantity of the
arms to the Government. He was, subse-
quent to this transaction, connected with
the Illinois central Railroad, la company
with General McClellan. His position wasthat of President of the Land Office.

Flag-Olttcer Louis M. Goldsborough, com-mander of thenavalpar t of theBurustde expe-

d'Uon,wasborn lutheiilstnctof Uulumbia. He
is aclilxen of the State of Maryland, but re-ceived bis appointment in the United StatesNavy from the District of Columbia.His lirat entranceinto the Navy bears dateJune 18, 1812. He has consequently beennearly ilfty years in the United States ser-vice, over eighteen of which he has passed atsea in the various grades of the naval ser-
vice. Amongothers, he commanded the Ma-
rion, thirty-eight guns, in 1842, at the time
she was attached to the squadron ofCommo-
dores Ridgely and Morris, atBraxiL In 1847he commanded the Onto, seventy-lour guns,
and afterwardscommanded the Oumaeriaud,
forty-four guns, aud tlie Levant, eighteen
guns, at tbe time those vessels were attached
to the squadron of Commodore Silas H.
Stringham,in theMediterranean. The Cum-
berland was the flagship while under kis com-
mand. His term of service on shore is abouttwe.ve years, and he has been off active duty
about eighteen years.

Mr. D juglaes, in commencing,said that atthe time he proposed to speak, the victories
of Fort Hsnry and Roanoke Island had not

Blair, or Big Bethel, but be meant to call
attention to the uncertainty and vaseillation
and hesitation in grappling with tbe great
question of the war?Slavery. The great
question was, "What shall be done with the
slaves after they are emancipated ?" He ap-
peared as one who had studied Slavery on
both sices of Mason and Dixon's line. He
considered himself au Amei icah citizen. Hs
washern on themost sacred part of thesoil.
[Laughter and applause.] Therewas nothing
In the behavior of tbe colored race in th?
United States In this crisis, that sbosld pre-
venthim from being proud ofbeing acolored
citizen of the United States. [Applause. 1

Lafayette as cold as Sloiu? [laughter]-bnt
theykad no black man charged with disloy-
alty during this war. Yet, black men were
good enough to fight by ths side of Wash-
ington and Jackson, and were not good
enough to tight beside McCiellan and
Halleck.
