Larsr —Dispatches, this morning, say that
Price i« still falling back, and had reached
Keatsvilje, four miles from the State line,
and was gallantly contesting every foot of
the grousd- Price is supposed to- have notg4
more than $,000 eff-ctive men—while the
Federals have jrom 17,000 to 20,000.

We find the following in the Little Rock

Democrat, of the 27th ult:

is prtty certain that Price’'s command,
or a portion of it, has fallen back to the Ar-
kansas Mne, and effacted a junctiom with
McQUulloch. Fifty thousand Federals are
near the line; ten thousand of them in Ben-
ton county.
