PROCLAMATION.

PROPOSALS..

BY THE GOVERNOR OF VIHGINIA,
A PROOLAMATION.

Y AN AUT of the General Assémbly,

jr:esed on the 7th of March, 1863, the Gov-
ernor ta required to organjze and oca:louta
#pecinl force from certaia cities and corpora-
tlons fur thedefenceof the State.. Meis forth-
with to priscribe regulations for ealling out
nnd readering this force sufficient. Now, Lthere-
fore, I, JOHN LETCHER, Governorof the
Commonwenlth of Virginis, by virtue of the
authortty afcresald, do heroi:y order sud pre-
serihe the following, and require the officers
hereafter mentioned tg execute this law and
ihess p-ovisions witlh’ promptness and en«
ergy. The enrclling M ers, who are the
Sueriffs, Sergeants, sud Commis:oners of the
Hevenue, shatlenroll 2ll the white male in-
hubitants of the city of Richmond who resice
ic end around it, within one mile ot the cor-
poration Jine, on the North side of Jamesriver;
#il the white male inhabitants of the cities of
Petersbhurg, Norfolk, Pertsmouth, and Lynch-
burg, and of the towu of Fredericksburg, who
reside withtu a half mile of the said citiesaud
toan, and who are between the ages of six-
teemy and eighteen, and forty-five and fitty-
five years, iucluding scjourners who may be
refugees from any other parts of this State,
nud are Lot elsewliere earolied under the pro-
vision of the act of the eighth of February
lust. The persors so to ke enrolled consti-
tute the Secoad Militery Class.

Tohis class is required to be formed into
eompunies, butialious, and regimenis. Each
company to consist of not less than fifty nor
1aore than one hundred men, rank and flle;
each ULatialion of five companies, and each
regiment of two batialiors

Ths enrolliug cfficers, afier the said force of
each city and town is ascertained, shall lsy
off the compuny and battalion districts and
cssign tu eacl the number of men necessary,
takirg ca'e ot to form, tvo regiments until
one igtormed cf uot ices than ore thousand
men.  Asgsocu as the suid iormation is comsz
pleted, they =hall cause the companies to be
summoned to meetat a time and place 10 be
designated by them, and cause a captain and
iwo lleuteaants to beelected by amajonity of

tLe men for sach company. Uertifizates of

eleciion suail be return~d to the Adjatant
Jenera!, that commis<fons may be issued.

Fer the election of field officers, the Adju-
tant Gerveral shall iesue the requisite order
for the cfficer first in rank in the proposed
regiment; ard it shall be the duty of such
officer to ocnvene the company officers at
soma convenient place,and when o majority
of all the commiseioned cflivers o: the regi-
ment shal! de vasembled they shall proceed
in like manver to elect fleld officers for the
regiment. The officer convening the com pany
officers shull maxe returns of the election to
1he Acdjutagt Ganersl, that commissions may
be issued

Non-commissioned and staff officers shall
be appointed as prescribed by the exisiing
miljia laws.

NO person, unless entitied to exemption
from all military duty under laws now in
force, can be exempted, ard the board con-
s'ituted for hearing such cases is the only
authoil'y to cllow exemptions. .

Jommarpdants of companies shall causs
their companics to be summoneéd and to be
drilled every Monday at 3 o’clock P. M.

Cemmandants of battalions shall cause
their bsitalions to be summoned and drilled
every other Friday, at the ssme time.

Commaundantsof regimentsshall cause their
regunents 1o bs summoned and drilled every
a:ternats Friday in like manner, so that all
ihe compnnies ahall be on duty twice o week—
ouca n company and oxce either in battalion
or in regiment Kuch man shall be kept on
duty frcm three o’clock antil sundown.
