The convictionis ddily acquirlog strength
that'the policy of the English Government,
upon the Americah question is far more pro-

fonad end enbt] a.than | LR R

ing at the surface of things, :s\l supposed.—
It is now beginning to be belioved that the
ocontrolling motive of the British Government,
in its long and persevering career of anti-ala
very propagandism, was, throngh the aboli-
tion of slave labor in the South, so to -cripple
and destroy the cotton culture in Am3gica; as
to make the world dependent for its mEnufae-
tures upon the cottom productions of British
colonies, which, though not equal to those of
the South, wou!d be the best that could be
had, after Southern cotton is out of the way.
This coujsctare is the. only one that harmo-
nizes with the course of England before and
during the present war. That her abolition
influence, more than any other cause, has pro-
duced the disruption of the old Union, no one
doubts; but if she sought disunion, in order,
as we have hitherto supposaed, to obtain con-
trol of Southern staples, it is irmpossible te
comprehend why she should have so long hes-
itated to break the blockade, and should atifl
encounter the' hazard of the whole cotion
crop being destroyed. Her conduct is only to
bJoxplainod by the supposition that she de-
sires the destruction of Sonthern labor and
Southern ataples, that her own may take thair
places. Such a profound, subtle, and cold-
blooded policy, ie in entire keeping with the
whole courre of the same Government upon
slavery and the slave trade, of which she 'was
at one time the principal patron; but, as soon
as herinterests changed, the mpst bitter and
efficient adversary. * Slavery she forcad upon
Ameriga, to subserve her own iuterests, aud
slavery, for the ssme purpose, she is now la-
boring to extirpate root and branches.

The policy which it ia now belisved gov-
erns Great Brimin, will prove #a short-sighted
ag it is supremely selfish and inhaman. Even
in the improbable contingency of Soathern
sabjugation, the cotton of the South, if ever
raised thereafter, would stil hold its suprem-
acy ia all the markets of the world. If sac-
cessfal—as who can doubt?—the manufac-
tarers of continental nations wonld be able,
by the use of our Sounthern staple’ and by
the - commercial _ priviloges which they
would receive in preference to Eogland, either
to overthrow forever the manufaoturing as-
ceudancy of that nation, or compel her to ac-
knowledge that the cotton of the South is
King.
