She is pre-eminently, tbe com
nun sense nationof theworld; and, in states-
manship, learning, and literature, she can pro.
dace a host of names as brilliant and extra
ordinary aa any other nation that ever ex-
toted. She is the land of Bacon, of Pitt, of
Bhakspeare. An island not as large aa Vir-
ginia, to which all the world pays tribute and
raveranca'reverencei

The example of England must be followed
by every nation that would emulate her un.
paralleled greatness. It is by diversifying ber
industry that, she has become great, by de-,
reloping, in harmonious proportions.herman-
ufacturing, commercial, and agricultural ener-
gies aad resources. It is upon these massive
pillars her structure of greatness rests. Na-
poleon called the English a nation of shop-
keepers. Bat that did not prevent them from
conquering Napoleon, and from increasing at
such a rate in power that the present bearer
of his name ti nds tbe chief strength of his
dynasty in an alliance with Great Britain-
There never was a greater mistake than to
suppose that manufactures and commerce en.
feeble the warlike energies of a nation. On
the contrary, war has become, in these days,
to dependent upon mechanical arte, that the
soldier himself is bnt one of the various ma-
chines employed in its operations, and it is
no longer essential that he should possess
great physical powers. The very mobs in
manufacturing citieß, which are easily dis-
persed by a fileof grenadiers, are converted
by military discipline into soldiers, such as
followed Havelock in India, or Sir Colin
Campbell in theCrimea. So far as the spirit
of chivalry is concerned, that is preserved by
the nobles, who hare in their reina the old
Norman blood, and in their character those
lofty instincts of the gentleman, which are as
transmissible from generation to generation
us the peculiar family feitureß.

This magnificent and wondertal empire, in
wrtie"h so much power, wealth, Intel
lect, freedom, is oiso a land of law, where
every great interest, of society is secured;
where property is safe, life is safe, and crime
is punished. It is the pride of the Booth that
it is essentially an Anglo-Norman and Anglo-
Saxon roc*. Wo cannot do better than study
and adopt the policy which haa made our an-
oeetors great in their own little isle. What
may not thevast and fertile South become,
developed by like energies and spirit ? In
agriculture, it has already made the world
dependent upon its labor. But- it can nerer
make much progress in power and population
till it learns to diversify its industry, and
avail itself of it* vast natural resources lor
manufactures and commerce. That these need
act diminish its ehivasrio temper and military
aptitude, ia shewn by the experience of Eng-
land, whilst the present war itself gives evi-
dence of the advantage* to th* North of me-
chanical skill and resource* in ths prosecution
of hostilities, and really preaont th* most for-
midable obstacle which tbe South has to en
counter.

favorablelo the Yankees, expresses the opin-
ion that If th* North does not conquer tbe
South inboo next ninety days, the European
Powera will have to step 10, aad, for tbe sake
of humanity, both la Europe and America, put
an end to th* present struggle.

We place no reliance upon the aid of the
European Powers. We oaa achieve our own
independence, and will do it, no thanks toaay
of them. Aa to the conquest of the Sooth ia
ninety days, that is a beautiful idea. If it
could be effected, R woald also b* a conquest
of th* Tankeea thomservee, aad of everything
\n America iawhich Europe is interacted.--
The groat staptea will be destroyed before
they oaapaaa into th* possession of our ene-
mies. Wo havestrength enough, atallevents,
te accomplish this object, aadit will bo don*.

A MU reported from tbe Military Commit-
tee to increase the namber of depositaries of
tha publicfund, aad providing that th* In-
cumbents shall net continue In oflJcs longer
than one year after th*war, was passed.

ThsSenate also passed a bIM,reported from
th* Military Committee, "for keepingthe fire-
arms belonging to the Government in the
hands of effective men" Th* biU provides
that the Paeetdeat be authorised to mis* s.force of plksmsn. either by companies, bat-
tallons or regimento, who are to be orgenlssd
as infaniry, and maybe detached for service
la regiments of other arms in the proportion
of two companies of pisemen to n regiment.
Also, providing that in case of tbe death or
discharge of soldiers, their firearmsshall be
put into the hands of effective men taken
f. om tbe drilled ranks of tk* pikemen.

Mr. WierALL, from th* Military Commit-
tee, eubmltteu ? report adverseto theresolu-
tion of ltquiry, as to the expediency of em-
ploying negro toameteie In the army of tbe
Confederate States. The report waa laid oa
the table.

Mr. Sraaaow, from the soma committee,
reported back a memorial from citizens of
Jackson county, Alabama, In favor of a gen-
eral draft of soldiers, and suggesting a plea
of legislation for the sime. Mr SrAxnow
said the committee asked to be discharged
from further consideration of the memorial,
since the Senate had already commenced ac-
tlou upon thesubject matter suggested in th*
bill Introduced_yest*rday and discussed in se-
cret session. This measure embraced every
object of the memorialists,- but for the pur-
pose ofexhibiting the spirit of th* people of
Alabama ia militarymatters, hs would read
some paaaagea from a letter accompanying
thememorial.

The
motion was not agreed to.

Mr. Jonas moved tosuspend the call of the
States, so aa to continue the oail of the com-
mittees. Motion agreed to, and the rule ens-
ponded.

The Chair annonnced the question to he
upon the bill reported by Mr. tlaxnett from
theCommittee of Ways and Means, to admit
all impoUs duty free, txospt each as may be
imported from tbe United States of America.
To this bill one or two substitutes were sub-
mitted?one by Mr. Clopton, ofAlabama, and
one by Mr. Russell. These elicited some cls-
cussicn, which was participatedin byMessrs.

Also, a bill to be entl ted an act to authorise
the employment cf additional tl-rbs in lb*
offices of Ireaearer and Assistant Treasurer.

Mr. Fostbb moved toamend by Inserting as
a proviso tha: no person shall be employed
under the provisionsoi this bill who is sub-
ject tc militaryduty. Notagreed to.

Mr. Balu, of Ala , moved to amend by
striking ont fe',6oo as the salary fixed in the
bill, and Icasrtlug 11,000. Motion lost.

Mr. Hxiaxai.L, of Term., offered an amend-
ment that no pet son shall ba appointed un-
der this bill wbo Is nnder the age of forty
years, and who is able to do military duty.
Tbis amendment wax agreed to.

Mr. hfexKsa, of Teen , moved to strike out
$1,600 and insert §1 200 as the salary of the
clerks provided for in tbe bill.

Ujoa this amendment the aye* and noes
weie called, and the vote resulted?ayes 43,
lo s 28 With this amendment thebill wks
engrossed, read a third time, and passed.

A message was received from tbeSenate,
announcingthat that body had pasted a bill
to increase the number of depositories of
publio,fnnds. In wAtoh the concurrence of
the Hpuae was asked. Belerred to the Com-
mittee of Ways and Means.

Mr. Hbbbbrt, of Texas,again called up the
bill authorizing the Secretary of War to re-
ceive into theConfederate service a regiment
for the protection ol the Texas frontier.

To this MU three different substitutes were
ottered and rejected, and thebill, after elabo-
rate discussion, waspot upon i a passage and
agreed to.

The Speaker laid before the House two or
three Executive communications, transmit-
ting reports from the Secretaries of War and
the Navy ; wbioh were appropriately re-
ferred.

ting offevery avenue ofescape, lt to thought
that If w*hod attesßad tbem from one side
only,aa It ta understood Gen. Priceproposed,
we should bar* driven them out aad taken
everything they had ere theeaa want down.
A*it was, we drove them for two miles from
all their stroagposltiame, aad bsld their am*
campotent daring the night,with the greater
part of their commissary stores, on which
oar half famished men Ad.

Manyof onr troops who wme supposedto
be captured by th* enemy hare come ia,
and onr whole loss in killed, wounded,
aad prtooaere, will not exceed six hun-
dred, vlx: one hundred and twenty-,
fire Killed, two hundred aad seventy-five
wounded, and two hundred prisoner*. Th*
?nemy's lose was far greater?prooably Aye
to ourone. AFederal Colonel who waataken
on the sveniog of th* first day, says their
loss up to that time was torrific?.probably
twelve hundred to fifteen hundred?and the
next morning they lost maay moro, among
Whom were several officers. Such prisoners
ss have escaped irom them, say that there
was no exultation nmong them, v heavy
had their losses b?en. Th confederalee
took two hundred and twenty-fiveprisoners.

On the morningof the Bth, the enemy, bar-
lngtaken a strong position duringtke night,
re opened th* fight. The action soon became
general, and continued until alout haffjpaat
nine o'clock, by which time Gen. Van-Dorn
bad completed hi* arrangement* to with-
draw his forces.

The reason* for car withdrawal were, flret,
that a number of the Southern regiments,
after the fail of McUnllooh and Mcintosh,
became demoralised, and could not be relied
upon. Secondly, some 300 Federal troops,
(Uermnns,) while fleeing from thefield, came
upon our ammunition wagons, and th*
teamsters, supposing they Intended an attack.
put whip to their horaea, and fie l as rapidly
aa poseiole. Thla left several ot oar batteries
without asingleround. Thesj unfortunate
occurrencesrendered it necessary forth* Oon-
federates to retire, and that at * time whea
victory hod actuallyperched upon their ban-
ners.

With the exception of aportion of the regi-
ments thrown into confoeion by the untime-
ly fJI of Mcculloch and Mcintosh, tbe re-
treat was conducted In theutmost good order
?ep gcol, Indeed, that many did not know
but that they v. ere making a flank movement
on the enemy until late In tbe afternoon ?

Several of our batteries were la greatdanger,
having to be biought off through the woods
and over hills. The enemy did notpursue,
except a few tquade of cavalry who followed
up some of onr baggore trains. We brought
oil four more pieces cf cannon' taau we went
on the field with havinglost onlytwo pieces,
which were disabled and spiked, several of
the enemy's batteries worst-ken, but they
could not be brought off. They ware dla-
moaned and the wheels tak*n off, dry brush
and leaves were piledon them, and ihey were
burnt by oar troops.

11 Napoleon's old guard. Ths troops lv Mc-
culloch's division, up to the time of his and
Mcintosh's fall, fooaht with tbe most deter-
mined gallantry and covered themselves
with glory.

We left thefield on the second day, for the
reasons given above; and yst theresult of the
battle was as good as a victory to the Confed-
erates Tbey have so crippled theenemy.th*t
tbey will be unable to attack as until they set
reinforcements. Price and Van-Horn, how-
ever, can march where tbey please, and
without mo!eetati*n At lost accounts they
were recruiting, and getting ready for an-
other-forward movement ia a direction bnt
little suspected by theenemy.

With the exception of Btanvfatie'e regt
ment our Indian allies did not tube much
part In the fight. This regiment took a bat-
tery, havingapproached it behind trees, and
behaved with much courage end gallantry.
Owing to the early fall of McCnlioch and
Mcintosh some cix «r s&ven of our regiment*.
weren«r*r brought into action. Thsensmy's
forces were at least doubleoars.
